imports. And the protectionist repiies
that it does not follow that the exchange
will be equal; that the balance of trade
will always be a doubtful quantity; more-
over that it cannot be assumed if home
manufactures under a high wage system
yielded to free entry goods of foreign man-
ufacturers, that the latter would not pres-
ently, having a monopoly, put up the
prices. Besides, a protective tariff benefits
the agricultural producer by giving a home
market among the employed in American
industries.
