IResults Obtained from a Strong Tn-
fustou uf Thoroughbred Blood—

The Great Electioneer.

Krnm the New York Spirit of the Times.;
The theory of breeding the trottingliorst-

ira never ending theme of interest Frank
Forrester, whose wen was first to undertake
todirect practical thought upon this sub-
ject, contended that all improvement most
come from the thoroughbred horse, and
thought any other stallion unlit to Use.

His views were so extreme that those who
undertook to put them iv practice soon

gave up ilis.ouraged. This teacher having
been abandoned, two different schools
sprung up in his place, which ever since
have 1-een at direct variance with each
other. One taught the avoidance of thor-
ouehbred blood as much as possible. The
others i(intended for an intermediate
course, using trotting blood sufficient to
control action with cautiously selected
iiii-ses of running blood to give an im-
proved physical organism for the mainten-
ance of speed for a distance.

Much heated argument has lieen ex-
pended over these two theories, and iv the
meant ime many excellent trotters have ap-
peared in favor of both sides of the argu-
ment. For a long time it seemed as though
the opponents of a thoroughbred admix-
ture nail the best of it. They contended
that the running current destroyed trot-
ting action and disposition to trot, impart-

Ied a fractious temper, and did not improve
!the stamina and endurance of the stock.
Of the mass of trotters about the coun-

; try I.ut very few that appeared in the 2:110
list had a thoroughbred ancestor within
two or even three generations. It was
therefore pointed out that thoroughbred
whinot adapted to trotting purposes. To
stillfurther favor this view itwas claimed
that the late K. A. Alexander, who had
extensively tried to breed trotters upon a
thoroughbred foundation, as well :is of
purely trotting stock, had abandoned the
former method, being far lieUer satisfied
with the latter. Still many others con-
tinued to believe in and practice the use
of an admixture of thoroughbred biind, so
that some twenty years ago several ambi-
tious establishments were using it.

These attempts were almost invariably
made by breeding the thoroughbred mare
to the trotting sire. In this way it was
easier to engraft a fashionable trotting
strain upon a large number of youngsters,
since far lew- outlay was required in buy-
ing a stallion ofthe desired ramily than in
gathering together a large number of its
broodmares. I'ut -*s the interest of the
running turf rapidly expanded, the best
thoroughbred mares became too valuable
as producers of running stock to be longer
retained in trotting studs, and for this rea-
son very few good thoroughbred mares
have liecn covered by trotting sires for
many years past. Furthermore, the advo-
cate . of the thoroughbred cross gradually
weakened in their enthusiasm, owing, in a
great measure, to a want of success in
maintaining the required trottiug action.
It is more than likely that the theory
would have been abandoned all round but
for the after effects of some of the earlier
work done in this direction, and for the
late success inthe Palo AltoStud in pro-
ducing fast and reliable trotters directly
from thoroughbred mares.

The greater part of the demonstration
in favor of a thoroughbred mixture with
trotting blood emanates from Woodburn
Farm and Palo Alto. Itis plain that no-
where else was the theoiy tried under like
favorable conditions for as we recall other
establishments tbat attempted it, we no-
tice in the first place that nostallion equal
to those of Mr. Alexander and Governor
Stanford in power to control the anion ..!
their progeny traa brought into use else-
where, and this seems to be the key ;,, sJ]
surciss in this direction. Again, tl. marcs
used at Alto I'alto were not alone elm-en
because thoroughbred, but, iv addition,
for their conformation and tempc anient.
The earlier Mr.Alexander made, \u25a0 erhans,
an equally good selection of mare.- when
Wood burn was organized, and in Pilot Jr.
had an unusually good trotting stallion for
the purpose of crossing upon tbem. Ills
efforts, too, were not without reeu • that
were excellent for their day, but wi. the
get of Pilot Jr. had speed, and some of his
progeny from thoroughbred mares were

jamong his best trotters, yet as a family
| from whatever description of dams, they

were of highly nervous organization and
often of fretful disposition, that made lug-
gers of most of them and rendered them
unreliable in races. This was more espe-
cially the case with the mares. Mr. Al-
exander was about tbe first systematic ex-
perimenter with the thoroughbred mix-
ture, and, until the attempt at Palo Alto,
his was the most productive of favorable
results. But it mi happened that, with
one discourag. ment and another, this the-
ory of breeding had gone into disfavor at
Woodburn before it was undertaken at
Palo Alto. Successful moves in breeding
are not always recognized as fast a.-, made.
The very highest results accomplished at
Woodburn now prove to have emanated
from tl.-.- abandoned system.

