An Old.Titner Gone.
Charles Heinrich, who was buried in

this city yesterday, was one of the earliest
pioneers of this coast, and the oldest mer-
chant in business in Sacramento, having
sinned a store on the corner of Third and
i -is in 1848, in the exact spot where
he was doing business at the time of his
death. Mr. Iloinrich was a member of
Company X of the famous Stevenson's
regiment, and arrived in San Francisco on
the Oth day of March, 1847. Company X
waa detailed as an artillery company in
the battle of AllSaints during the Mexican
war, and Heinrich, who was a Sergeant
st the time, distinguished bin-sell in
the fight and was commended for
bis coolness and bravery. He was one
of the original organizers of the Hussar
military company ol this city, and at one
time was its Captain. He also was one of
the original or charter members of the
Germama Building and Win Association,
and for many years waa the faithful and
trusted agent of several insurance com-
panies. There were few men living who
know as much about Sacramento as did the
deceased. He was here with Sutter and
lie aali, and was one of the very few of
that dttle band that remaiu on this side of
the grave. He was true to Sacramento.
He {Hissed through her Hoods and fires, and
ever had hopes for the future. He was a
member of the Society of California Pio-
neers and of the Society of Mexican Vet-
erans. He was a native of Germany, aud
hi* \u25a0_**) was 04 years and 0 months.

ARTESIAN WATER.

INTEitESTINti MEETING OE THE
WATER COMMITTEE.

John It. Means, of Grand Island,
Neb., Gives Some Important

Points on Well Supply

John L.Means, of Grand Island, Neb., is j
visiting Sacramento, the guest of his !
brother-in-law, E. C. Jordan, at 1111 D I
street. For two terms Mr.Means was the ]
Mayor of Grand Island, a city of between
\u25a0fata and ten thousand population. During
his first term as Mayor the -*ity erected
water works and obtained a supply of water
from wells. As the latter subject is being
agitated by the people of this city at this
time, a meeting of the Water Committee of
the Improvement Association was called I
for 4 p. m. yesterday at the office of Dr. G. j
L. Simmons, and Mr. Means was invited to
be present. He is a gentleman of fine pres-
ence, pleasing address, and evidently is a
thoroughly practical business man.

Mr. Means did not arrive promptly at 4
o'clock, and those assembled engaged in a
running conversation regarding the water !
question.

ADVOCATE OF THE WELL SYSTEM.
Robert Williamson said he had the nt- I

most confidence in the well system. He
was strongly of the opinion that there was
an underground river just east of the city
limitsthat was as inexhaustible as the Sac-
ramento itself. It was pure, cold and free
from mineral or any deleterious matter.
He gave a description of the boring of the i
wells and the various strata passtd through,
all of which has been time and again pub-
lished in this paper. He said the supply
waa inexhaustible, and the water from the
strata at 110 feet come to withinsix feet of
the surface. Insinking 116 feet he passed
through seven sand stratas, all fullof water.
The one at the bottom was five feet thick.

Dr. Simmons said one great objection
strangers had to Sacramento, und one seri-
ous drawback to lier advancement, was the
color of her water. While the water itself
was not bad, still the color made itoffens-
ive to the eye, and strangers would not
drink it. He, however, preferred the slick-
ens of the Sacrameuto to th-1znimalculai
of the San Mateo basin, or the impure but
clear water delivered to the people in Oak-
land.

Mr. Williamson said he was acquainted
with a gentleman who tramped over the
San Mateo basin not long since, who stated
that he found the carcasses of five dead
cows lying In the ravine that famished
most of the water in the Crystal Springs
basin. The water furnished to the San
Francisco consumer is not fit for domestic
use, still the people of that city turn up
their noses at "Sacramento straight," and
say they wouldnot livein this city. What
this city needs is not better but clearer
water.

Dr. Simmons said if this well system is
adopted we will at once remove all these
objections.

Mr. Williamson said he was opposed to
the proposed filteringprocess. They would
be too expensive, and it would take an
army of men to care for them, and the
water would be unhealthy.

Dr. Simmons—" If we adopt the well
system the filtering process will be un-
necessary.'

