DEMOCRATIC CONTENTION.

The Democratic County Central Commit-
tee met in executive session last evening at
the Democratic headquarters, Seventh
street, between J and K. Present, Messrs.
Burke, Chairman; O'Connor, Secretary;
Fox, Townsend, Harris, Considine, Single-
ton, Devine.O'NVi! IVkett. Allen, Booney
Houx, Stevenson, Smith and Bailey.

The committee decided, by a unanimous
vote, to hold the County Convention in
this city on the last Thursday in the month
—August 30th.

It was also resolved to appoint the dele-
gates to said convention, seventy froui each
Supervisor District. This was also done
unanimously, there being no person pres-
ent who favored holding primary elections.
The delegates are to be appointed in each
district by the members of the committee
representing it. This will make 210 dele-
gates from this citt. 140 from the county
and a convention of 350.

A:i Executive Committee wa3 appointed
aa follows : Messrs. Fox. Singleton. Ste-
venson, Rooney, Pickett, Burke and O'Con-
nor.

The conimittee decided not to open the
(.ampaign until the last week in Augutt or
tbe first of September.

A communication wa3 received from a
well-known journalist, stating that he pro-
posed to .start a clean, lively and interesting
daily evening paper in this city. Politic-
ally it will be Democratic. The meeting
indorsed thepioposition and unanimously
decided (o give it the benefit of their inllu-
ance, as well as their moral support.

The meeting adjourned to meet at the
same place Wednesday evening, August
16th, when tiie delegates will be ap-

pointed.

upon the Register for an explanation.

Almost Completed.

The work of laying the first line of track
of the electric railway from Thirty-first and
V streets to the Southern Pacific passenger
depot will be completed to-day. Mr. L. L.
Lewis, President of tbe company, stated
yesterday that it was the intention to com-
mence laying the second track on J street
at once. Labor troubles in Philadelphia
had stood in the way of the completion of
tbe care, but they were in hopes of having
at least two cars running dnritg the State
Fair.

SCHOOL BOOKS.
rin- State Printer Must Leave the btate I

Capitol KutlilliiK.
One ofthe busiest places in Sacramento \

o-day is the State Printing Office, AI
arge force is engaged in the typographical
iepartment. During the past month the
>rders have come in bo rapidly for school
Books that the State Printer has increased
the hours in the pressrooms and bindery
from eight to ten, and they are turning o\it
books very lively. All the books that were
made during the administration of S'.ate
Printer Shoaff have been sold, and the
books now on hand are all ofthe best char-1
acter of bin.iing. First Readers arc being |
turned out at the rate of 2,000 per day. i
During the last month the following books
were sold: First Readers, 11,881; Second I
Headers, l»,»ji; Third Readers, G,"!>!); Spel- j
lers, 8.-104; Elemental? Arithmetics, 7,y.">0; I
Advanced Arithmetics, 8,021; Grammars, '
8,441; Histories, 6,062—t0tal number of
boobs sold, 06.828; cash received fur the !
same, $23,360 37.

This was the largest sale for one i
mouth since the State commenced!
printing the school books, but il
willnot be nearly so large as the sales i, r
the present month. Of the counties pur-
chasing in July San Francisco led with
$5,475 53, Bancroft Ac Co. purchasing one-
hall" of thut number. Alameda was sec-
ond with $1,081 71, the purchases being
dividad between five book ii.-ms of the city
of Oakiand. So far Sacramento lias only
invested $85, El Dorado $15 and many
counties, including Los Angeles, Kern an"l
Fresno, have as yet cent in no orders. The
Stale I'rinter has <iuite a stouk '.in hand.
and is turning out from 3,000 to 5,000 a
day, and says he has no doubt but that he
will be able to till all the orders that will
come in.

Tho ctficfi of the State Printer, in the
Capitol buiiiiiuu, has been used as a store-
house for b toka for several months. The
books filled up all the otlice except room
for the Stat<> Printer and his assistant to
get around in small passageways between
the piles, which were several feet in night
and reigfaed over 100 tons. The floors

Sicily ; jcuug, tue walls injured and
the li ioks in the center of ihe piles mil-
dewed. The Btate Printer kept asking for
th« \u25a0

\u25a0 which th»! last Legislature
appropriated $10,000 for building, but
which be could not get <j:i account of the
obstinacy o! the S;ate Treasurer, who has
been made to believe by some of his Dem-
ocratic backers that the office of State
Treasurer is above the Legislature. Since
the orders began to come in for the books
the whole north end of the Capitol lias be-
come a warehouse or shipping-room, Ail
the hallways are nse.l hymen In boxing
up books—ihe hammer and saw are heard
all day long. E\-en Sunday is n ( excepted,
and the hail way.* are all the time filled
with tona of books in boxes weighing all
the way from ISO to 360 pound* each.
Heavy trucks are used in wheeling them i
around day and night over the new linoleum
carpet that was put down only a few months
since at a great expense to the State. Over
100 square yards of linoleum has already
been destroyed, and the wreck to that por-
tion of the building caused by over- j
weighting the floors cannot be es- j
tirntited, but when the value of
the State Capitol building is taken I
into considt ration, it must l>e far in excess I
of the proposed cost of the new building.
Indeed it is a wonder that the flours did
not give way under lh« immense wei
for which the construction of the Bo r-
wasnot originally intended, and an acd-!
dent attended with tbe loss (,f life occur.

Secretary <.f State Hen Iri . who hascharge of the State Capitol building, has
become very much incensed over the way
in which the building iju^d, and yester- 'day commenced a lively kick, Sunday
Attoraey-Gk'neial Johnson could not get
into his office, unless he climbed in the
window or went in the back door, there !
being fifiten tons of boots in boxes piled I
up in the hallways.

