Vai.i.f'o, August Ist.—The boiler of
Robert Gore'sjtbrashing-machine burst this
nraroing with sad results. The accident
occurred at 7 o'clock. BtXM was used for

youut; man of 20 years, experienced riitll-
culty i:i getting up steam. He was piling
in tire when the fire-box blew out.
He was caught by the fire-guard and car-
ried tbroofjb the air. at a bight of forty
feet, for a distance of £>6 feet. He fell into
soft fcuil His clothes were torn from him,
ani the remnants on his body took fire.

He rose to his feet anl divested himself of
the burning raps, and with wonderful
courage started for his home, a few hun-
dred yards away. His streugth failed him,
and the farm hands, who saw him thrown
from one field into another, rushed uj> to
his aid and bore him to his home.

The only bones broken were three ribs
and a crushed forehead. He was not un-
conscious at euy time. His body is a mass
of contusions, and being injured internally
it i.i feared he-urnnnt live.

John Sheefoau, the engineer, had his jaw
broken. There were thirteen other men
close to the machine, but not one of them
was injured.

The engine and boiler were thrown thirty
feet from where it stood. The accident is

, due to a faulty eteam-gauge, and it is also
believed the water was too low in the
boiler.

The victim was employed
as v domestic on a ranch in the neighbor-
hood. The Chinese captors are known to
have threatened to kill anybody caught
stealing from them.

THE COOK ANDTHE JEWELS.
Six Thousand Dollars Worth of Diamonds

Beut to the Dump*.

A certain well-known lady of this city is
out about £J,5(.h: dollars worth of jewelry
and this is the way it happened. Several
weeks ago she took her departure for a
summer resort. Her iewelcase. containing
td'-.000 worth ofdiamonds, was leftat home,
anl her daughter, as well as the bouse-
maid, was cautioned to watch over the
precious casket with ceaseless care. No
soocer had the mother left the city than
fears of burglars began to prey upon the
nerves ofthe custodians of the jewels, and
finally as a clever rase the case was care-
fully concealed in the coal-hod in the
kitchen.

The cook knew nothing of this clever
arrangement, arid last Saturday morning,
when the scavenger appeared as usual to
remove the accumulated aihes 01 the
week, the plush-covered casket was dumped
from the hod into the barrel and from the
barrel into the cart with no greater consid-
eration than if it were a decayed water-
melon. Thence it was carted out to
the public dump on San Bruno
road. The taiJ-board of the cart
was lifted and the diamonds wen;
rolling among the debris concealed by the
dofl iOf dust that accompanied the fall of
its plebeian fellow-travelers. The canman

took his departure, t n\ at this moment an-
other figure made ita appearance. As the
cart deposited its load, a rag-man, with a
long stick, tipped by a 2-pronged rake,
stood ready to receive it. The dusty pile
was raked over in the usual careless way
and a bright sparkling cluster of gems wes
picked up along with rusty oyster cans and
old nails, and put in his pocket. This
proved to be the great find of the day. The
rag-picker obtained $10 for it, wherewith
he has contrived to keep himself drunk
ever since.

The loss of the- jewels was net discov-
ered until the following day, and the feel-
ings that resulted may better be imagined
than described. After a long Hearch the
cluster of diamonds found by the rag-
picker was traced and recovered. It was a
beautiful, brooch containing seven'.oen
stones and valued at $2.000. The remain-
der of the jewelry has gone apparently be-
yond recall. So trace of it has been dis-
covered.—&'.
