THE FRUIT PACKERS.
The New Scheme to Employ Children

In the Work.
The claim is frequently made by t!it>

fruit-grower and the vineyardist that if the
Chinese are driven out the fruit will rot on I
the trees for labor to pick it. The auswer
is that there are thousands of men, wo-
men and children in the large towns of the
State able and willing to do the work now |
done by the Chinese in orchard and vine-
yard. Thia year a determined eflort is to
be made to oust the Chinese from this '
branch of industry. From talking and
suggesting the important move to acting is
now on the point of being made. Co- :
operation is the basis on which the move is
ti> be made. The farmer and the vineyard-
ist are to undertake to care for and pay
the white employes, the railroad company
b to afford them rednced transportation i
rates, and the authorities in the towns are {
to se::d only those anxious and able to do
the work required of them. The State
Board of Trade, backed by lue~ Southern
Pacific Company, recently issued a number i
of printed circulars to the boards of trade of j
the different towns and to the fruit-grow- !
ere of the State. In these circulars the ;
statements are made that a large number !
of boys from 12 to 18 years of age, and of

suitable to be of service in the pack- Ime and drying establishments of the ;
State, are idle in the larger cities and
towns. Apart fiom ousting tho Chinese, !
the youths ot both sexes will, by being !
employed instead of the Mongols, add to
the wealth of the State and acquire habits i
of industry. Transportation tacilitiea are j
offered from San Francisco, Stockton, Sac- 'rdmento and Los Angeles to any part of j
the State where the services ot the boys or '
girls may be required. The benetit of r -
daoed rates can only be had, however, by
requisition made upon tho Board ot Trade
in one of the cities named. This requisi-
tion will be forwarded to the State Board
of Trade iv tiiis city, and wiil have to be
indorsed by ihe forwarding Board, as guar-
anteeing that raeh employment is ti> bj
had, and also by the employer's name mak-
ing the requisition, Boys or girls accept-
ing sued employment will bo forwarded I i
their destination at naif rates and, pro-
Tided they have cerlitica'.es to the fact that
they realiy have been su employed, will
be returned to their homes free of charge.

In order to facilitate matters, rcgistr:; ion
hoiks have been opened at the cities named
for boys and fjirls who wish employment.
At Stockton the applicants number 127, at
Sacramento 190, in this city over 500 s-ince.
.lulv I'.'iJ. The applications from niftubers
thus far include 75 boys for Vacaville, all
of whom have been placed and are doing
well; 25 for tLo Napa valley, concetniui;
whom equally favorable reports have been
received. On August 10!h a batch of 3H)
boys willbesent to Senator Stan ford's Vina
ranch, the requisition having been received
here througti the Chico Board of Trade.
It these boy* di the work well, a si
batch of -'00 will l>e called f..r ten daye
later. The tirst experiment with boys in
any number was made on the frui; ranch of
Harry Mt=ek?. near Haywards, in Alameda
county, when the cherries were ripe. The
results ot the experiment vvere very satis-
factory, and si number of boys are still era-
ployed there

Mr. Meeks gives it as liii experience ihat
ten boys will pick as much as fifteen Chi-
nes? in the same lime, and will do the
work quite *s well. Of '.he boys on the
local e.uploy meut register, by far the greater
number are Americana, and nine-tenths of
them are clean, intelligent and decently
drest I

A matter of vital importance to an em-
ploye of ainiodi auy clasa is the amount ol
bia or her hire. With great uniformity of
opinion a Hxed rate seems to have benn
tacitly dtcl led upon hy vineyardist and
orchardist alike. The boys and girls, who
in all cases will work separately, mid be
housed separately, will all br tarnished
buard and bed gratuitously. At Vina a
large frame building has 'been specially
constructed for the accommodation of the
boys, and similar structures have befn put
up elsewhere. The one rale of wanes paid
on all the ranches alike ior boys and girls
is £1 a day clear. Chinese doing the same
rcork receive about $1 .'JO for a day*! labor
of ten hours, but find t!;eir own b"atti a"i|
lodging, usually carrying their tents jvith
them and squatting anywhere near their
work. The only objection raised hitherto
by the fruitgrowe-s is iv the matter of
housing the boys and girls. They say dial
with the Chinamen they have no trouble,
while the young whits need civilized food
and proper lodging.—if. F. Chronicle.
