CONGRESSIONAL PRLOCEEDINGS.

The Senate.

WasaiNgToN, August 3d.—Senator Cul-
iom brought up Lis resolution in the Sen-
ate to-day which was laid over last week.
It is gimilar to that of Senator Hoar's which
has been acted upon, and is to investigate
the commercial relations of the United
Btates with Canada. The Senator, on
speaking on the subject of his resolation,
mentioned &2 number of railroads in the
Northern and Central Siates which were
oontrolled by the Canadian Pacific, and
that a great deal of the transportation
which ought to puass over our own lines
goes over this railrcad. The Canadian
Government, he said, has established a
subsidized amship line trading with
Eastern pools and carrying goods destined
for the United States. These vessels, he
said, discriminated against ports of the
Junited SBtates and carried their goods to
Canada to the advantage of Canadian rail-
roads, since goods destined for the United
States by the treaty of 1871 can come in
from Canada free of duty. Nearly all the

But among the Directors of this railroad
were Levi P. Morton and Congressman
Scott. But there were also some prominent
Democrats, too, and he thought this great
subject should be discussed from a non-
partisan standpoint,

Senator Edmunds then reminded Senator
Gormaun that he, too, was a Director of a
railroad—the Baltimore and Ohio road. As
to the great prosperity of the trade on the
Canadian road, that was due to a grant of
subsidies.

Senator Cullom again took the floor and
spoke for protection of American com-
merce from encroachments made by for-
eign corporations. He said he was entirely
free from party zeal when he introduced
his resolation.

On a vote the resolution was agreed to.

The fisheries treaty was then taken up,
and Senator Teller spoke against the treaty
and answered the speech made by Senator
Morgan yesterday.

Senator Teller, in his speech on the
fisheries treaty, paid special attention to
Secretary Bayard's newspaper interview, in
which he had severely criticized Senators.

At the conclusion of his speech, Senator
Hoar made a motion for the Senate to ad-
journ till 1 A. M. As this was in direct op-
position to the motior made by Gray (and
which was carried), for the Senate to ad-
journ over till Monday, much fillibustering
resulted among the Democrats, who finally
callied their point, as Senator Hoar with-
drew his motion.

The Senate then adjourned.

AN EYE OPENER.

Benator Teller Maks an American Speech
on the Fisherles Treaty.

Wasnineron, August 3d.—During the
consideration of the fisheries treaty in the
Teller made a vigorous
sp.edech agamst che ratification, in which he
said:

In the annals of history no nation has
been so regardless of the rights of others as
the English nation. He did not know that
he agreed with the statement of the Sena-
tor from Virginia (Riddleberger), that this
would never be a free nation until she had
whipped England the third time, but
he did know the United States would
never be a free nation unless 1t asserted
that which belonged to it, and unless it
was ready to and willing to stand up for
that which the treaty of 1573 recognized.
The history of England justified the decla-
ration of Jefferson, that she would

DESTROY THE LIBERTIES OF THE WORLD,

So that she might sell bate and fur. She
was to-day legislating for the purpose of
putting subjects of hers on trial in a Court
unknown to law, and was sending her
brightest and best men to jail for simply
appearing at public meetings to protest
against the wrongs suflered at the
bands of the consolidated power of their
nation. The people of the United States
would get their rights—peaceably if they
could, forcibly if they must—and
NO FEAR OF WAR,

Nor fear that England could destroy $500,-
000 000 worth of property on the sea coast
and lakes, would deter the American peo-
ple from demanding what was theirs, and
whet (heir fathers had bought with their
blood. As to the remarks made by Mr.
Morgan, that the Senators oh the Demo-
cratic side—two-thirds of them men who
had been Confederates — were patriots,
while the Republican Senators were parti-
sans, Teller said they would not fool any

one. That had been heard before and
since the war.

MILLICNS IN IT.

The committee also authorized him to
have printed a statement containing a full
history of these claims, showing the au-
thority conferred upon these States by the
War Department in various proclamations
and orders tor making the expenditures.

CLEVELAND'S ACCEFPTANCE.

The President Will Probably Get His
Letter Written Soon.

WasHisoroN, August 3d.—The Presi-
dent’s letter of acceptance has not been
completed, and none of the party leaders
have seen even the roughdraft of it. Some
of them have urged the Piesident to issue
the letter soon, but he has intimated that
he does not think there is any special
haste. None of the Cabinet have seen it or
been consulted about it, except in the sense
that they bave talked over with the Presi-
dent party politics in general.

It is expected that the President will
follow the lines of his December message
in his letter, and declare for a redaction of
the revenues to the actual necessity of the
Government.

AND BTILL THEY COME.,

Another Prominent Democrat Who €Can’t
Stand Free Trade.

New York, August 3d.—James A. Whit-
ney, of this city, the well-known lecturer
and profound student, has announced him-
self for Harrison and Morton, although he
has been a dyed-in-the-wool Democrat, as
he himself confesses, for the past twenty-
four years. He talked unreservedly to-day
of his radical change of heart.

“Iam an old-time Democrat, voted for
Douglas and Johnson in 1860, and have
stuck by the party for twenty-four years.
Four years ago [ disapproved of the man-
ner in which Cleveland was nominated. 1
thought the party was becoming undemo-
cratic, and therefore favored the election of
Blaine, In order that my connection
should not be broken I voted the State and
local Democratic tickets straight. Iam a
very much better Democrat than Grover
Cleveland is to-day. Iam a high-tariff
Democrat. Thomas Jefferson declared that
the war of 1812 was a blessing to the coun-
try, because it protected American indus-
tries and gave an impetus to American
manufacturers which they would not have
received without it. This was carrying
high-tariff views somewhat to an extreme,
but protection Democrats are willing to fol-
low where Thomas Jefferson led.

