A GOOD GRAIN SECTION.

Statement Regarding the Sutter County
Grain Crops.

Mabysvillk, August 9th.—The Sutter

County Farmer, one of the best authorities
in Northern California, will publish to-
morrow the following statement:

" The harvest may be said to be prac-
tically over. A few only are running their
combined harvesters, but are closing on the
last round very fast. The crop throughout
the county has been a good one, and fully
up to the average. True, many light fields
ot wheat and barley were to be seen, but
on the other hand very many pieces of
splendid grain could be seen in an hour's
drive in any part of the county. Forty
bushels to the acre have been harvested,
and many fields went above it, while a
yield of 20 to 30 bushels soon ceased to ex-
cite remark after harvesting began. We
think we are justified in the assertion tbat
the quality of the wheat this year was
never before equaled. It is universally
c'ean, and weighs all Uie way from 61 to
65 pounds to the bushel. These weights
tell the story, inasmuch as 60 pounds is the
standard. Much grain has already been
sold and delivered at tbe various ware-
houses in tbe county, and the farmers are
preparing fora vacation."

WANT THEIK PRICE.

Grape-Growers Agree Not to Sell for Less
Than SlB a Ton.

I.ivermore August 9th. —Vine-growers
representing two-thinis ofthe surplus vines
in this district have already signed a pledge
to withdraw one-half their grapes from the
local market unless $18 per ion is realized
from the entire crop. The grapes will be
made into vieuegar, syrup or drijd. Ifthe
fullprice is not realized, many more will
sign during the week. Three new wineries
have been built within the past sixty days,
making fourteen in the district. The grape
crop is unusually heavy. Wine shipments
average 3,000 gallons during this month.

A few nights after his body was found
riddled with bullets aud buckshot, and
young Kzera Hale and his father were ar-
rested on suspicion. They were taken to
Ogden for examination,' but being sent
back to Hooperville, both manage to escape
and remained unheard r.f for years.

Old man Hale died in the mountains,
and his son recently returned home, think-
ing he would not be molested. He is now
ln prison at Ogden awaiting his prelimi-
nary examination.

The building was the prop-
erty ofThomas Brown, Snperintendent of
the Vulture mine.

Unhappily for the condition of the

American people and the i>ower and honor
of tlienation, the decision of the question
of the symmetrical and complete diversifi-
cation ofour industries rests, for the pres-
ent, with the adherent- of the late South-
ern Confederacy.

revenue only' plan) has brought wretched-
ness tind ruin. It is the natural effect
from snch a came. Nothing is more cer-
tain titan that the advocacy of free trade
comes Irom foreigners, who want to break
up our industries. They have done it sev-
eral times already, and they mean to do it
again. The laborers of the old world get
hardly enough to keep body and soul to-
gether, and that is the condition in which
the advocates of free trade arc trying to
place our laborers."
