THE KKITBLICAN RALLY SATTK-
DAY NIGHT.

A Groat Success—A Capital Speech
by Captain Mu'lock, or Red

Bluff.

The Hoosier Club opeaeJ tbe carcjpaign
Batgrday night, so far as Sacramento ia
concerned. The club, escorted by the

He
does not ndorn his address much with
poetic imagery or trouble himself with
pains to be eloquent atri polished, but he
uses I'lain, forcible English, clearly ex-
pretsed and neatly framed in telling sen-
tences. He is straightforward, vigorous,
logical, orderly in the marshaling of argu-
ment and prouf, and deals blows as Iroui a
Bledge-hammer. At times he rose into

of vehement eloquence and carried
liis audience to the pitch of highest excite-
ment, lie is very witty, and was iv a
merry humor throughout U'.e evening, and
in less than three minutes aiu-r beginning
bad his audieiit-e in perfect harmony with
him and watching lor tla>hes of sturdy
luiiiior and the ponderous blows of telling
wit. No speaker h:is appeared here so
quick to ;viilj-to interruption or so suixvss-
tul in luriiiijg the tide ugains! interruption.

Vpon tbe slavery question
tne lh-niocraiic party bad prostituted
the Ii ivernment for tbe perpetuation
and extention ofsystem ofhuman bondage.
Ithad wagered war and concluded peace
in tbe interest of slavery. It had put the
seal of siinctification upon the idea that
one man had a right to the labor ofanother
with< ut compensation or remuneration.
Applause.] The party always loveJ cheap

labor, always believed in it, and to this day. is the party ofcheap labor, while the Re-
' publican party ever has been the friend
and champion of fres labor, and well paid
labor. [Applause.] The Federal Courts
of our couutry were guarded and C-tn-

structed with on eye single to this ques-
tion. A pretext was sought by tbe Demo-
cratic party for an opportunity to wane
war upon a weak and nnofleudinc ilepub
lic.tbat the peculiar institution might have
green fields and still waters.

Tbe speaker elaborated upon the charge
| that the last Democratic President before
Mr. Cleveland bad abandoned the Govern-
ment to its enemies, who, while members
of bis Cabinet, had conspired with the
South to dissolve the Vnion by force, and
had so placed tbe country in a helpless at-
titude, deienseltrsa and without money,
ships or arms.

Buchanan could fitui no power in the
I Constitution to enforce obedience to the
j laws of tbe country.

forced it. [Applause.] The speaker
showed that the Democratic party had in-

terpo3ed every possible obstacle So obstruct
the Government during tbe war; that af-
ter the war, every amendment to the Con-
sti'iriun ot the United Slates to secure the
fruity of the effort to preserve the Union
Lad been fought by thi Democratic party;
thai tne amendments to the Constitution
were necessary to forever settle and fix the
rights of American citizens; that they
were necrsaarv to make men of tbe United
Btates i.jim! uefore the law. [Applau-e.]

Captain Ma!loci then took up the tarifl
question and gave a clear and succinct his-
tory of the tarifflegislation of the United
States from tne organization ofthe Govern-
ment under President Washington, in 17oi),
to the present date, ai.d claimed that the
record shows that the Fathers fitvored a
tariil on imported merchandise for the ex-
press purpose of fostering am! encouraging
domestic industries. That the country had
always been prosperous under reasonable
protection; that the converse oi this was
equally true; that depression in business
and bard times had been coincident with
tow duties; that low duties on imported
manufactures had the direct etfect of re-
ducing the wages of the American laborer
engaged in like manufactures; that the
Democratic party had always, as a party,
been opposed to protection as a principle;
that tantr ior revenue only, as claimed by
th-- Democrat*, was equivalent to a declara-
tion of free trade, because it ignored the
principle of protection.

Tlie speaker then adverted to Prtgi
Cleveland's late message, and said that the
rarplos in the treasury was the result of a
violation ofa plain ttatute on the part of
the administra^on—referring to tne Act of
March 3,1881. That by that Act the Sec-
retary of tbe Treasury was empowertd to
pnrcfaase.bonds oi the United States with
any money in tbe treasury cot otherwise
kpprcpriated.
