
CHARLES CROCKER.

We turn the rules of the column to-day

out of respect to one of the great rail-
way bnilders of the world, a man whtjse

industrial achievements have been of rarh
moment to California, and whose success-
ful business life has been intimately inter-
woven with the history of California a»d
the progress and upbuilding of BaCRr
mcnto.

The death of Charles Crockrr reaaoves
from the scenes of earth oi» oi' the fore-
most men of California. Hislife'sachieve-
ment exemplified in the tnost striking
manner the possibilities Ihat this free

land open." to men of energy ::nd deter-
mined character. Mr. Oocfcer will be
missed as are only the few. His indomit-
able will, resolute uMiage and tireless
energy have, in co-operation with Viko
qualities in his coadjutors in busiue-s, done
so much for California and to advance her
upon the material road of prosperity, that
;> attempt any adeinate measurement of
the beneficence of his bosineaa life to this
people is a task thr:t only history car. com-
pass.

The vast indeslrial schemes with which
the name of Cherles Crocker t< interwoven
are of that character that they form part
and parcel of the history of the natiou,
and are inseparably linked with the most

momentous period of its existence. Bu'.
to Sacramento Mr. Crocker bore an especi-
ally close relation. It was hero that he
laid the foundations of his fortune; from
his home in the capital city he went out

to conquer difficulties that appalled all
others and to achieve triumphs over
nature that linked the far East with the
Pacific States and gave new life to the
hope of the Came of the indissoluble
Union, ll was Sacramento that bertowed
upon Charles Crocker the only political
rewards his ambition sought, and gave
him the honors of distinguished civic
office. Though the NStleaa activities of
his busy lif.' lx>re him presently into busier
currents and more stirring scenes weknow
that for the city of hi? old home he cher-
ished the tendercst memories and toward
her people the most affectionate •
This wa« but recent!} manifest, when, on

the occasion of a visit to the city, he gave
utterance to his sentiments regarding her
in a manner that became glowingly elo-
quent in the warmth of its sincerity, ;md
that testified to its whole-hcartedners by a
choked voice and welling tears.

Charles Crocker was born in Troy, New
York, on the 10th of .September, 1822, of
parentage so poor in worldly goods (hat it
was unable to equip him fur life with more
than a meager common school cdii
While yet a mere boy necessity compelled
him to become a bread-winner to aid the
family. lie did so with willingheart and
ready hands, and at that early age gave
evidence of the will-power and conquering
ability that made him a prince in achieve-
ment in after life. He went ii|>on the
streets barefooted and in the garments of
honest poverty when but 1> yean old, to
sell papers and magazines in aiil of the
family fund. He was so successful that
the business grew into a news agency, and
the lad's earnings contributed materially
to the removal of the family to the West,
and into scenes of fairer op|>ortivr.ity and
better promise. In Marshall county,
Indiana, a small farm wafc purchased, and
in 1836, the family group settled down to
the hard lifeof Western pioneers.

The boy worked as only Western lx>ys
of those days could, for two years to aid
his father in clearing the land, and bring-
ing the rolling lulls and fertile prairies
into subjection to the plow. This ac-
complished, at the age of 16 he
found employment in a sawmill, in St.
Joseph county, and next at a forge,
receiving the meager pittance of ?11 a
month for his labor. In the inclement
winters of the Northwest he attended the
district school, and applied himself dili-
gently to his stsdies. It was r.ot
long before the forge-master admitted
the skill of his apprentice, and
under his advice the young man
went into the h—jmi for h&BSelf,
and with financial BBceeaa. The workof
forging in that section, just as he was
ready to become a proprietor, was greatly
advanced by a discovery of beds of iron
ore in Marshall county. Mr. Crocker
secured the deposit formed a copartner-
ship with his former master, and the two
engaged in the business with success unlii
California lieckoned to the selected men of
the East and the West to BOOM and aid in
unfolding her wealth to the world. With
prescience he saw in the Far West the
promise for youth, and sold out his forge
interest, and in 18.50 started for Uie coast.
He arrived in the State in August, 18-30,
pausing in Sacramento, but in a few days
located a mining claim in Big Canyon,
near Placerville, working it with varying
success. Two years later, after some en-
deavor in carrying between Sacramento
and the mining sections, Mr. Crocker
engaged in the mercantile business in Ibis
city, and from the outset, by his uaksgg
energy, made it successful. The business
of his firm grew in importance, beeam.
the leading mercantile house of the city,
and survived the fires ami floods that suc-
cessively afflicted Sacramento. In ISV,
Mr. Crocker was elected a member of the
municipal legislative body, his fellow-
Councilmen being Mark Hopkins, ¥ Den-
ver, Daniel Meeker, D. S. Woodward, J.
P. Hardy, Henry Polly, F. A. Thomas and
M. S. Hurd. His service in tfcat capacity
was eminently satisfactory to Lv fellow-
citinms, and creditable to hw business
capacity. In 18C0-61 Mr. Cracker was
elected as a Republican to represent Sac-
ramento county in Uiellouseof Assembly
of the Legislature, his fellow-A*«nbly-
men bein^ Amos Adams, N. Greene Curti-
and Dr. Jos. Powell. He served his (con-

