IN TWO DEALS.

A Colusa Man Steered Against a Brace
Game and Robbed. e
Wm. Quarles, of Colusa county, com-
plained to Chief of Police Lee yesterday
morning that he had been steered againsta
“ brace” faro game and robbed of $120 on
Monday night. His story is that he arrived
at the depot on that evening, and was met
by a friend named Jeff. Morrison, who was
expecting him and was there to meet him.
His friend introduced him to Leonard
Sledge, and the three walked up Second
street to Arthur Miller's saloon, on the cor-
ner of Second and J. Here they took sey-
eral drinks, and finally Quarles said he
wanted to get something to eat, as he did
not dare to drink anything more without
eating. Sledge said : *“ Let’s go and play
a little faro first, and we will win a good
supper.” Quarles was persuaded, and they
went upstairs to a room where there was a
faro “lay out.” The dealer and case-
keeper were the only persons in the room
when they entered. Sledge and Quarles
commenced playing, and it took just two
deals to relieve the latter of $120—about all
the money he had. He says he did not
win one straight bet, but did “call the
turn” once at the end of the first deal.
Sledge and Morrison were arrested by
officer Agner yesterday morning for con-
spiring, but Quarles was unable to tell
who the dealer and case-keeper were.
He gave the best description of them he
could.
Sledge flatly denies all knowledge of the
game, or any of the circumstances related
v Quarles. Morrison, however, corrobo-
rates all of the statements made by the
Colusa man, but disclaims any knowledge
of the game, or that he was at all instru-
mental in “steering” him toit. He ad-
mitted to the Chief, however, that Siedge
gave him $10 after the game was over.
Sledge and Morrison were both charged
with conspiring. When their cases were
called in the Police Court'thev were con-
tinued until to-day at 10 o’clock.

The Gamblers Hold the Fort Against the
Chief.

During the past three weeks Chief Lee
has tried a number of plans to surprise the
men who are running a faro game over the
Bank Exchange, on Second street, but so
far he has been unsuccessful. He has
changed officers, sent them in citizen’s
clothes and disguises and resorted toa num-
ber of devices but all to no avail. The

other night officer Ash was transferred
from an uptown beat and detailed to effect
an entrance within the charmed -circle.
Dressed in citizen’s clothes he moun'ed the
stairs like a2 *“ hoosier” and rapped at the
door. The wicket flew open and a pair of
eyes scanned him closely. They were not
satisfied and another pair of eyes appeared
in place of the first. The last pair of eyes
needed but cne glance, for the wicket was
shut with a bang and the door remained
closed. The disappointed officer had
nothing to do but to go and report his fail-
ure.

On Tuesday night the Chief tried another
game. He sent three genuine “hoosiers”
up to the game and had some officers in
citizen’s clothes following. The “hoosiers”
managed to get in, but the game closed the
instant they crossed the threshold, and
they gain no information of any service.
There were only three persons in the room
and no game was in progress. The officers
did not get in. The Chief seems to be do-
ing all in his power to break up the game,
but the gamblers are “too fly"' for him.
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Fintracht Bundes-Fest.

The second grand Eintracht Bundes-Fest
will be celebrated in this city on August
25th, 26th and 27th, and the “Sacramento
Verein Eintracht "’ is making extensive

preparalions to make this festival a grand
success. The “Eintracht Bund" is & union
ot the differ:nt ** Eintracht Societies’” on
the Pacific coast, and was formed only a
few years ago. The mother society was
the San Francisco Verein Eintracht, now
numbering between 800 and 900 members.
Although there werequitea number of sing-
ing, gymnastic, dramatic and benevolent
societies and rifle clubs in San Francisco,
vet they were separated, and it was a great
strain on the purse of 2 person who wished
to belong to one or all the different socie-
ties mentioned. About fifteen years ago,
a number of Germans, sporting citizens of
San Francisco, made the right step in the
right direction, by organizing a society that
offered all the aforesaid advantages com-
bined. This proved a grand success, and
the society grew rapidly in numbers, and
became so popular thet it soon became the
largest German-speaking society on the Pa-
cific coast, with but one exception (the
German Benevolent Association in San
Francisco, which hasabout 2,000 members).
The new society was called the San Fran-
cisco Verein * Eintracht” To give
the right translation of the word
“Eintracht” is quite difficalt, but the
meaning is about the same as “‘nnion and
harmony.” The advantages offered by the
San Francisco Verein Eintracht are mani-
fold, while the admission fees and dues are
very small in comparison. By paying a
monthly due of $1, a member was entitled
to a weekly benefit of $10 in case of sick-
ness, and at the same time he had the priv-
ilege of joining the singing, gymnastic,
dramatic and rifle sections without extra
charge. The additional payment of $1 per
month secures a member a life insurance
of $875, payable at death to the family or
lawful heirs.

