AN OCEAN HORROR.

CULLISION AT SEA.

The Thingvalla and Geiser Collide,
and the Latter Goes Down—
105 Lives Lost.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE EECORD-UNION, ]

NeEw York, August 16th.—The steamer
Wieland, of the Hamburg-American
steamship line, has just brought the news
of a collision off Sable Island between the
Geiser and Thingvalla, of the Thingvalla
line, which occurred at 4 o'clock on the
morning of August 14th. The Geiser sank
in five minutes after the collisicn, and 105
persons were drowned. The Thingvalla
was €0 disabled that she had to put into
Halifax efter transferring all her passengers
to the Wieland.

The Geiser had 86 passengers aboard, 72
of whom were drowned, or killed in the
collision, and 14 were first taken on the
Thingvalla, and then on the Wieland. The
Geiser's crew numbered 50. Of these 17
were saved, and 33 were drowned. Captain
Moller was among those saved.

The passengers of the Thingvalla, trans-
ferred to the Wieland, numbered 455.

THE TERRIBLE COLLISION,
The Geiser left this port Augnst 11th,
bound for Stettin. The Thingvalla was on
her way to this citv, and was advertised to
leave here on August 25th. A very heavy
sea and dense fog were experienced through
the night, and early on the morning of the
14th the Thingvalla struck the Geiser on
the starboard side amidships. The boats
then parted, and within five minutes the
Geiser sank.
The crew of the Thingvalla did all they
could to save the Geiser's crew and passen-
gers, while still in doubt as to whether the
Thirgvalla was not dangerously disabled,
but owing to the heavy sea only thirty-one
were saved. No other vessel was near at
the time.
The Wieland, on her way to this port,
was 100 miles away. At 11:30 o’clock on
the morning of the 14:h the Wieland was
sighted. Signs of distress were made by

the Thingvalle, and the transter of passen-
gers began. The sea was very heavy, but
no mishaps occurred in the transfer of the
passengers.

CAPTAIN ALBERS' STORY.

Captain A. Albers, of the Wieland, tells
the following story:

*“At 10 o'clock on the morning of August
14th we passed some wreckage floating in
the sea and suspected that an accident had
bappened somewhere near us. A little
Jater we sailed through a sea of oil, and
sighted a broken boat of the Geiser. About
11:30 we sighted a steamer tothe northward,
sbout six miles off, and seeing she had a
flag of distress up, we ran down to her. It
proved to be the Thingvalla, and Captain
Lamb, of that vessel, came to nus in a small
boat and begged us to take off his passen-
gers and those he had saved from the Gei-
ser. He said his own vessel was so badly
injared that he expected her 10 sink at any
moment. His forward compartment had
been completely carried away from half
way down from the deck to below the
water line. 'We sent out three of our boats
and the Thingvalla lowered hers, and in
five hours we had transferred the saved
passengers and crew of the Geiser, and also
the 455 passengers ¢f the Thingvalla. The
gea was very rough, and the work of trans-
ferring the passengers was very difficult.
The immense hole in the Thingvalla’s bow
was then patched up as well as possible,
and she started for Ha if x.”

HOW THE COLLISION OCCURRED,

The collision, so far as known, was
caused by the fog, and the Chief Officer of
each vessel was on deck at the time ot
the collision. Third Officer Peters told
much the same story of the cccurrence.
Hesaid: * The fog was very dense through
the night, and rain had fallen at intervals,
and the first we knew of the vessel’s ap-
prosch she was upon us. She appeared
on the starboard side. Both vessels at-
tempted to steer off, head on. The Geizer
was struck opposite the engine-room, amid-
ships. The Geiser, being heavily loaded,
was very low in the water, so that the
Thingvalla carried away her own compart-
ment. The upper part of her bow ran over
the deck of the Geiser, The Geiser's deck-
houses were carried away and the state-
rooins were smashed in and the occupants
killed. He heard the bell ringing in the
Geiser's engine-room, but could not tell
what the order was.”” Officer Peters ran on
deck as soon as he heard the bell ringing
again, this time to back, and tbe steamer
had just commenccd to reverse her engines
when the Thingvalla struck.

The Geiser’s whistle was blowing at the
time Second Officer Figensen jumped for
the Thingvalla, when they struck, and was
hauled on the Thingvalla by some of the
latter’s crew. One of the Geiser's passen-
gers was picked up with a broken leg.

