THE SRAPE GROWERS.

THEX UNITE FOR MUTUAL AID |
AND PROTECIION.

Outlook for the Present Vintage—
Remarks of J. H. Wheeler, Jos.
Routier and Others.

The Sacramento Wine Grape Growers’
Association met at Grangers’ Hall at 1 p. M.
Saturday, Dr. W. S. Manlove in the chair.
The attendance was almost double that of
the first meeting, and many vineyardists
from rerzote parts of the county were pres-
ent.

The minutes of the previous meeting
were read and approved.

J. H. Wheeler, Chief Viticultural Officer
of the State, was present, and was called
upon by the Chair to address the assem-
blage.

Mr. Wheeler said he had read an account
of the first meeting, and he had no doubt
but that the placing of the entire crop in
the hands of a Board of Trustees, to dispose
of tothe winerics, was a good plan. In
this manner better prices could be obtained
than where the individual growers came
into market in competition with small lots,
Just such meetings as the Sacramento
growers are holdingare being held through-
out the State. He suggested one way of
obtaining better prices this year, and cer-
tainly in the future, was to reduce the yield
of wine by converting some of the product
into something else. The vineyard:st must
not look after the present alone, but pre-
pare for the future.

IN LIVERMORE VALLEY,

Where he is largely interested in vine-
growing, one-half of the crop is withdrawn
from the wineries. The price of wine is
low all over the United States, and the Cal-
iforria wine-mekers and merchants are
not king as much as growers seem to
thi: They are not getting rich at wine-
making at present prices. He said: 1
came up on the train from San Francisco
to-day with Mr. Kohler, one of the proprie-
tors of the large winnery just east of this
city, He felt very bad over the action you
had taken, and feels disposed to let ‘the
grapes alone. He says he would like to
sell his outfit to you and let the premises
be run on the co-operative plan. The

preduct to-day loaded on cars in San;
Francisco sells for 26 cents per gallon, coop-
erage included, which means 16 cenis per |
gallon net. Grapes this season, owing to
the immense quantities of wine on hand,
are worth but little. The cellars in San
Francisco are so full that they cannot take
any more wine. If 200,000 gallons of mar-
ketable wine was taken into San Francizco i
to-day and cffered for 8 cents a gation they |
could not buy it. Those who are buying
are those who ship in large quantities, and |
they, of course, are those that sell at the !
lowest prices. You must remember that |
otber sections are raising more grapes than |
you are. In Livermore we undertook to |
pledge our growers to i

tation. The vineyardists agreed 1o with-
draw one-half their crop from the wine
market, sell them for table use, dry
them, etc., unless $18 could be realized
then all should go to the winery. If the
vineyardists do not get a cent for the half
they withdraw, then do they come out
zhead, for the entire crop would have
brought less than the half under present |
arrangements. Other sections have with-
drawn from the wine markets and their
crop will be dried. St. Helena, Calistoga
and Santa Clara are drying their crops.
Nearly the entire crop of Fresno county
will be dried. Last season 50 carloads of
dried grapes went East from Fresno and they |
sold on an average of 3} cents per pound !
or $70 per ton, which was equsl to $17
per ton for the green fruit. The market
for dried grapes will be better this seacon.
If necessary, we can

GO TO THE EUROPEAN MARKET.

In France we can get from 3} to 5 cents per
pound and the import duty of half a cent
will stili leave us on an average say $17 a
ton for the green fruit. Itseems to me
that a large proportion under the existing |
circumstances should be dried this season.
If you put up wineries do so with a view to
selling the wine immediately or holding
it over. There is no trouble in dispos-
ing of your muscats at $30 per ton or your
tokays at $30 for table use and raisin mak-

ing.

