AGAIN CLOUDED.

Berope’s Star of Peace Said To Be Again
in Deep Shadowa.

BerLIN, August 19th.—The KEmperor's
ire has been excited by the Russian Gov-
=ernment permitting or inciting the press to
raisethe Schleswig-Hoistein question, with
the additional contention that the Czar, as
a representative of the house of Holstein-
Gottorp, claims special rights to support
the claim of Denmark.

The press concurs in regretting the fatil-
ity of the Peterhoff and Copenhagen visits.
It says that within four weeks after the in-
terview between the Czar and Emperor
William the tension of the situation threat-
ens Europe more than ever.
