IMPORTANT MEETING OF WINE-
MAKERS YESTERDAY.

Bad Blocd Along the Mexican
Boundary—Sonoma and Butte
Fairs—Muarder—Etc.

CALIFORNIA WINES,

Important Questions Discussed
‘Wine-makers.

SAN Francisco, August 21si.—A meeting
of the Grape-growers’ and Wine-makers’
Association of California was held this
forenoon in Irving Hall. In the absence of
the President, I. G.de Turk called the
meeting to order.

A communication was read from J. B. J.
Portal i regard to the causes of depreci-
ated prices in California grapes and wines,
and to submit a plan of his own to keep
up values. He said: “Our wines leave the
grower at runinous figures; the honest mer-
chant that sells them pure gets but a small
profit; it is, therefore, the retailer that gets
the fat goose and makes the disaster. He
must make from 200 to 500 per cent. profit,
making the most ordinary beverage a lux-
ury, which, in my opinion, is our first for-
midable enemy. I would propose for your
consideration to double the consumption in
this State first and then go farther East.
This State consumes nearly 3,000,000 gal-
lons annually; East, about 6,000,000 annu-
ally, we produce on an average about 15,-
000,000, makirg our over-production 6,000,-
000 annually, which is too much. Our ho-
tels and restaurants, and boarding-houses
barcly know what our California wine is,
or if they keep any, they keep them at such
figures that ordinary consumers do not use
itat all, who are the very ones that will
make real increase and consumption.
Let a proper committee be selected
and pay them well to canvass San
Francisco. See that all the eating-
houses have good, pure wines; grade them;
sell to them low, with conditions that they
shall retail them at such prices that the
masses can have a half-bottle, ordinary, at
a 25-cent meal, etc. Prove to the hotel-
keeper that wine can be put on the table
cheaper than tea, coffee or chocolate. Let
another committee see that the retailers in
turn do the same, and if they refuse to do
80, open a co-operativestore, and sell native
wines at prices so that the masses can
drink it, and that the grower can have for
himselt something to eat. Of course this
costs money and takes time. We have
both of them. It costs meney to carry on
any enterprise. ’

M. M. Estee objected to the statement
made in Mr. Portal’s letter to the eftect
that 6,000,000 gallons were produced in
this State. He ventured to say that in the
entire State there were not 1,000,000 gallons
of wine under the vintage of 1886.

J. H. Wheeler was of the opinion that
the only way to reduce the over production
was to dry the grapes. This reduction of
the supply would have the effect of raising
prices and by next year everything would
be in a healthy state. As he had heard ob-
jections to the drying process, Mr. Wheeler
said he would like to hear of any other
schemes that might be available.

Mr. Estee related an instance which came
to his notice while in the East vecently. He
went into a dealer’s place, who advertised
California wine for sale. He asked for
some of the wine and was astonished to
see the dealer draw it from a cask. It was
California claret withouta doubt, but of a
miserable weak quality. The dealer in-
formed Mr, Estee that he had no use for
wine that he could not keep on tap. Now,
everybody knows that a good quality of
claret cannot be kept in this manner.
While such wine was sold and in demand,
the better qualities were going to suffer.

A gentleman from Sonoma announced
himself in favor of Mr. Wheeler's idea of
drying grapes to reduce the production.
He said he was sure that asgood wine
could be made from dried grapes as from
fresh ones.

Judge Stanley cof Napa assured the meet-
ing that the cause of the depreciation was
the great guantity of bad wine on the
market. Inthe East it was impossible to
find any gocd California wine. The only
really good California wine to be found
there was sold under foreign labels.

G. de Turk took the liberty {o address
the meeting from the chair on the subject
under discussion. He said that poor wine
was the great stumbling block in‘ this
State, both to the consumer and grower.
But what shail be done to this poor wine?
he asked. Mr. de Turk thought he saw a
solution of the problem. Drying the
grapes was only a temporary relief. His
plan was to gather up all this inferior wine
and distill it into brandy. That which
was unfit for distillation should be turned
into the gutter. In this way an open field
wounld be left for the better qualities of
wines.

Charles Krug. of Napa. moved that a
committee be appointed who shall prepare
an address and a circular to the grape-
growers and wine-makers, embodying a
statement of the difficulties the wine in-
dustries are now laboring under, and ad-
vising them to dry all the over-production
of grapes, distill all inferior wines now in
their possession, and exhorting them to re-
frain from producing inferior qualities of
wine in the future.

The motion was carried unanimously.

Another motion was made and carried,
that the committee be instructed to call a
general meeting of the Association when
they have completed their plans of action,
and submit such plans for the considera-
tion of the Association.

SENSATIONAL OPIUM CONSPIRACY
UNEARTHED.

Harrison and Thurman on Their
Travels—McKinley's Tariff Lec-
ture—Destructive Storms.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION, }

IN THE SOUTH.

McKinley Talks to the Georgians on the
Tariff Question.

