OPENING IN THIS CITY ONE WELK
FROM MONDAY.

New Features—Wild Indians—Prep- |
arations at the Park and
Pavilion.

The California State Fair opens in this
city on the 3d of September and closes on
the 15th. It is held under the auspices of
the State Agricultural Society, and in its
importance to the agriculturist, the horti-
culturist and the stock raiser, is equal to
any similar State institution held in the
United States. California is a big State,
has hig produoets, the finest live stock
in the country, the fastest racers in
the world, and everything in con-
nection with her State fair is done on
abig scale. She offers the biggest prem-
iums, hangs up the biggest vurses and has
the biggest pavilion west of the Mississippi.
A writer to an Eastern journal some time

since, in speaking of the western slope, es-
pecially of California, referred to every-
thing as the ** biggest,” not excepting the
ciimate. The farmers in California, the
rchardists and the stock-raisers, have so
far been able to produce samples that can-
not be equaled elsewhere in the world, and
this is a pardonable pride.
The reports of the size of California
products were received in the East with
many grains of allowance until within the
past two years the placing of her fruits on
the Eastern markeis have fally convinced
that people that this is the home of the
vine, the country that produces the largest
and miost luscious fruits, and whose climate
is equal to that of the Paradise of fiction.
Last season the California State Fair was
visited by many hundreds of Eastern tour-
ists, who expressed much surprise at the
{ California products on exhibition. It is
said that several excursions will stay over
one day during the coming fair in order 10
give the passengers an opportunity to in-
spect for themselves.
Yesterday a reporter visited Agricultural
Park, and found scores of carpenters and
others preparin: for the coming fair. The
grounds have been thoroughly renovated,
the track put in superb condition, and the
grand and special stands repainted. The
| society has in the past two monihs ex-
pended over $10,000 in improvements and
repairs at the race-track, and it never
looked so well nor offered so many con-
veniences as at present.
In speaking of the accommodations at
the Park, Secretary Smith said: * We
have 305 box and 100 open stalls for horses.
Over 490 cattle stalls, and our saccommoda-
tion for sheep, swine and poultry is double
that of last season. Nearly all the stable
room has been secured, and by the middle
of next week we will not have a stall left.”
The races have been filied, and from the
character of the entries there is not a ques-
tion of doubt but that the racing events,
will be equal to anything in the past, and
that there will be a clipping of records all
along the line.
The Pavilion yesterday presented a busy
scene. The decorators were at work hang-
ing banners and decorations throughout the i
immense building, and the sound of the |
bammer and saw of half a hundred car- !
penters, who were putting up the largest
end most elaborate exhibits, reminded one
of an immense workshop.. The frame-
work of some of the exhibits are already in
positien, and the chalk lines on the floors |
down-stairs and in the gallery indicate that |
nearly all the available space in that im-
mense amphitheater is taken. One exhibit |
that is under course of coustruction will
alone cost hundreds of dollars and others
equally as elaborate in detail will be erected
during the coming week. Fifteen counties
will be represented on a large scale. Each
exhibit will be equal in extent to an ordi-
nary county fair, and in their aggregation
will make the grandest horticultural and
agricultural display ever seen upon the con-
tinent. They will take up about three-
fourths of the entire first floor, and each
one will be superintended by a committee
sent here for that purpose by the county
represented.
The art gallery, which will be in charge
of the well-known artist, Norton Bush,
from the character of artists who propose
making extensive exhibits, will be very
fine.
The management proposes many new
and novel features. One is a baseball con-
test between a local nine and an Indian
nine. This will be given on Admission
Day in honor of the Native Sons of the
Golden West. The Indians are said to be
expert ‘“‘ball-tqssers.”” They are brought
over 300 miles, and it is expected that they
will furnish rare amusement. They are
also experts at football, and they challenge
the State for a contest at the latter ganie.
This same band of braves will also givea
war-dance one evening at the Pavilion.
They will be dressed in war-paint and
feathers, and keep time to their chanting
song by the snapping of bamboo sticks and
the beating of the tom-tom., They will be
accompanied by their prophets and medi- |
cine men, and will not be the least among
the interesting features of the fair.

HOKEY-POKEY.

Officer Green Distinguishes Himselt and
Captures a Game.

Last evening officer Green, the latest ad-
dition to the police force, succeeding in get-
ting into a hokey-pokey game and arresting
the dealer, much to the gratification of Chief
Lee, who has been trying for some time to
get evidence against the gamblers. The
plan was well laid, and was executed by
the new officer in the most skillful manner.

Early in the evening the Chief called Green
into his office and told him that he wanted
him to disguise himself, take with hi_m
special officer Martin Brady, and gather in
some of the hokey-pokey dealers. Not an-
other person was let into the secret of the
contemplated raid, not even the other offi-
cers on the force.

