I immediately telegraphed to
Captain Muller to fee that the property was
properly protected.

1 immediately notified him that the brigade
iommander was supplied for an emergency ot
that kind, aud also notified (leneral Budd to
same effect it was not necessary for you to ask
this office to order guards on the armory, tverv
oliicer who has in his charge public property is
lesponsilile for the safely of it, and ifhe has
any reason to suspect there is danger of itbeing
taken or destroyed or damaged, he should at
once see that it is properly protected. (See Bec-a
tiou is;: Political Code j colonel Boruck was
informed nearly a week hefore your telegram
was scut, by letter, that the arms liad been taken
i'rom the a-niory.
