John Smith. The defendant was charged
wild the crime of luisdeomnor in carrying
on the bnsices— of lishiog without lirst
obtaining a license. He attacked tbe con-
btilutiona'.itv of the Act le'.'ying the license,
and clainieil tbat the public bas a right to
risli in the navigable waters of the State,
wherein the tide ebbs and flows, wbich
cannot be constitutionally taxed liy the
I.' \u25a0--islature.

The Conrt held that the Act was con-
siiiutional, aud that the right to fish is sub-

legislative regulations, and that it is
witbin tbe province of a State to legislate

ni. and to regulate and control the rights of

jplo iv its fishery and game interests,
tbat thereby the -*ood of the whole State
may be subserved. If tbe State had this
powei it certainly followed tbat in could
impose a license tax ou ibe vocation oftbe
lisherman lhe same as on any other trade
ur vocation.

NEIGHBORING COLONIES.

Success of Highland Park, Oak lark,
New Karaooa aad Orange Vale.

One of the favorite modes of settling up
Southern California has been that of the
colony scheme. To cut up large holdings

into small farms and building lots has
enabled many a person of limited means
to secure a good home. While tbis scheme,
as it may be called, was carried to extremes
in tLe south, especially the laying out of
town lots for seventy miles along the bar-
ren coast and cutting up sandy wastes into
prospective cities on paper, still the most
of them were ligitimate speculations. The
real estate boomer sometimes " got in his
work," the inflation of values was aston-
ishing and prices were paid for land that
never aeain can be realized. While the
south had the call on the real estate boom,
the Eastern investors Hocked there, and the
result was tbat millions of Eastern capital
found investment in the home of the
orange. Los Angeles and San Diego grew
apace, hamlets sprang into villages and
villages into cities. There is an end to all
things in this life, and tbe southern
bubble seems to have been pricked. North-
ern California rejoices in the prosperity
of her southern neighbor. While the
Eastern immigrant was passing by hun-

i dreds through our fertile valleys, over our
well-wooded plains, down our mountain

| slopes covered with forests of the linest
timber, through which meander thousands
of streams of pure, clear water from the
everlasting snows of the Sierras, we asked
them to tarry with us a while or at least to
stop over on their way back. For this our
southern neighbor chided us. When we
said our climate was equal to theirs, our
soil as productive, tbat we could raise
oranges here earlier and better, that we
could sell more and better land for less
money than they could, they accused us of
lying about them. Tbese sectional bicker-
ings are all of the past, and it is to be
hoped there will be in the future the best
of ieeUiig existing between the people of
both sections. They can afford to live to-
gether as one happy family, for they oc-
cupy both ends aud the middle of the
only Paradise on earth.

6k real cokmy schemes have beeu started
in Northern California, all of Ihem good
investments, and so far as can be learned
all have heen successful. One of the lirst
to commence that business in tbis section
was Francis D. Myers, who "purchased a
tract of land southeast aud adjoining tbe
city. It is just outside the city limits. He
had it surveyed 08 into 342 building lots.
He opened up streets and avenues, graded
and sprinkled tbem, planted shade trees on
their sides, and poon had it in a most in-
viting :-hape. A y ar has scarcely rolled
around and the lots are all sold, but about
40, and 17 of those have been withdrawn
from sale. Where was a grain field twelve
months ago is to-day Highland Park addi-
tion to liis city. Fifteen families are liv-
ing upon the tract, and before another
year rolls around it will be entirely
built tip. Mr. Meyers connected tbe park
wilh the.'.ity by a street railway line, and
the laboaer can ride to or from his work at
the railroad shops, three miles distance, for
1". ;e CMits. Mr. Meyers is a public-spirited
mail. He sold many lots and erected
houses thereon and is taking bis pay in
monthly installments of say from $25 to
$30. In this way the occupant ia merely
paying rent, a»id in tbe course of a few
years the property is paid for and be has a
home of bis own. Mr. Meyers deeded a
school-house site to the county and a
school district has been formed with thirty-
five census children and a school-house
yqu.- that will cost $1,100. This is a very
fair showing fof IllH eiileipii»ei>r one in"
dividual in so short a time.

A short distance to tbe east of Highland
Park is the Oak Park Tract. Near Brighton
Station is New Romona Colony. Opposite
Folsom, on the north bank of the Ameri-
can, is Orange Vale Colony. All are owned
and managed by Sacramento capital and
all arelgood investments. Each one ol
these ijicts will be written up in iht
Rn • :il'Monin a few days.