That the other establishments referred
to were unsuccessful in attempting to
breed trotters from thoroughbred mares is
perha;

-
not surprising, when it may be

generally saiil that they were in the same
predicament in their attempts with frui-
ting bred mares. Whether because their
stallions were of littlevalue, or for what-
ever cause, they failed alike with trotting
and thoroughbred dams. Scattering in-
stall' i

- of success in producing trotters ofa
high order partaking liberally of thor-
ioughhred blood are ot' late not infrequent,

but no establishment, until Palo Alto's
success, has brought out a line of stocli
snccessfully bred npon that theory. This
beinct so it would appear that in the cases
of Woodburn and Palo Alio the experi-
ment was tried under different and more
favorable conditions than in any other es-
tablishment That difference probably
consisted in tiie action-controlling ]>ower

with average records of 2:21.2-5, which for

'.v.uit of known *>edigrees cannot lieclassed
on either side. The fastest of the sret of
Electioneer is in the latter catogory ; the
second inorder of speed h-is the nearthor-
oiidhhred cross and the third is purely of
trotting ancestors for two generations.

Tliis analysis does not prove that breed-
ing from strictly thoroughbred mares has
at the average increased the capacity of
the Electioneers to train on; nor does it
disprove it. The average speed of the
seven that are from mares known to be
purely of running blood is almost exactly
the .-Time as that from the fourteen that
are from mares known to be purely
of trotting and pacing blood. If the
thoroughbred cross added any in the
way of training capacity, its effect would
therefore appear to have been offset by a
ii-- in the natoral defmvss of action that
iouics ofan unbroken inheritance ofpurely
trotting blood. Where the thoroughbred
is ;igrandparent instead of a parent, the
average speed in Electioneers list is much
higher than in the purely trotting formu-
la, but the iiistuH.es are too (ew to gener-
alize from. Ifthe best quality of thor-
onghbred Mood can improve the physic:!
organism of the trotting horse, so as to
increase liis capacity to maintain high
speed for n long distance, it would seem
logical to expect a step in this direction
by the addition of twenty-live per cent, at
a time. Ifthe addition of thoroughbred
blood has a deterrent eflect upon trotting
action, it would seem that while the trot-
ting influences might prevail in maintain-
ing the action against an introduction of
twenty-five per cent, of running blood,
they would lie far less apt to do so as per-
fectly against an introduction of liftyper
cent. Speed is the first qnalificationof a
trotter, and speed of the highest order can
only accompany perfectly true action.
The next qualilk-ation is the ability to
maintain spied lor a distance, and this
only comes of a perfect physical organiza-
tion, givinggreat vital force through clear
wind, perfect arterial circulation and mus-
cular |iower. A proper blending of ti.esc
two great qualifications make the trotter.
But a hindrance to one of these (|Ualitica-
tions may result from attempting to intro-
du. i :ni improvement in tho other. The
opponents of the thoroughbred cross say
that it will. Hut the reward of securing
both qualifications in equilibrium is worth
striving for, say its advocates, who further
say that through 200 years of selection by
the tot of the tni-a, the thoroughbred
horse at his best lias acquired the must
perfect physical organism in the world for
sustained speed.

As far as intioducing thoroughbred
blood to trotting lines has yet succeeded,
the greatest performers have been secured
where no more than twenty-live per cent,
of running blood is admitted through a
single source. That quantity seems to
have been to- orbed to the manifest im-
provement of the physical organism with-
out disturbing the trottingaction. Wheth-
er, a- trotting stallions are bred withstill
greater iniwer to impart true action, a
larger proportion of running blood can be
successfully absorbed, remains to be seen.
If any trotting stallion hits yet appeared
that is capable of the task, it would seem
to be Electioneer. Should he, by con-
trolling the current of thoroughbred blood
with which he is l*>ing brought in contact,
raise lhe capacity of his descendants pro-
portionately as I'ilot.Jr. did, there will
prove to be some rare fields to explore for
those who breed and drive his descendants
in another generation.

The great son of Bysdyk's Hambletonian
and Green Mountain Maid is out in strong
force this year.