At this sto'ie of the proceedings E. C.
Jordan entered the room with Mr.Means,
and introduced the lalter to the gentlemen
present.

Mr. Jordan said :
"

Mr. Means is present
at my request. In speaking of the water
system of Grand Island, Ifind it very
similar to that proposed to be introduced
in this city, and Ihave no doubt but that
he can give you some valuable points and
suggestions."

Dr. Simmons, Chairman of tho commit-
tee, requested Mr.Means to give the gen-
tlemen present an idea of the water supply
of the town in which he lived.

A SCCCESSFCI, WHI.L SYSTEM.
Mr. Means said : The system of water

works in Grand Island is all that could be
desired, and was put inat a cost of $33,500.
Itwas put induring the time he was Mayor
of the city. For many years they discussed
the propriety of having a better system of
water works, and the well sysiem was agi-
tated as itis here at the present time. The
proposition was passed, laid on the table,
pigeonholed, etc., and no definite action
could be reached. The first year he was
Mayor, having become convinced ofthe in-
exhaustible underground supply, he called
an election and the people voted $35,500 in
bonds to put in the necessary pumps,
mains, etc., to make a first-class plant. He
.ad been connected with the Rock Island

Railroad Company for some years in the
capacity of Superintendent of Bridges, and
be had considerable experience with differ-
ent kinds of water works. They made out
plans and specifications and advertised for
bids and proposals for its construction.
The mains are all of castiron. The wells
were drove, not bored. He said c-w'.iron
pipe was much superior to sheet or boiler-
iron, was easy to tap and was the cheapest
inthe long run. He said inCalifornia they
could lay pipe much cheaper than inNe-
braska. In the latter place the pipe had to
be buried from liveand a half to six leet

TO KEEP IT FROM FREEZING,

While inCalifornia itwould not freeze if
left on top of the ground. He thought
boiler or heavy sheet-iron would do for
very large maius. In Grand Island they
have fivemiles of mains, two steam pumps
of 2,000.000 gallons capacity each En twen-
ty-four hours. They are of the Knowles'
patent and work admirably. In connec-
tion with this tbey have a" stand pipe 110
feet in bight. Tbe water is discharged
into that stand pipe and in this way tbey
always get an equal pressure. In case the
pumps are disabled this stand pipe will
hold a supply sufficient to last tbe city for
twenty-four hours. Itis quite a pipe, made
of heavy iron near tbe bottom. Its dimen-
sions are: bight 110 feet, diameter 10 feet.
All the mains are connected with and
draw water from this stand pipe. When
an alarm of fire is sounded the
pumps are disconnected from the stand
pipe and pump directly into tbe mains.
Ileatriee, a neighboring "town, they use the
Holly system and pump directly into tbe
mains. The pumps have to be used con-
stantly day and night to maintain the sup-
ply. InGrand Island the pumps are run
only in tbe day time, a few hours in the
morning and again in the afternoon and
evening. Tbe pumps can till the siand
pipe in three hours. He says he has wit-
nessed five streams thrown at the same
time from inch nozzles to the hight of
one hundred and fiftyfeet, and the indica-
tor registered a pressure of one hundred
and forty seven pouuds.

Grand Island is ina quick sand valley.
Indriving these wells the first strata con-
taining water is found at a depth varying
from 16 to20 feet. Then you pass through
a strata of hard-pan varying in thickness
from l."> to 20 feet, and you find an abund-
ance of water; in fact, an inexhaustible
quantity. He said he had driven many
wells. The water found in the second
strata comes up through the hard-pan on
a level with the water discovered in the
first vein. The water for the town supply
is drawn from thirty-six two-inch wells,
driven eight feet apart in straight rows, six
ina row, forming a square. The tops
of all these pipes, which are gal-
vanized iron, are connected with
one suction pipe some five feet below the
surface of the ground, and the pumps draw
upon all ot them at the same time. The
arrangement is so perfect that any one
well, or any number of tbem, can be shut
offat pleasure. The suction-pipes are so
airanged tbat each well is precisely the
same distance from the pump, and the
suction is equal on each. Tbe wells, pumps,
stand| pipe, in fact the entire water works,
cover a piece of ground only about 00 feet
square. The pipes were driven from 40 to
42 feet below the surface. When both
pumps are run at a very high rate of speed
one willsometimes kick a little. This is
never noticed only when run very fast.
He thought the addition ot one more well,
the driving cf one more two-inch pipe, j
wouldremedy that evil. He said the sup- I
ply was so strong that be thought the pipes !
could be driven as close as two feet apart, i
The process of driving pipe in this section i
would be impracticable, considering the
great depth that must be attained. From
what he had learned of the Williamson
and hospital wells, he was of the opinion
that four six-inch wells wouldsupply this
entire City with water.