The Secretary uf State fays the State
Capitol was ntve-r intended for a store-
house, and to day it contains one of the
biggest shipping wholesale houses in tho
Sute. He yesterday gave notice to J. J.
K> egan, acting State Printer, in theabsence
of J. D. Younp, that no more books should
be stored in the building. He called upon
the State Treasurer and told him this thing
had gone on long enough, holding the
State Treasurer to blame for the whole
matter, and asked him why ho had not
complied with the State law.

On the loth of March, 1887, the follow-
ing Act passed by the State Legislature
was approved by the Governor:
An Act t<> provide for the care and security of

the Stale series of school textbooks, by the
erectUu of a Sro-proot warehouse to be used
for the storage of the same, authorizing theappointment ofa storekeeper to have the careand custody of slid tcxl-bwks, and appro-
priating money to pay the expensea of erect-
II k said warehouse.
The people of the State of California, repre-

sented in fceiiate and Assembly, do enact as liil-
lows:

Section 1. The sum of ten thousand dollars
Is hereby appropriated out of the General Fund
tor the construction of a tire-proof warehouse,
of which th«> root, outside doors and window
shutter* shall be made of iron, the walls of
brick acd the floor of concrete, which ware-
house shall be used for the storage ol the State
serif.-, of school text books, snd thu paper, elec-trotypes and otlier material necessirj for the
publication of said series of text-b.»jus. The
said fire-proof warehouse th&LI bo erected under
the supervision of the Superintendent of State
Printing, and shall be located In the namo in-
closure in which the Siato Printing Office U
located, cud shall be completed ouor before July

'.Section 2. This Act Euallfiakc effect immedi-
ately.

In accordance with the above Act of the
Legislature, Captain J. I). Young, State
Printer, had an architect draw plans and
specifications for the building and sub-
mited the same, in accordance with the
general law, to the Governor, Secretary of
State and State Treasurer for their approval.
The first two officials signified their will-
ingness to comply with the lnw. but the
State Treasurer would not do so until the
Governor approved of a certain bill which
appropriated money for a new jute plant
at San Quentiu. When cornered in that,
he said h<? riid not opprove of the plans,
because the building wouUl be a disgrace to
the park. His refusal to append his signa-
ture to the documents referred to stopped
all operations, and the State Printer in con-
sequence has had to utilize the State Capi-
tol as a storehouse instead.

The State Treasurer is still obstinate ar.d
refused to give the Secretary any gooi
reason for not appending his signature ex
cept the two abjve given. The State
Printer, in consequence, has been put to a
heavy expense. The cartage of the bo..ks
alone has been a heavy item, snd owing to
the inconvenience of the Capitol building,
he has employed at the present time six
men in handling books, whereas if they
were in a suitable warehouse, the tame
work could be easily done by three.

Just what Captain Young will do on his
return is not known. That he will have to
vacate the Capitol building is an assured
fact, and if he cannot rent a suitable ware-
house down town somewhere there will be
only one thing left for him to do, and that
is to discharge his 150 employes and stop
the publication of the books.

A Hard Boy.

The police were on the look-out last
night for a boy named Eddie Stoatenhurg,
who ran away from the Bonicia Military
School yesterday and came to this city. His
mother resides in Virginia City, Nev., and
is a niece of James H. Johnson, of Sacra-
mento. The boy is 14 years of age, and is
said to be a very bad boy. He did not go
to Mr. Johnson's house*, but was heard of
in several places in town during the even-
ing.

ful Ordeal.

The Polics Court was in session all day ]
yesterday, but not a single conviction was J
bad. There were seven cases on the calen-
dar, three of which went over until to-day. |
James Kello and Michael Bontield wen '

charged with being drunk. They pleaded
guilty, and in consideration of tho fact that
it was their first appearance in this Court
they were discharged, but not until thf-y
had been severely punished by being com-
pelled to sit in the Coart-rootn and listen '\u25a0

to the dreary trial of one or two cases.
They survived the ordeal, though most
persons would have preferred five days'
uuluary confinement.

Kllen McQrath, who lives on G street, be-
tween Nineteentn and Twentieth, caused
t!:e arrest of J. \V. Brady ur; a charge of
battery, and it took over mi hour to find
out that Brady did not commit the act. !
though there were but three witi;
tin. HoGmtb testified that Brady held her
by the throit with one hand and beiit her
on :he head with the other.

IllegalFishing on Eel River.
It having been represented to the State

Board of Fish Commissioners presided over
by Joseph Routier that a great deal o( ille-
gal rishine had been done in the past on
Kel river. Humboldt county, License Col-
lector Matt Coffey was directed by the
Board to investigate. Mr. Coffey has re-
turned, and says that tons and tons of sal-
mon h«d been caught with illegal nets
during the past season. The small fish
were disposed of to a cannery situated on
the river. He recomn ended the appoint-
ment of A. J. Smith Deputy Fish Commis-
sioner, which appointment was subse-
quently confirmed.

Mr. Smith is a prominent member of the
Eureka Sportsmen's Club, and will make
it his busioessto see that In the future fish-
ing on Eel river is conducted within the
law. The salmon season does not open
until October, when about oo<* hundred
boats will !)•_• eaiplnyed.

The Folsom Dam.
A telegram received from Koisom last

evemnpr says: -At 2 o'clock this afternoon
the wingdam was finished, and in the pres-
ence of W-ird^n Aull, the confined air-
rent of the American river was turned into
the U-enty-four-foot flame, down which
it courses for about 300 feet. The building
of the permanent dam can now be pro-
ceeded with.