“ There is an undercurrent of feeling in
the betier element of the Democratic party
that the Democratic doctrines tending to-
ward free trade are largely matter of theory
and sentiment, while the doctrines of pro-
tection to American industries are based
upon common sense, and can be substanti-
ated by reference to actual fasts. This be-
iief, of course, is based upon the status of
every branch of industry. When the re-
sults of importing the products of the un-
derpaid manufacturing population of Ea-
rope are brought home to the American
workingmen and those dependent uvon
manufactu:ing for a livelihood, there will
be greater accessions of old-line Democrats
to progressive Republicanism. These sent-
iments are not confined to manufacturers.
The farmers are rapidly waking up to the
knowledge that if you injure the manfact-
uring interests of the country the reaction
will somewhere sirike the men who culti-
vate the soil. I think thousands of Demo-
crats will this year vote the Republican
ticket."

THE KANSAS WAR.

Two

Troops Ordered to the Scene of Trouble
in Stephens County.

TorexA, August 3d.—Attorney-General
Bradford and Brigadier-General Myers
have returned from Stephens county, where
they went to learn the facts in connection
with the murder of Sherifl Cross and his
five deputies. They had a conference with
the Governor, and told him in substance
that the murder was cold-blooded and
without cause. They reported also that
the people of the county are in arms and
the civil authorities powerless to preserve
good order, therefore the presence of the
militia was demanded at once.

Governor Martin directed the Attorney-
General to order out the Second Regi-
ment of the State militia ard have it pro-
ceed at once to the scene of the trouble.
Section B of Artillery, of Topeka, has also
been ordered to accompany the regiment
with Gatling guns. The regiment will be
accompanied by Adjutant-General Camp-
bell and Brigadier-Generai Myers. The
Adjutant General will establish a supply
post at Liberal, the nearest railroad point.

The various companies left at 8:30 o’clock
this morning by special train from this
point. They will be obliged to march
to Hugoton, a distance of forty miles,
over a rough road and through sand-
hills. This march will require more than
a day, so that the militia cannot reach
Hugoton betore to-morrow. On arriving
there the regiment will be divided, four
companies proceeding to Woodsdale and
four remaining at Hugoton. The people
will be required to disarm.

The lattest accounts from the scene say
the people of both towns are under arms
continually, and that a deadly combat is
liable to take place at any moment. Many
settlers are leaving with their families.

A BATTLE HOURLY EXPECTED.

Torexa, August 3d—Reports from
Stephens county are to the effect that the
situation is serious, and an open conflict is
feared atany moment. Both towns are
getting more arms and ammunition, and
are preparing for war.

On Wednesday evening a Woodsdale
man named Harter and Hugoton man
named Watson met about midway between
the 1wo towns and had a duel.  Several
shots were fired at long and short range,
and Harter was seriously wounded.

BRIEF BUT LIVELY.

Terrible Effects of & Two Hours' Storm
in Minvesota.

Duvrvru (Minn.), August 3d.—Two sep-
arate storms of rain, hail, thunder and
lightning visited Duluth last evening
within a few moments of each other. Dur-
ing two hours the rain was the heaviest
ever known here.

Several houses were struck by lightning,

'but no one was injured.

A policeman and five men standing on a
corner watching the flood were knocked
down by the lightning, but recovered.

Upwards of fifty firms suffered loss
through flooded stores and basements. The
electric light station was flooded, and the
lights all over the city went out.

Washouts of sewers, sidewalks and cross-
walks extend all over the city in various
places. Telegraph and telephone wires
were badly broken and mixed, and railroad
yardsand road tracks were nndermined and
carried away.

Scott was arrested and taken to Gresham
for safety. Newell's wounds are danger-
ous, and Crowley lies unconscious, and his
death is expected at any moment.

STUBBORN INDIANS.

The Sioux Chiefs Still Hold Qut Against
the Treaty,

Stanpine Rock Acency (Dak.), August
3d.—It is stated that to-day’s conference
drew out the fact that the four Chiefs—
John Gross, Gall, Mad Bear and Biz Head
—backed by Sitting Bull, are helding the
Indians back from assenting to the Act of
Congress by intimidations. The Chiefs
were asked in open council, in the pres-
ence of all the Indians, to get up and say
that every Indian might act as he p!euse&
and accept or reject the offer of the Govern-
ment, and that in thus expressing his wind
he would give no offense to the Chiefs, and
would not be hurt or interfered with on ac-
couut of his action.

The request was made and repeated

twice. The Chiefs sat sullenly in their
places and said nothing. The Indians
looked at the Chiefs, and waited to hear
their reply. The Commissioners then
stated that they regarded the silence of the
Chiefs as an admission that they were keep-
ing their people back under intimidation,
and that the people were not allowed to
speak their true sentiments.
This caused considerable of a sensation,
and the Commissioners adjourned the
council till Monday. Every provision of
the treaty has been explained and all <b-
jections answered. The Commissioners
still believe that a favorable result will be
reached.

ELECTRIFYING MURDERERS,

Experimenting With the New Method of
Execution in New York.

New York, August 3d.—Much interest
is manifested lm'aTiy in the electrical ex-
periments of taking life since the law mak-
ing death by electricity the penalty for
capital punishment was placed on New
York's statute book. Dr. Frederick Peter-
son and Harold Brown, the electrician,
have been experimenting on dogs in Edi-
son’s laboratory. Peterson saysthat twenty-
seven experiments were made, and his con-
clusion is that some bungling will be done
with the first criminal executed under the
law. The experiments, in detail, will be
published before long in some electrical
journal, and they will then be available
for other experiments in the same direc-
tion.