stituency with the same care and diligence
that he had devoted to his private busi-
ness, and retired from office with the
thanks of the people, and the conscious-
ness of duty well performed.

About this time Mr. Crocker's attention
was almost wholly withdrawn from his
mercantile business by engagement, in
connection with Leland Stanford, Mark-
Hopkins, a P. Huntington and K. B. j
Crocker, in plans f»r the building of the I
C-entral Pacific Kailroad, to unite tfce far I
East to the distant West. In ISO2he sold
out hU mercantile establishment aud give
his entire time and devoted his energy to !
the consummation of the work to which I
he had applied himself. As early as 1840 !
there had IK-eu a dream of a railroad to j
penetrate the then but partially known J
West. It will le remembered that in
1&49 Senator Beaton had advocated the 'building of such a road, and in 1852 an i

association had been formed for that pur- j
pose; but not until the-e devoted Sacra-

mento merchants took hold of the malter I

in their private capacity, devoting all J
they had of worldly goods to the end in
view, was anything definitely re-

solwd upon, notwithstanding that,
in IS"'.', a Pacific Railroad Con-
vention was held in San Francisco
which asked the Legislature of California
to appropriate $lo,OOe,t>oo to aid tire con-

struction of the road across the State, if
the Federal Government would iv.iMfrom
the Missouri river to the sunwiit of the
Sierras. Bat there were political discour-
agements whkft then prevented any defi-
nite results

The five teen named were accustomed to
assemble in the mllllilhhlill111 of Messrs.
Ifnntingtox & Hopkins in tliis city, and
discuss the project of "'milding a great
transcontinental railro?d, and from that
beginning the plans ci the vast under-
taking were evolved.

Oat of
Ihk fact grew tiie order which .placed

| him, in the furtherance of the pfafts, at
the head of the construction department,
\u25a0where he retrained exercising that won-
derful ability in organizing forces, and ie
-handling m«r and materials, for which he
was distinguished, until the last spi';e ra
driven, and one of the greatest achieve-
ments of the nineteenth century was com-
pleted ; a-vrork, indeed, which had more
potential-dgnifieance for the west hclf oi
the American continent, and the making
of the Pacific coast what it is to-day, than
any other of which record is made in the
history of the nation.

It vould be neither profitable nor
pleasant to recall in detail the misrepre-
sentations that were made concerning the
plans of these men; the obstacles which
were placed in their pathway ; the scorn
and contempt with which their prescience
wu received, and the •Hoqoy that was
visited upon them, as Supposed visionaries
and wholly selfish men ; nor yet to more
than refer to the violent and conscience-
less opposition with whirl: tJ eir efforts
were met, and their labors relentlessly re-
tarded. When men, in the calm of future
history, losing sight i<: ;:Ii the petty
jealousies, prejudices and little-
D6M of the present, shall come to judge
labor? by results, and effort by achieve-
ment, the historic record cf the building
of the Central Pacific Railroad will accord
these railway builders' patriotic purpose
and accomplishment second to that only
which enlisted the patriots of the nation
to arm against rebellion. And this will
be the record of time despite the fact thai
these men secured to themselves great
wealth v the legitimate reward of their
energy and foresight.

There is no passage in the life of Mr
Crocker that will justify so much of elabo-
ration as that compassed by the six years
during which he remained at the front of
railway building, conquering heights sup-
posed to be impassable, and tnnnellir.g
mountains declared to be impossible of
penetration. But obviously these and
many other details so strikingly illustrative
of his masterly organizing capacity and
indomitable will cannot be reviewed.