The festivals given by the society were
aslways largely attended and proved finan-
cial successes, especially the masquerade
balls of the society were the inost popular
in San Francisco, and are generally at-
tended by from 8000 to 10,000 persons.
The society soon grew rich, and now pos-
sesses a fine lot and commodious hall on
Post street, between Stockton and Powell,
opposite the Union Square. The success
achieved by the San Francisco Verein
Eintracht induced the German-speaking
citizens of other cities to follow this exam-
ple, and Eintracht societies sprang up in
the cities of Oakland, Stockton, Sacra-
mento and Portland, Oregon.

AT cow
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HOWSON’S EARLY RIDE.

How the Well-Known Jockey aad Nell
Flaherty Fell,
The accident which befell George How-
son at the Los Angeles meeting recalls the
terrible ride he cnce took in this city.
Howson was then and is now a favorite
jockey, and spent most of his time in Sac-
ramento. Somewhere about 1870 he was
engaged toride the celebrated and then
queen of runners, Nell Flaherty, in her en-

gagements at the State Fair. On Thursday
an important race was to take place (mile
heats, three in five, not a dash. as is now
the custom), in which she was to run with
Howson up.

The preceding Tuesday it was deemed
necessary to give her some fast work, and
it was concluded to make it a “trial,” as
the betting was heavy on the race, and her
owners wanted to see if she was ‘“‘dead
right.”

As is well known, “trials” are supposed
to be secret, and known only to those inter-
ested in the animal, the rider frequently
not being informed of how fast he rode his
mount. Secrecy in a “trial” at Sacramento
during the fair was almost an impossibil-
ity, so the trainer decided upon a piece of
strategy.

Just before daylight, when all were sup-
posed to be asleep, Howson being ready
and the mare baving been prepared, she
was saddled and the stable-door opened
noiselessly and George * thrown into the
pigskin” with instructions to go to the
head of the stretch in a good eallop, turn
and come past the wire on a“go” for a
trial.

This, in horse ghraseology. is what is
termed “ starting a horse off cold,” but this
was the strategy and was necessary, for
any atterupt to warm her up, the noise of
her feet would have csused a hundred
watches to be “ held on her” from every
conceivable point on the track, as it is well
known that horsemen, handy with the
watch, do not require to ‘ catch " the horse
from the wire or posts, but have different
marks all around the track.

Well, down the track she came at a ter-
rific gait, the noise of her feet being clearly
heard, and causing stall-doors to fly open
and half-dressed trainers and jockeys to
jump up, wa ch in hand, knowing that
some one was stealing a march on them.

But it was so dark that one could not see
over fifty vards, and before they were
aware Nell Flaherty was dispatched on her
trial, which proved so disastrous to her
rider. Around the turn she fairly flew,
and across the track to the stand could be
plainly heard the sound of her hoofs as
they struck the ground in rapid succession.
But suddenly a groan and a bellow were
heard and the hoof sounds ceased imme-
diately! Hurrying straight across the
track to about where the noise came from
the owners were horrified to find Flaherty
riderless and Howson lying apparently
dead on the track.

George was quickly picked up and con-
veyed to the grand stand, where a room
was prepared, the doctors summoned and
everything possible done for him, in hopes
of saving his life.

After being placed there he could not be
moved, and, as the races were to continue
for ten days, precautions were taken to pre-
vent any noises reaching the sufferer. Tan-
bark was put all around and overhead and
his room muffled, and few of the people
who attended the fair in 10,000 a day
realized the suffering poor George was un-
dergoing below, with a dozen broken
bones.

One of the prize bulls that were on ex-
hibition at the fair grounds and inclosed
during the night in the ceniral inclosure,
had got over the fence and laid down on
the track, and as George could only see
above fifty yards abesad, he did not observe
the obstruction in time to prevent the col-
lision.

On his regaining consciousness George
said bhe could not explain his thoughts dur-
ing hiz experience of that fifty-yard ride
from the time he first saw the bull. This
immense animal had been lying down and
was just getting up at his approach, and
was directly in his track. The mare was
going too fast to stop her, and he was too
close to pull to the outside, and his only
gppe was that Flaherty might jump over

im.

This and a thousand other thoughts
rushed through his mind in a second, and
the next instant the mare struck the bull,
who was then fairly on his feet, square in
the side, knocking them both down and
sending Howson flying over the bull to
where he was picked up injured for life.