CAPTAIN MOLLER DISAPPEARS.

As soon as the Wieland arrived in Lower
bay Captain Moller of the Geiser left the
steamer on & revenue cutter. He went
directly to the office of the agents of the
company, where he was closeted for a few
moments with the agents. He only left
word that the accident was due to bad
weather, and left without stating his desti-
s ty-four of th d
wenty-four of the ngers and crew
of the Geiser, undegugguge of Second
Officer Jorgensen, arrived at the Hotel
Denmark. They were brawny fellows,
curiously attired, and but few had either
coats or stockings. Second Officer Jorgen-
sen gave
A GRAPHIC DESCRIPTION OF THE COLLISION.

He said: “I was asleep in my bunk
when I felt the shock, and I immediately
went on deck, Taking in the sitnation at
a glance, I ordered all hands on deck.
Then I swung myseli off on the bow of
the Thingvalla and scrambled to her deck.
The doomed craft sank gracefally, stern
first, with her bow in the air. Most every-
body was sound asleep, and when she be-

to fill I still could hear groans and
E:grtrending screams coming from below.
Those who reached the deck made frantic
efforts to cut down the boats, but they were
too excited fo_be successful. They finally
grabbed up different pieces of wood and
jumped over the side of the vessel.”

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

Annas Wieliee, a civil engineer of Min-
neapolis, one of the passengers of the Gei-
ser, said : “About 4 o'clock on Thursday
morning I was awakened by a slight shock,
and thinking we hadstruck a wreck I went
on deck, )nst as some one shouted, ‘She is
sinking!" I found we bad been struck cn
the starboard side, about amidships. There
were at that time four or five men working
at the boats. I hada cork jacket, and felt
comparatively safe, so I called to the gx-
ple down atairs, and then watched the boat
sink as she went down, and stuck to her
and was oarried down some gistance. Soon
ll felt myself shooting through the water,

I

climbed on the keel of a small boat floating

upside down, and was finally picked up.”
ANOTHER'S EXPERIENCE.

Dr. Agwein, of Copenhagen, a young
dentist, who was on his way to Philadel-
phia to complete his studies, was among
the Thingvalla’s passengers. He made the
foliowing statement to an Aszociated Press
reporter: ‘‘ The voyage was uneventful un-
til early on Tuesday morning. I had left
my berth, and looking cut saw there was a
dense fog prevailing. ¥ could hear our
steam whistle blowing, but heard no other
signals. It was exactly 4:39' o’clock when
I was hurled to the floor of my stateroom.
There was a terrific crash, and T knew in-
stantly that a collision haé occurred. I
ran to the deck, and found we
had run into the steamship Geiser. As
I reached the deck the Thingvalla drew
out of the rent she had madein the Geiser’s
side. Captain Lamb of the Thingvalla
was in his berth when the accident oc-
curred. He was one of the first to reach
the deck. His arm was broken twe weeks
ago, and lLe was in his berth when the
Thingvalla crashed into the room. The
Thingvalla’s crew did all they could to
rescue the unfortunates, and obeyed orders
promptly. The Thingvalla’s upper deck
was not injured, but her bows were broken
in from a point ten feet below the deck.
The dent was about 27 feet in length
and ran back above and below the
water-line to the collision-bulkhead.
Had it not been for that bulkhead
the Thingvalla would bave gone
down like a shot. Captain Lamb, first
officer Petersen and third officer Jorgensen
were on the Thingvalla's bridge at the
time. I afterward learned that Captain
Moller of the Geiser had gone to bed, and
left first officer Brown in command of the
vessel. Brown wes lost. Life-boats were
promptly launched from the Taingvaila,
and tlre work of rescue began. Some of
the Geiser's passengers and crew had
reached their boats, but most of them were
picked up from chicken-coops, camp-stools
and anything else that would suit. The
survivors had to hurry, as the Geiser went
down stern-first in about five minutes af e-
the crash.

LIST OF THOSE LOST,

The following is the best list of the lost
which could be obtained to-night. It is
made up by striking off the names of those
saved from the list of passengers, as stated
in the books of Passenger Agent Jensen.
It will be seen that tbe total number of
names in the list of lost is 78, 6 more than
it should contain, as there were only 86
passengers aboard, and 14 were saved.

right along until March 4th next.

The caucus decided that no adjournment
would take place until the tariff bill was
passed. The tariff bill will be ready to be
reported abont the middle of next week.