Mr. Wheeler recommended the grafting
of wine into table grapes.
this same trouble to go over every year.
The wine makers cannot pay us the prices
for the next two years that will pay you
for raising the grapes. We should co-
operste all over the State anpother year so
as to have & limited supply for wine, and
then we would raise the value of the ar-
ticle.” He said he had more faith in the
distillery than in the wine prices at this
time. There was but little trouble and ex-
pense attached to distilling. The largest
sale of brandy made in the State was made
for 35 cents a gallon, which was equal to
$8 per ton for the grapes.

THE SECOND LARGEST VINEYARD

In the State, the Nadeau, in Los Angeles
county, all Mission grapes, sold its entire
crop this season and the use of the distil-
lery thrownin for $9 per ton. All of thelarge
vineyards in the State are going into the
brandy business. Choice grapes sell well
to-day and have always. Cabernet wine
sells for 75 cents in Bordeaux. Two weeks
ago he was offered $11 for Zinfandels and
$31 for Cabernets. Grow the choicest va-
rieties and you will get the best prices.
France is a wine-drinking people. The
people of the United States consume annu-
ally 600,000,000 gallons of beer. Ordinary
wines will hot stand transportation in the
Eastern market. Beer finds a market at
pome, and every town has its brewery.
There is more wine consumed in Califor-
nia than in any portion of the Union. A
gentleman said a few days ago that three
New York houses can take all the grapes
we can dry and they can produce wine suf-
ficient to spoil our Eastern market. If they
can give us $17 a ton they pay a smali
freightage and can undersell us in the
Eastern market. We will then compete in
the market only for fine wines, for the best
qualities cannot be made from dried grapes
or glucose. It will have the effect, how-
ever, of causing the wineries east to make
better wines than they have in the past, for
dried grapes will take the place of substi-
tutes heretofore used, and it will cause our
dealers to handle better fruitand make bet-
ter wine.

DEALERS THEMSELVES ARE TO BLAME

For the present low prices of wine. Ifone
put the article to twenty cents another
would cut under that price to secure the
trade, and this cutting of prices has ruined
the business. Good wines the dealers are
handling at a profit, and prices are held up
according to quality. Don’t look to the
selling of your grapes at good prices this
year and expect to get good ones next
year. The cellars at St. Helena. Sonoma
and Santa Clara are full and cannot be
mearketed at any price. The increased
consumption lastover that of the preceding
year was 2,000,000 gallons, and at that rate
of increase in two years more we will be
able to reaiize fair prices for our crops. We
can make expenses at $15 a ton for grapes
but can make no money at less than $20.
We are in a bad boat and we might as well
face the music. If we could get Congress
to pass a stringent law punishing for the
adalteration of wines the consumption of
the product of our wineries would be
doubfed and trebled. There is a winery in
Toledo that runs the year round and
large quantities of wine are made
without grape juice emtering into their
compeosition. There are bills for the pro-
tection of wine mnow pending before Con-
gress, but they meet with strong opposition
from the makers of the spurious article,
and there is no one in either House to push
them. The wine grape grewers of Contra
Costa and Calistoga have decided to follow
the action of the Livermore vineyardists.

ANGTHER VIEW OF THEE CASE.

Joseph Routier, one of the pioneer vine-
vardists of this section, in reply:ing to the
remarks of Mr, Wheeler, said: *“The gen-
tleman says we must sacrifice half of our
erop, and for what purpose? For the benefit
of those who have amassed colossal fortunes
at our expense., If he comes here as a
friend of the wine grape growers, to give us
such adviee, I then say, God save us from
our friends, If these men who have grown
to be millionaires from the resnit of our
unreguited Jabors have their cellars fall of
wine, I am glad of it. Let them hold it out
of the market for a year, if they want better