ATLANTA (Ga.), August 2lst.—A heavy
rain-storm deterred many people from go-
ing to the Georgia Chautauqua to-day to
hear Hon. William McKinley speak on the
subject of protection. McKinley was in-
troduced by Judge Van Epps. Following
is a synopsis of McKinley's speech :

After acknowledging his thanks to the
Piedmont Society for the courtesy and cor-
diality of the invitation, Mr. McKinley at
once began by quoting from a speech de-
livered by Hon.JJ. Randolph Tucker of Vir-
ginia in the House of Representatives on
May 18, 1878, as follows: “Therefore, as no
higher duty which will bring the required
revenue.” etc. Mr. McKinley said that
this definition of a revenue duty was a fair
and frank one, and heaccepted it. A revenue
tariff, he went on to say, is such a one as
will produce th< largest revenue from the
lowest duty. lowest rate of duty will
encourage imporgsions, diminish home
production and inevitably increse the rev-
enue, It will of necessity check competi-
tion at home, and send our merchants
abroad to buy. It affords no protection—
not even incidental—for the very instant
you discover that such a duty favors the
home producer, that instant you discover
that importations and revenue are checked,
and that our producers are able to control
the home market, or a part of it.
According to that free trade maxim,
** Where protection begins, revenue ends,”
and that the question of revenue is always
controlling. A revenue tariff is inconsist-
ent with prctection. It is intended tfor a
wholly different purpose. It loses its force
and character as a genuine revenue when
it becomes to any extent protective. It hLas
but one object, and it can have but one
effect—that of opening up our markets to
foreign producers, thus impoverishing
home production and enriching our foreign
rivals.

The speaker then referred to England as
being more nearly free trade than any other
naticn, and he then made a statement con- |
cerning that country’s dutiable ariicles. |
Passing on, he said there was another the

 ory of taxation, and it was the one which |

he believed essential to American develop-
ment and national prosperity, though it
was based upon exactly opposite princi-
ple. It permits all articles of foreign pro-
duction—whether of field, factory or mine,
except luxuries only, which we cannot
produce —to  enter our ports free
and unburdened by Custom - house
exactions. The duty is to be imposed upon
the foreign competing product. That is,
the product which, if brought into this
country, would contend with the products
of our own soil, our own labor and our
own factories and in our own markets.
Under this system, if the forei.n producer
would enter onr market with a competing |
product, he must contribute somethiug for
the privilege which be is to enjoy, and this |
something, in the form of duties, goes inio |
the Treasury, furnishes a revenue to the !
Government, and these duties operate to |
protect the joint product of labor and capi- |
tal against like foreign produects. !

A thorough analysis of the protective |
side of the question here followed, in |
which quotations from Demceratic and |
souarces abounded. Tariff |
legislation was followed up from the birth
of the American Republic to the present
time. The industries were paraded with |
words of comment and criticism. He'!

General Harrison’s Journey from Indi-
anapolis to Toledo.

Perv (Ind.), August 21st.—General Har-
rison and party left this morning for To-
ledo. The fiist demonstration of any kind
along the route occurred at Kokomo, fifty-
four miles from Indianapolis, where two
hundred workmen and railroad employes
had congregated, awaiting Harrison’s ar-
rival. They cheered the General and went
to the rear platform and shook hands with
him. The General made no address.

Just before the train arrived at Peru it
stopped at the shops of the Lake Erie and
Western Railway, and 100 or more work-
men, in their apronsand with soiled hands,
ran out to greet the General, who stepped
down in their midst and shook hands dur- |
ing the brief stop.

At 10:30 the train pulled into Peru, where |
a crowd of nearly one thousand greeted the
party. It was with a great deal of difficulty
that the General made his way to the wait-
ing-room cf the depot, where he received
the people. The party were compelled to
wait here nearly an hour and a half, and
after shaking hands all around. General
Harrison sought the retirement of the
railroad offices.

AT TOLEDO.

Torepo, August 21st.—General Harrison
and party reached Toledo at4:30 . M. They
were received by a local committee of re-
ception and escorted to carriages. Two
hundred veterans of the late war saluted
and cheered as the General passed. The
party moved through the principal streets
to the residence of Mr. Cammicgs, whose
guest the candidate and his wife will he.

A reception by General Harrison was
held at eight o'clock this evening, and was
attended by large nuwmbers. Governor
Foster was the speaker. Local clubs in
uniform and bearing torches. numbering
600 in all, escorted the General to the
meeting. Chairman Brown of the local
committee introduced General Harrison,
who then msade a lengthy speech, which
was enthusiastically received.

WHEELING, August 21st.—A storm, which

Wheeling creek, in the narrow valley east
of Wheeling, is a foot bigher than ever |

the river.

At 3:40 a piece of the A. B. and O. wood-
en bridge struck the B. and O. bridge at
Main and Sixteenth streets, which was de-
stroyed in July and rebuilt, and it was car-
ried away with the rapidity of a cannon-
ball.

The stone bridge, 140 feet long, over
Wheeling creek at Main street, fell with an
awful crash. Over a thousand people had
been on the bridge watching the rushing
water but were warned in time to escape.
The water, gas and natural-gas mains,
sewers, lelegraph and telephone wires,
electric light and street car power conduct-
ors were carried down. The losses will
reach $250,000.

DESTRUCTION ALONG THE GULF.