Green dressed himself up in his old roll-
ing-mills clothes, and in company with
Brady first wisited the game which was
going on at the Lafayeite saloon, on K
street, between Third and Fourth. When
Le entered and asked for some checks the
dealer eyed him closely, and suspecting all
was not right refused to give him any, and
he swagzered out, saying that he could find
some other place to play. Of course he
had seen enough to know that a game was
being played in violation of the law, but
under the decision of Judge Van Fleetiu a
case tried some time azo, it was necessary
to get evidence that t"1e dealer was getling
a percentage of the money,and that it was
not a game for the drinks.

The next place visited was at the north-
east corner of Sixth and K streets, where
the officer found a game conducted by H.
A. Bell. He took a dollar's worth of chips,
played and lost until be had seen the dealer
gather in the percentages on the bets. He
was all the time feigning intoxication and
wanted to know of the dealer how long a
man had to play before he got a drink.
Bell replied that when he had $3 he would
treat. Green then threw back his coat, ex-
hibited his star, placed Bell under arrest
and conducted him to the station-house.
When he reached there his disguise was so
perfect that officer Rowland, seeing Brady

Chief Lee feels sure that he has evidence
enough this time to secure Bell’s convie-
tion and get a different decision from the
Superior Court.

A PROPOSED RAILWAY.

Amador Citizens Appeal to the Sacra-
mento Board of Trade.

The following communication has been
received from a well-known citizen of Sat-
ter Creek :

“The growing population of the various
towns, Jackson, Sutter Creek, Amador City,
Drytown and Plymouth, along the mineral
belt ot Amador county, is thought by many
residents to be of sufficient importance to
be placed in imwediate railway comniuni-
cation with the positive commercial centers

| of the State.

“This view before the people, they have
already held public meetings at Jackson
and Sutter Creek, and appointed commit-
tees to act in union with like committees
to be selected at public meetings to be called
at Amador City, Drytown and Plymouth.

“Amador excelsin its mineral wealih,
rich quariz mines, extensive deposits of
coal. Banks of clay, veins of copper, bod-
ies of iron ore, quarries of marble, slate
and granite, its horticultural and agricul-
tural resources, its irrigation facilities, all
furnishing withont doubt a very promis-
ing future for Amador county, which will,
if properly investigated, show to the rail-
road engineer a country unbounded in its
natural advantages, susceptible to great ad-
vance, be it once opened out, and one well
deserving a railroad franchise.

* By extending a railroad from Brighton
to the Cosumnes river, following up the
river to such point deemed advisable, to
run off across the country to the town of
Piymoutb, thence southerly through or
near the different towns to Jackson, would
not only take and command the business
of Amador county, but gamn the business
and open out the fertile valley and country
adjoining the Cosumnes river. Well might
Sacramento become interested in this pro-
ject. Let their business men call their
Board of Trade and debate this subject, for
once this scheme is perfected the business
of the mineral belt would necessarily fall
into their hands, where now they have
other points to compete with on account of
the fact that all merchandise can be had at
a greater distance in less time. In fact so
many are the inducements for a railroad to
this part of the country that the public
meetings will be continuned until their
efforts are crowned with success and the
iron horse steams his way into our several
communities.”

A GENEROUS PROPOSITION.

Sacramento Will Not Compete Against
Other Counties. 3

Erskine Greer, George C. McMullen and
L. H. Fassett, the committee in charge of
the Sacramento county exhibit for the
State Fair, held a meeting yesterday and
resolved upon a new policy, which it is be-
lieved will meet with the entire approval
of the people of Sacramento county. Here-
tofore Sacramento has exhibited at the

State Fair at a great advantage over other
compe!ing counties. For instance, as Sac-
ramento does not have to pack her goods,
they can be a week fresher, and because of
the contiguity of the Pavilion to the
county their exhibit can be much large-.
These facts have created a fear, not
wholly unpjustifiable, that other counties
have viewed Sacramento competition
as unfair to them. The committee, there-
fore, resolved yesterday that Sacramento
county would not this year compete, but
they also resolved that they would exhibit
with just as much earnestness, and the
intention to makeaslarge a display. They
say they are sure that they will have a finer
and more varied exhibit this year (han ever
before.

While they will not compete for any
money to be divided among the counties,
they wish it understood that the individual
exhibitors have the right to enter their in-
dividual exhibits for catalogue preminms
the same as exhibitors from any other
county. They believe thatin taking this
step they are supported by the best judg-
ment of the city and county, and their
action will greatly encourage other counties
to exhibit, and thus redound to the best
interests of the State and State Fair. This
will leave several hundred dollars more to
be divided among the other counties.