CROCUS CULTURE.
"some GouO rolnts for Anna—iur Garden-

ers to Mote.
The following communication wilibe of

interest to a great many readers who take
pride in beautifying tbe surroundings of
their homes by cultivating flowers. Many
fail in their endeavors from lack ofknowl-
edge of the requirements of plants, am
willbe glad to receive reliable informatio
on the subject:

Kirs. Kecoko-I'kiok : Ihave been askei
so often within the last few weeks b
parties visiting tbe Bell Conservatory
" When is the proper time to plan
crocus bulbs '.'" that I thought it might be
for the benefit of many of your readers ant
our patrons to write a paper on the subjec
'' There is nothing succeeds like success," i
an old yet true saying. On tbe other bane
there is nothing fails like failure. Ifpeopl
knew more about when to sow seeds am
plant bulbs, when to give and when to
withhold water, much more pleasure and
profit would be gained by amateur gar-
dening. From the month of October to
February is the best time to plant crocus,
ami in tact all small [loweringbulbs, such as
hyacinths, tulips, narcissus, jonquils, etc.
To keep up a succession throunhout the
winter and spring, it is bet to plant a few
every month from the timej Mated above.
Intending purchasers ought to send in their
orders at once to the seeds and nurserymen.

Tbis willhelp to facilitate the forward-
ing ofpackets in time to allow the buyers
to plant early if required and give time to
look over their purchase. Moreover,
orders sent in early are tilled early, and
generally witb the" best stock. People
blame nurserymen for delaying sending on I
orders, all forgetful ot the fact that hun-
dreds vi others have sent in orders about
the same time. Always orderearly, is my
advice to all who would wish to have their
stock on hand early.

Parties whs keep their eld bulbs should
liftand divide them up every two years or
so. Old bulbs ( or conns, as they are scien- •

ttfically called) alter flowering die; but one
or more young bulbs appear either at the
top or lides of the decaying parents.
Tbese shjmld be lifted once in every two
years tbtf smaller oues planted by them-
selves atul the larger ones bandied in the j
same manner. These should be planted
from foi» to six inches, uuder the surface
and iron}three to four inches apart. Any
com mom garden soil will suffice. If line
flowers ire more of a consideration than
reonomy. it is more satisfactory to get new
bulbs etery year, as most of the small
(lowering bulbs are imported from Hol-
land. ™c climate and soil there is more i
30ngeni*fl for the full development of the
bulbs. Any soil may flower the bulbs, but
it is only certain soils that can develop
(hem. Even the English nurserymen have
io get tieir bulbs from Holland. Snails
[or as gardeners call tbem, "slugs") are
very partial to the crocus and often ruin i
wbple fetches of them. When the slug J
uppearsjwater the grounds with lime water.
Itwill (ill the snail, hut wiii not damaec !
the bafts, unless it is very ihick and I
strong.j Sometimes tbe bulbs are attacked
by a disease much like a fungus, Tbe
bulb gets soft and starchy. All tbat can be
done with this is to pick out tbe soft bulbs
as soonjßS noticed, before the healthy ones
catch tie infection. For pot culture tal"e
live-incli pots, ifany. or light boxes will
do as Veil if parties do not wish to buy
pots, fillthe live-inch pots (this size is
deep enough) to within two inches of the
rim. But before putting in the soil put in
some broken pots or pebbles over the drain 1
hole its" the pot (ifboxes, make some boles
in tha? box and do as directed with the
poist, _y about and inch or more, as noth-
ing spoils plants of any kind quicker tban
poor;drainage. Once the drainage in till
tbe npt to within two inches of the top.
Plate the bulbs say four or five, three or
four found the sides and one in the center.
This"- done, cover the bulbs, pressing the
soil Brm upon the bulbs (not too hard, but
firm), so that the bulbs may be at least
two Inches covered with soil. Leave about
a htlf inch or so for water. Place the pots
any .here out of the wuy and cover them
oveiiwith about six inches of soil or ashes
or said. This keeps the bulbs from rising
out of tbe pot as they mnke root. When
the plants have made their roots they will
beg Jto shoot upwards. Lock al the pot
aboat four weeks or so after covering.
Sons shoot up earlier than others. The
soil Will have to be taken off and the plants
brought to light. All the water the bulbs
wilprequire from the time they are potted
until they begin to shoot up is one good
wa"*ring after potting.