Grand Island is a growing city on a level
plain six miles from the Platte river at its
nearest point. This plain or valley is all
underlaid with quicksand, and nowhere
cm one sink from fifteen to eighteen feet
without striking an abundant supply of
water.

Mr.Williamson said tbe water struck at
110 feet rose to within sixteen feet of the
snrfaoa in the wellsjust east of the city.

Mr.Means
—

"That clearly demonstrates
the fact that you have artc-fiaa water. You

bave struck an underground river. You
ha**e a supply that you need not fear will
give out. Iwas talking with a gentleman
last evening regarding those wells, and he
said he thought they wonld soon give out. My
advice to the city would be to put a plant
out there and fully test the strength of that
supply. Leave your present system as it
is, and if the wells don't furnish the de-
sired quantity you cm continue to pump
from the river."

Mr.Willianißon--''Wehave been pumping
on onr well for the past four years, and in-
stead of diminishing the sunply seems to
increase."

Mr.Means said while in Southern Cnli-
Ifornia he visited an artesian well at Porn-
o] na that had been flowing for the past seven
1 years, and they could not see a particle of
idiminution in the flow. He said he would
Inot be afraid to stake his fortune on the
jfact that he could pat in a system of water
works upon those wells that woald supply
this city with water for all time.

Mr. Williamson—"We are nowpumping
from two wells upon my place one thirdas
much water as is used in this city."

Mr. Means said the contract price for theClrand Island water works was $33,500.,For this a large brick building was con-,structed, two pumps and one boiler werepurchased, and five and one-half miles of
mains laid through the streets of the city
to the depth of live and one-half feet, orbelow the first line. The capacity was 1000

-
000 gallons every twenty-four hours, bat the
city aid not use to exceed 1,000,000 gallons.
The average pressure was forty-seven
pounds, but they could pat on the fire
pressure of 140 pounds inside of twominutes, and with that force they could
tear the shingles off the roof of any
house in town. He thought the Trusteesshould give the wells a fair test. X;ikea
portion of itand he was satisfied thai, in a
short time they would have the entire sys-
tem of the city supplied from those wells,
which, in his opinion, from what he had
heard concerning them, could supply a city
ten time3the size ofSacramento.

A VISIT TO THE WKLLS.
At the close of the meeting Mr. William-

son inviledMr. Means to go withhim to
the wells. They stepped into Mr. Will-
iamson's buggy and rode out in a few
minutes. Oa his return last evening Mr.
Means said he was very much pleased with
his ride, and from his inspection of the
wells he was positive that this people had
an abundance of artisian water. He said
it was clear, pure and tasted like the
water at Grand Island. He says he be-
lieves that the Williamson wells would
How were they piped from the UG-foot
level. He thinks that when the water
reaches the 20-foot water strata it is ab-
sorbed. Were itpiped through this, in his
opinion, itwouldrise above the surface of
the ground. He said if the Board of City
Trustees did n . give these wells an im-
mediate aud thorough test he could not
consider them very clear-sighted business
men.

It was resolved to
allow the Grand Secretary, Otto Guy, an
extra compensation of $50. iv considera-
tion of his valuable and efficient services
during the past fiscal year. After trans-
acting other business of minor importance,
Representative D. M. B:3hopp, of Sacra-
mento Lodge, No. 11, extended an invita-
tion to tbe members of the Grand Lodge
to pay said Lodge a visit in the evening at
their lodge meeting. The invitation was
accepted, and it was resolved topay Sacra-
mento Lodge, No. 11, a visit in a body.
Adjourned ti11 9 a. m. to-day.