On the 10th day of May, 1869, he and
his untiring associates saw the great work
completed; the grand aim of their lives
ha<l been achieved, and what was once but
a scoffing and a by-word had become a
crowning triumph, winning the applause
of the civilized world. Mr. Crocker be-
came a Vice-President ofthe Central Pa-
cific Railroad Company, and served in
this capacity to his death.

It is impossible, under the exigencies
of our space, to more than refer to the sec-
ond great undertaking of Mr. Crocker's
life, in connection with his associates, in
the building of the Southern Pacific Rail-
road, of which he was the President; nor
yet of the elaboration of.the great Pacific
railway system of the coast, with all its
veins and arteries, developing and v; -building the country ; nor of the
private industries and constructions to
which he has devoted his capital and en-
ergy in various portions of the State, all
tending r.ot more to enhance his private

fortune than to develop the immeasura-
ble resources of the (iolden State and the
Pacific coast and to contribute to the pros-
perity and happinea. of the,people.

In IST.'!, his devotion to business having
impaired his health, his physicians or-
dered him to foreign travel, which
engaged his time for two years. Be-
fore leaving home for this purpose he
insisted upon parting with his railroad
interest", in the labors of the management
of which he could not personally share,
but on his return, renamed in strength, his
former copartners deiranded his return to
duty, and he resomed the joint interest,
and retained ituntil hits decease.

When in his youth Mr. Crocker worked
in b. lumber mil! in SL Joseph county,
Indiana, for John J. Deming, he formed
the acquaintance of that gentleman's
daughter, Mary A. Deming, and she
because his wife in the year IS-":'.
To these six children were born, and
four scrvive. They are Colonel CharWa
F. Crocier, William H. Crocker, George
Crocker, and Mrs. Harriet.E. Alexander.
Mr. Cr»«.ker erected a mansion and re-
sided in Sacramento with his family until-
-1675, when hL> business compelled him to
lake up his residence in Sac Francisco,
though the Sacramento home has never
boen relinqcished.

Charles Crocker was genial rjid happy
in.disposition, strong inhisfriuttdrhipe. but
ex*?t in business requirements. His was
winding his fei'ow-men to him. ,His was
a somewhat rugged manner in daing and
exacting duty. He deniaaied his and
gave fc'.l men their due; strict justice in-
deed nig the one great essential with Jiim-
Compromises and concessions appeared to
him mure a.s abandonment of the claims of
justice tkin as harmonizing agetwrfes tod
aids to justifiable ends. He never exacted
from anotUer that he vis not ready on Jii.
MB part te perform, an« it was this trait
ofcharacter ihat made him the masterly \u25a0

manager of the forces 4tat pushed the
Central Pacifi« Railroad ore* and through
U»e mountains tnd across the arid plains.
lie had personal commanding: powers, and
being perfectly fearless he new* hesitated
(o face danger or exercise hu (ability to

control.
In IS6J, in this city, this mxoly trait

was exemplified in the face of a mob

Kitening to break open the public treas
and apply iv money to the repair of
iroken levees, through which the an-
lood of that year swept. When other*

cuwered he faced the angry people, de-
iiOOJiced their intention, and declared that
men tould bear up under the loss of prop-
erty and homes by fire and flood, but never
against the loss ol" their honor. To plunder
the Treasury, even for public use, he d»-
nominated a crin»e, a disgrace to the city

\u25a0 could -never be effaced. His example i

wgtds saved the city from action that •
would have ineffacebly tarnished her recovd- I
Old Saeramentans will recall the courage
of conviction that distinguished: Charles
Crocker, when, for opinion's sake, he stood
fearlessly for his "abolition"belief, and
for "free soil, free speech and free men,"
though his position visited him with loss
of business and brought upon him
personal abuse and even open vi-
olence. BelieviDg slavery to be a
terrible wrong, he preached his faith in
every political expression, and proclaimed
his free-soil lad abolition doctrine at all
times upon the open air. It was a matter
of principle with him to thus lielieve and

, advocate, atid no consideration* were suf-
\u25a0 fluent to swerve him from it.
i Whatever the human frailties of men,
j their weaknesses and their errors, the snci

London, August Hih.—The trouble be-tween the cardroom hands and eruployeis
in the Blackburn mills culminates to-mi r-