That he is still alive and still one of Cali-
fornia’s premier jockeys attests his tenacity
of life and the careful and skillful attention
which he must havereceived. Nell Flaherty
was not injured by the collision, and, with
another jockey up, went on and won the
race on the following Thursday.

George afterward so fully recovered that
he went East with and rode Mollie Mc-
Carty in her great four-mile-and-repeat race
for $10,000 a side on July 4, 1876, against
the great Ten Broeck, in which she was de-
feated on account of her being overcome by
the extreme heat.

He then returned to California, and has
been identified with race-horses on this
coast ever since.

POLICE COURT.
Judge Buckley’s Collection
Yesterday.

The complain-
ing witness testified that Baker struck him
on the ear, while the defendant and a Mr.
Steinagle testified that he did not.

Brock Doran was sent to jail for ten
days for being drunk, and an Indian named
Jim Lash got five days for the same of-
fense.

Frank Peters and James Brown, two
boys, were sent to the County Jail for thirty
days for embezzlement. They induced an
old Spanish woman who lives on L street
to make them up a quantity of tomales,
which they were to sell and receive a com-
mission upon. They sold the tomales, but
never made any returns.

Robert Truce was chargad with battery
and had his case continued until to-day at
10 o'clock. 2

James Lemore, charged with battery, was
found not guilty.

Belle Benito was convicted of vagrancy
and sentenced to sixty days in the County
Jail. The commitment was withheld in
order to give her a chance to leave town.

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WEATHER FORECASTS.

An Ymportant Matter for Farmers and
Fruit-Growers.

Sergeant Barwick during the month of
July received a letter from Lieutenant J.
E. Maxfield, Indication Officer of the Sig-
nal Service for the Pacific coast, stationed
at San Francisco, in which he says that
“ during the coming rainy season it is
probable that the appropriations available
for telegraphic purposes will be large
enough to admit of the telegraphing of the
‘daily indications’ to a large number of
Eoints in California. These messages will

e sent to towns where they may be needed,
and where competent persons will agree to
go to the telegraph office daily to receive
the message and bulletin it in some public
place. A report is requisite as to the towns
in your vicinity which may desire the * in-
dications.’” The names of the persons who
will agree to receive and bulletin the daily
messeges should also accompany your re-
port.” The Sergeant sent out the follow-
ing letter to a dozen or more towns and
villages in this vicinity :

79 ———————, S1r: During the coming rainy
season the ‘‘indications” of the weather for
twenty-fonr hours in advance will be sent you
free of cost, providing you will go to the tele-
graph office, receive the message and post it in
some conspicuous place in your town. This
data will ge telegraphed you daily from San
Francisco. Please let me know promptly by
mail whether you will post the weather guﬂetiu
in some conspicuous place in your town if tele-
sraphed to you each day. ‘fhis information is

esired from you 0 it may be forwarded to
Lieutenant !J. E. Maxfield, the Indications
Officer at San Francisco.

Mr. Barwick has received answers in the
affirmative from the following parties, rep-
resenting sixteen different places in this
and adjoining counties, viz: J. H. Sturgis,
Foisom city; J. N. Andrews, P: M., Elk
Grove; W. H. Meacham, of the Gazette,
Galt; J. E. Ellison, P. M., Lodi; J. M.
Houstan, P. M., Courtland; Wills & Mitch-
ell, Auburn; M. Lobner, Colfax; James
Tyson, P. M., Placerville; H. Goldner, P.
M., Jackson; Thomas C. Hocking, Tidings,
Grass Valley; W. R. Ellis, Mail, Wood-
land; Ed. E. Leake, Tribune, Dixon; Alvah
Pendleton, Nicolaus; William Lumbard,
Wheatland; J. D. McNary, Colusa, and
Hiram Arentz, Oroville.

them. F. A. Ebel, the well-known florist,
says the trees are badly infected, especially
orapge and lemon. At the southeast cor-
ner of Eighth and G streets, on the north
side of H, between Tenth and Eleventh,
and on both sides of H, from Twelfth to
Thirteenth. He says he has no doubt but
that an inspection of the citrus trees
throughout the city will find this dangerous
pest widespread. The City Trustees should
do something to stop its ravages before it
gets beyond control.

Chinese Incendiary.

S. L. Goddard, of Florin, has had a
Chinaman named Ah See in his employ for
four or five years, who has been consid-
ered half crazy but harmless. Yesterday

morning Mr. Goddard came to town, and
soon after he left his place his packing-
house was discovered to be on fire.