prices. Let us make our own wine. What
is the reason California wine has such a

3 R
bad riputation in the East? Itisnot the

fault. of tbe men who raise the grapes;
but it is the fault of the man
who makes them into wine. Drying grapes
and shipping them - t5 the Eastern market
is not a new industry. From what the
gentieman says, I prerume he thinks we
ought to go to Mr. Kohler and oa suppliant
knees say: *Mr. Kohler, och we are so
sorry we met. Please give us $5 a ton for
our grapes. If you, in your goodness of
heart, think you would be robbing yourself
by giving that much, then give us $4. If
you can’t give us that much, why then
take our crop for nothing, but for goodness
sake don’t be offended.” He will find that
the grape-growers of Sacramento county
are made of very different material. Let
us stand together as one man, and, if we
have to go the wall, let us die game. In
speaking of cooperage, Mr. Wheeler says
it costs ten cents. He is entirely mistaken,
for the Sacramento grape-growers are aware
of the fact that it only costs six.”

Abper Burns, of Florin, indorsed the re-
marks of Mr. Routier. He said when Mr.
Kohler came here to locate his winery he
told the growers that he would never give
less than $20 a ton. Ar. Nevis, of the
Eagle Winery, has cleared $200,000 in eight
years. He started in without a cent of
money, and for three years was carried by
the farmers, who charged him no interest,
and now he wants to stab them by offering
$6 a ton for the erticle. It is not over-
production that is ruining the wine trade,
but the adulteration practiced by the man-
afacturers.

Mr. Router—I should like for some one
to show me the man that has purchased
wine for 20, 40, or even 60 cents a gallon.

Mr. Wheeler—In all these meetings there
is a strong ill-feeling against the wine-
meker and also the dealer. I will furnish
any of you gentlemen 200000 gallons of
good, marketable wine at 15 cents a gallon.
The retailer’s price is not gauged by the
price at wholesale. He sells at the same
price rezardless of cost. The cellars are
full and it must be disposed of,

Mr. Routier—What, do we care for the
wine cellars. We are not looking after the
interest of the moneyed aristocrats, but
are seeking to protect our own interest and
the interest of the laboring classes.

Mr. Wheeler—If a wine merchant went
East with 50,000 or 100,000 gallons of wine
he could not sell it. However, it a man
made that much good wine and botiled,
and can start a retail trade in an Eastern
city where he has a reputation or an ac-
quaintance, he can rapidly make a fortune.
With a good article and a good market any
man can make money. There is no end to
the market for good botiled wine.

Mr. Routier—I came from a coun'ry
where the vineyardsare small, the majority
beivg from two to ten acres in extent, and
everyone makes his own wine. Any per-

| son can handle a thousand gallons of wine.

It is as easy to make good wine asitis to
roll off a log. The Frenchman was born
making wine, and, like the German, who
was born brewing beer, they are both
judges of what they manufacture. Mr.
Wheeler, I wounld like to ask you how old
is that wine you say can be bought for fif
teen cents a gailon?

Mr. Wheeler-—It
1887.

Mr. Routier—Then it is only six months
old—not fit to drink, aud you ought to
know it. This talk, which is made by and
in the interest of the wine trast, is all hum-
bug.

Dr. Manlove—We have now made an es-
timate of how many tons we will have.
We can go to the wineries and say: Here
are o many tons of grapes. What will
you give us for them ? We will bring their
answer to this Association, and if it is sat-
isfactory you will haal your grapes to the
winery, get your own weights and coliect
your own money. We will get the offer,
and submit it to you for your adoption or
rejection.

Mr. Kerr—We are merely approximating
our crops. Perhaps some will have more
and others less. Will that make any dif-
ference? Can he reject all or any portion
of our crops on those grounds ?

Dr. Manlove—No, sir. He takes all that
belongs to the Association, as a whole, or
none,

Mr. Kerr—I have been wearing old
clothes long enough, and before I will give
my grapes away I will make them into
wine myseif,

Mr. Welty said the proprietcr of the
Eagle Winery started in with nothing, and
has made a fortune in eight vears. We
should take courage by bis example and go
ahead. He was strongly in favor of a co-
operative winery and thonght sufficient
capital could be raized in Sacramento to
put one ou a paying basis,

Dr. Msanlove—] bave been requested to
state that Rohler & Vonbergen's winery is
for sele if satisfactory terms can be ar-
ranged. I could also state that there is not
a piece of property in the State which is
not for sale if satisfactory terms can be ar-
ranged.