C<ocuses do not require very much water I
although they will grow like hyacicth in
bottjes or glasses. One great mistake most
amateurs make in their treatment of plants
in pots is this : They give what gardeners
call a surface watering. That is, damp or
wet the top while the lower part cf the
soil may be quite dry. Again they will
haft' tbe plant continually wet. It is good
forfa plant to get dry once in a while, it
be ps to sweeten tbe soil, just as it is good
for:a person lo get hungry; it helps to

sweeten tbe food. When a plant gets dry
in a pot the best way to water it is this:
Tak:' the pot and hold it in a bucket of
wt—er for a lew moments; see that the rim

•\u25a0red. When the crocus in pots come
into Hower shaje them a little from the
sun and they will last much longer.

Vaiieties —There are so many kinds of
crocus in cultivation, and so many ofthem
good that it would be out of place in tbis
paper to begin to name tbem. Ifthere is

LECTURE ON INDIA.
The Beceptlon Tendered B"»hop Bowman

Last Evenin..
The reception tendered last evening at

the Sixth-street Methodist Church to IJishop
Bowman,by the Methodists ofSacnrjnente. j
was largely attended. The Bishop, upon
being introduced, said it was his inteiHion I
to give a lecture npon Jndia, but ice!—**;I
Bomewhat indisposed he would only ar-
tempt a few brief remarks concerning
some of the characteristics of that wonder-
ful people of which we know so little.
India, he said, is about one half as large as
the United States without Alaska, and ye:
she sustains a population of about 250,000.-
--000 of people. The ground in many lo-
calities ia unfit for husbandry, while in
other places it is susceptible of the highest
cultivation, and produces abundantly. Tbe
soil, which has already been farmed fox
twenty-five hundred years, seems io have
lost none of its virtue. It is still rich, no
fertilizer being used to maintain its
producing qualities. The speaker said
that that which we used to enrich the
soil, in India is consumed for fuel.
The smoke stttles on tbe ground, and per-
haps from that source the earth derived its
nourishment. There are some live or six
diifereut kinds of people in India, some of
them resembling our American Indians.
They have a number of religious, the prin-
cipal one being the Buddhist. The Metho-
dist denomination, he said, bad accom- 1
plisbed a great work among that people.
and he believed thai Ihe time was uot far
distant when the people would forsake
their pagan forms of worship and bow to
the cross of Christ.

In speaking of the architecture he said
some of itsurpassed anything in the known
world. The Taj Makaf tonib, in the city of
Agra, ou the banks of Jumna, in richness of
workmanship has no equal. The base is
about two hundred and lifty feet long by
about two hundred feet wide. In tbe
center stands Ihe tomb, wilh a lower two
hundred and fiftyfeet high, while on one
corner is erected a temple, and on tbe other
a theater. These structures, which were
erected in memory of one of tbe Queens of
India, are estimated to have cost $100,000,000.
Twenty thousand men were employed
twenty years in their construction.
At the conclusion of the address refresh-

ments were served. During tbe evening
Miss Needham and Mies Carley sang several
selections. Bishop Bowman is a well pre-
served man for his years, an eloquent
talker and a person who commands tbe
earnest attention of bis hearers. He will
leave to-day for Oakland.

VISITING OFFICIAL.
Consul Lecca and lhe Negotiation* Willi

Italy for Art Work*.
The Directory ol the California Museum

Association some days ago extended an in-
vitation to Signer Jules Lecca, Vice-Consul
for Italy at the port of Sau Francisco and i

acting Consul, to visit Sacramento wilh a
view to a consultation concerning negotia-
tions on loot between the Directory and
tbe Italian Government, through the
American Minister at Koine, with regard
to certain pioposed exchanges ofAmerican
inventions for certain works of art in
sculpture. In that negotiation Charles A.
Doheriy, the accomplished Secretary ofthe
American Legation at Kome, has been
active, and has rendered the Association
service that is highly appreciated. Prior to
sending on further papers in the matter, it
was desired to have the Italian Consul well
informed concerning the proposition in
band. Accordingly Signor Lecca, accom-
panied by Mr. Cassonova of San Francisco,
came to the city Tuesday night. Yesterday
the Directory received the t«o gentlemen,
who were part of the time escorted by
Captaiu de Gauo, at the Art Gallery. After
lunch lhe entire party called upon Gov-
ernor Waterman, who gives tbe Directory
his aid in their negotiations. Subsequently
President Green escorted the two visitors
to prominent places ofiuttrest in the city.
In the evening tbe Consul and Mr. Casso-
nova. Mayor Gregory and Ihe Directory ac-
cepted the hospitalities of(iovernor Newton
Booth- a member ol the Board —where the
business of the visitation was thoroughly
talked over, and in encouraging spirit.

D. Lubin in his recent visit to Italy, aud
while conceded to be one of difficulty, is
engaged in with the earnest hojie of ulti-
mate accomplishment.