Mr. Rutter, of Florin, said he thought it
about time tbe farmers should comb the
hay seed cut of their hair, knock the bags
out of the knees of their pante, pull down
their vest and have a little dignity about
them. Do rhis and after awhile these wine-
makers will condescend to nod to us. Un-
til we do so we areat their mercy., There
certainly were no winemakers in the
country where originated the old saying
that the farmer was the most independent
vocation. The winemaker is the “boss of
the road.”

Mr. Kerr—Last year I dried a portion of
my crop. The winery was paying $11 per
ton. I dried Mission and Black Prince and
sold them for 3} centsa pound in San Fran-
cisco. This netted me ovar $17 a ton for
my green fruit.

Mr. Wheeler, in referring to some of the
remarks made by Mr. Routier, said:
* While you may not credit me with the
best of motives in the advice I have given,
the experience of the nexi year will bear
me out. Three pounds of ordinary green
grapes, theoreticaily, make a pound of dried
ocnes. Practically, it takes three and a third
pounds. In the grape there is more than
10 per cent. of seed and skin and 25 per
cent. of sugar. Some grapes dry heavier
thar others. Sometimes less than three
tons of Mascats will make one ton of
raisins. The lowest price paid for dried
grapes last season was 31 cents, although in
many instances sgeuts were instructed to
sell for 3 centz if they could not do better.
I hope you will make satisfactory terms
with vour wineries. You wiil have no
trouble in getting from three to three
and a balf cents for your dried grapes.
One vineyardist has already sold this
season’s crop for 3} cents and it will all be
shipped to Montana. Nearly all the Fresno
growers are drving them. When we could
get $18 to $£30 a ton for wine it
would not then pay to dry them uniess 5
or 6 cents per pound could be obtained for

them. A Jarze number of Eastern houses
buy them and place them on the market as
inferior raisins. Some Eastern contractors
are now on the ground and offering 3 cents
for the crop.

Mr. Burns—Do you dry them on the
ground ?

Mr. Wheeler—Dry on the naked ground.
The method of drying in Spain is upon the
ground and in this way the finest raisins
are made. In Spain the ground is quite
dusty, and a better article can be made
here. Sacramento is peculiarly well sit-
uated for raisin making and grape drying
owing to the absence of fogs and heavy
dews during the drying season. The large
bunches should be spread out on the
ground, the loose berries and smaller
bunches in trays, for they will have
to be turned cver. They should be
stemmed and put in flour sacks. A raisin
stemmer can be bought for a few dollars,
with which two men can stem three tons a
day. By drying on the ground no plant is
required. there is no permanent outlay.
They should be laid out in beds. A good
covering in case of rain or heavy dew can
be made by soaking meanila paper in oil.
Eight yards square will dry a ton of fruit.
With this manila paper a large surfaca can
be covered in a few moments. If the
grapes are covered with it every night the
paper keeps them warm all night and they
commence drying with the fitst rays of the
sun; whereas if left exposed the sun must
absorb the dew before the drying process
begins. You have miore weight by drying
on the ground than on scaffolding, for it
dries more evenly. Zinfandels go in sugar
as high as 32 per cent, and they cure very
easily. The more sugar there are in grapes
the more valuable they are. In Fresno the
ground is so full of water that there is less
sugar in the grapes, and consequently they
are of less value than those in this section
for wine or raisin making. Mission Mal-
vasia and table grapes make the best dried
grapes. Dipping the grapes in hot lye
breaks the skin and makes them dry faster.
The solution is made by putting one pound
of concentrated lye into ten galions cof
water,

take a pair of pliers and squeeze the stem
of the bunch of grapes so as to cnt off all
flow of sap. The grapes would then dry
and cure hanging on the vine.
