 THE LOST CHESTER.

INCIDENTS CF THE GOLDEN GATE
STEAMSHIP HORROR.

Graphic Descriptions of the Collis-
ion—A Mongol's Brave Act—
Deeds of Heroism.

The following scenes and incidents of
the terrible colligion in the Golden Gate on
Wednesday are taken from the Call and
Chronicle of Sen Francisco. Many pathetic
scenes are graphically depicted, and others
of individual heroism. The calamity was
indeed the most shocking that has occurred
on the coast in many years:

GRAPIC DESCRIPTION.

A Blending of the Commonglace With
the Pathetic.

A gentleman, one of the passengers on
the Oceanic, writes the following vivid de-
scription of the terrible scene which en-
sued on the collision. His name, at his
request, is not mentioned:

“The Oceanic was steaming slowly along
when a shock, sudden, but by no means se-
vere, was felt by those below; it was as
though she was rasping herself against
some inconsiderable object—a sensation
much the same as that experienced when a
ship goes alongside a wharf or hulk, with
fend-offs down. Rushing on deck the
scene before the observer was stirring and
horrible—one never to be forgotten. A
steamer athwart our bows, evidently set-
itling down even to unpracticed eyes; boats
being lowered from the doomed ship so
hastily and recklessly that capsize seemed
irevitable ; men and women rushing over
thebows, looking back with dread anlicipa-
tion of the fate awaiting those they had
left bebind.

*'On the deck of the sinking ship were
men and women moving aimlessly about,
their faces calm and expressionless, a blue-
livid coloring the only indiecation of the
horror with which they were filled. The
bows sank lower and lower, and the stem
shortly stood erect. Hardly had a launched
boat fell clear when, with a great plunge
and a bissitg groan, the City of Chester
srok from our view, not more than five
minutes, orobably, from the time she was
struck,

“Then followed a scene exceeding in
ghastiiness anything that imaginative real-
ism could approach; planks and wreckage
shooting up to the service, with here and
there a struggling human form among
them; women standing stunned and dazed,
looking wildly and beseechingly round for
{riends, who, but five minates before, were
standing by them on the deck of the now
sunken ship.

** The boats came alongside with the res-
cued; hurry and excitement ensued; efforts
to hoist up those nearly lifeless with ex-
haustion; shouts to get the women on board
first; an apparently lifeless body from a
small fishing-boat among the rest. Pain-
ful was the position of the many spectators,
who, thinking only eof how they could
render assistance, were foreed to stand idly

y.

*The arrival of those who had come off
unscathed lent a yet more terrible aspect to
the sceneas they shook hands, and laughed,
and jcoarsely jested, with the relish of ordi-
pary existence, natural and unblamable in
them, under the nervous excitement of the
moment, but inexpressibly ghastly to a
spectator, with signs of anguish and
brute suffering as were eisewhere apparent
around him.

“Throughout, the blending of the coarsely
commonplace with the pathetic was what
constituted the chief horror of the catas-
trophe—horror which the realism of a Zola
could hardly approach, orthe pen of a
Dickens fully describe.

“1It is pleasanter to dwell upon what
followed. Assistance is restoring the
numbed and apparently lifeless was given
unstintedly, and, with one painful excep-
tion, the efforts made were successful.
Faces. coarse in themselves, appeared so no
longer when bending anxiously over those
suffering forms; natures, probably uninter-
esting in every-day life, displayed their
best and brightest sides. There was one
tending a little insensible child; anxious
and distraught toough she was about some
missing friends, shc threw herself with all
her might into working where work was
needed. Those who were in terror for the
fate of their missing ones (and tliere were
many such), were being soothed with the
best of sympathy—that which is real and
unaffected.

“ The disaster will never be forgotlen by
those who witnessed it, but some unot alto-
gether unpleasant recoilections may be
associated for them with it nevertheless.
Let us hope that they may succeed in for-
getting the scene in its more puinful as-
pect, and think only of it as of ap occasion
when they saw something of what is best
in our common nature; something of what,
whenever and wherever it may be lone, is
always true and lovely and of good re-
port.”

SICKENING SIGHTS.

A TYTassenger's Vivid Description of the
Catastrophe.

Many gentlemen and ladies, among the
Oceanic’s passengers, despite the fog, which
rendered the deck of the vessel the reverse
or agreeable, were out endeavoring to dis-
cern the outlines of the bey. Among others
was Mr. W. Wood, son of the well-known
stock-broker. Mr. Wood gave a yivid ac-
count of the catastrophe, whichh he had a
very good opportunity of seeing.

“I was standing on the hurricane deck,”
he said, “ander the starboard corner of the
bridge, and while looking ahead heard the
whistling of a vessel two points off our
starboard bow. The whistling was heard
at the same time by the Captain and the
pilot on the bridge above me, and I heard
distinctly an order given to whistle twice.
We appeared to be going very slowly,
though there was a very strong flood tide in
our favor. The fog was not too thick to
render the outlines of Lime and Fort Point
undic:rnible. The Oceanic whistled
twice, as I said,and shifted ber course a few

oints port toward the Saucelito shore.
}I)‘wo whistles came from the City of Chester,
apparently in answer to our signals, and
everything appeared all rrigcht, when sud-
denly the approaching steamer loomed up
out of the fog, and, strange to say, she ap-
peared to be coming directly toward us.

“Iostead of heading starboard she was
being steered as though her Captain in-
tended passing us on the port side. Our
whistle was again sounded twice. The
Chester answered, but the collision was
then unavoidable. Into her we crashed
with irrisistible force, catting her just as
though she was a cheese, Her deck at the
tisne was black with passengers, who ap-
peared as they drew closer to us in a state
of terrible excitement. Some rushed to and
fro; others threw their arms up, shouted
and cried out; others, apparantly, hardly
grasped the dabger and stared around
quietiy.

*“Then when our boat struck them, the
people—men, women and children—com-
menced streaming over our bow as quickly
as they could. The scene for a few mo-
wents was one of utter confusion. It was
impossible to understand or to realize what
was occurring. Then those who were
watching saw the City of Chester was
slowly sinking, and, as she gradually went
down, the scene became terrible and tragic.
People scrambled up ropes, others endeav-
ored to catch hold of the sharp bows of the
Oceanic. Mothers, haviog lost their child-
ren, Lurried to and fro, anxiously looking
for them. Husbands, separated from their
wives, hung acxiously over the sides, en-
deavering to discern if the faces of those
still on the deck of the fated steamer were
those of their dear ones.

“When at last she sank beneath the
waters, with the men and women on her
deck, the sight was sickening. After the
explosion the surface of the water was
covered with wreckage. and here and there
we could discern heads floating. Our boats
were in the water 2 few minutes after the
collision aud the crews did splendid work
in picking up the survivors. 8o far as the
event appeared to me,” concluded Mr.
Wood, “ 1 don't see what the Oceanic could
have done other than what she did.”

Mr. Wood bhas been enjoying a tour
through Japan, having been away fiom
San Francisco about three months.

A MOTHER’S GRIEF,

Brave Rescue by Charles fpratt ot One
of Two Children.

Charles Spratt, # seaman on the City of
Chester, had, perhaps, the most romantic
escape from being drowned. He did not
desert the steamer until she was sinking,
having assisted a number of lady passen-
gers to reach the Oceanic. He jumped
into one of the small boats, and individ-
ually was engaged in picking up those who
jumiped into the water. He rescued six
peisons, two of whoin were ladies, and
placed them cn the Oceanic. From cold
and exhanstion he was unable to proceed
further with his laudable work, and was
finally compelled to board the Oceanic for
his safety.

——

{ As he viewed tbe wreckage from the
upper deck of the China steamer s woman
crying hysterically and holding on to the
rail of the deck as if to prevent herself
from jumping into the water attracted his
attention. Her meaning was apparent, for
struggling in the water was her 7-year-old
daughter, vainly eadeavoring to conquer
the cruel waves.

In an instant Spratt was upon the rail,
and with one leap he dived inio the water.
He reached the little girl justas she had
come to the surface for the last time. He
glaced her in his srms and floated on his

ack to the steamer. The pair were then
taken on deck and the child restored to her
grateful parent. The girl's mother, on be
heldizg that Spratt had saved her daughter's
life, fell on her knees and passionately
kissed the hand of the gladdened ssilor.

The little girl was then taken to the
kitchen and restored to consciousness. Her
less fortunate sister, who was only 5 years
of age, fell a victim 1o the relentless waves.
Spratt does not know how the children 2ot
overboard, but he is' of the opinion that
they, with their mother, jamped into the
water when the steawmers first struck, The
mother was picked up by one of the small
boats,

A NOBLE DOG.

Efforts ¢f an Irish Setter to Save & Child’s

s Life.

There were three dogs—a splendid New-
foundland, a fine setter and 2 pug—tied up
on deck, bezide a handsome setter that be-
longed to Mr. Debney, the purser. The
first three went down with the vessel. In
the panic on the part of the passengers and
the anxiety on the part of the officers to
save human life, the poor animals were
forgotten, and their last melancholy wail
mingled with the noise of the surging
waters as they closed forever over the City
of Chester. The purser’s dog fared less ig-
nobly. While the ship was settling down
in the water and horror tilled ever breast,
the intelligent animal seemed to take in
the situation, and leaping on the rail with
a defiant bark it sprang into the seething
waters, If the story told by passengers on
the Oceanic who witnessed the animal’s ef-
forts be true, the instinct of self-preserva-
tion yielded to its ncbler instinct for saving
human life. It swam directly for a child
that was struggling in the water, and seiz-
ing it by the ciothing endeavored to bear it
up, and looked around for some person to
assist it in its humane act. The face of the

BRAVE MATE MW CALLUM,

He Saves S.veral Lives and Has a Nar-
row Hscape.

All of the seamen of the Chester were
loud in their praise of the action of the first
mate, Charles McCallum. He took charge
of a number of the crew and manned the
first lifeboat launched, and it was not until
they saw his boat launched and riding
saiely that the others made any attempt to
go to the rescue of the people struggling in
the water. He and his crew succeeded in
saving quite a number, and when they
could do no more, McCullum returned to
the deck of the Chester and went Jown
with her. He arose to the surface, amid
the debris, and struck out for clear water,
where he was picked up by one of the
Oceanic's boats. The men who were with
him in the lifeboat saw him return to his
ship after being safe on the Oceanic, and
when she went down supposed he was lost,
and so reported. He, haowever, got ashore
among the first, but did not make himseif
very conspicuous about tbe offices, and it
was the general idea that he had gone
down.

A GALLANT CHINAMAN.

How a Mongolian S8ailor Rescued a Baby
from a Watery Grave.

The conduct of Ah Lun, the Chinese
sailor spoken of by Captain Metcalf as the
rescuer of a little baby, is described by
those who saw the incident as courageous
in the extreme. Ah Lun was in a boat
with three other Mongolians, and among
the debris he discovered the head of a
child. Throwing down his oar, he dived
in after the little one, and then, alter
swimming for some distance, succeeded in
reaching her. A few strokes broughbt him
to the boat, which had been capsized in the
whirlpool foruied by the sinking steamer,
and, climbing the keel, he placed the
child in such a porition that the salt water
was forced out of her month.

A few moments afterward he was taken
ofl’ and broaght on deck, where a mother
was waiting to claim the little one. It was
then discovered that Ah Lun had sustained
many bruises and lacerations, his legs and
arms being cut and scratched severely.

Deputy Surveyor Fogarty was specially
delighted with the conduct of the China-
man, who, it appears, is an old acquaint-
avce of his. When the urbane Deputy
reached the deck the Chinaman accosted
him, and after receiving his congratula-
tions asked if he did not think he ought to
be allowed to go on shore, though he was
not a certificated man. Iogarty assured
him that if it was in his power to let him,
he would be made an American citizen
without delay.

*“If ever a Mongolian deserved to be ha-
beas corpused,” said Mr. Fogarty to a Call
reporier, *' I think Ah Lun is the man.”
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A COMPETENT OBSERVER.

Captain Reed Says the Catastrophe Was
Not Ucavoidable.

Amonyg the passengers on the Oceanic
was Captain Reed of theill-fated San Pablo,
who was returning from Japan, where he
had been on a mission for a local firm. To
a Call reporter, who asked him for his
ovinion as to the catastrophe, he said: “Tt
would afford me pleasure to give vou my
opinion of the affair, but as I expect to be
called #s a witness, and probably will be
asked to testify, it would be exceedingly
improper for me to say anything which
would be likely to prejudice the case one
way or the other. I have no hesitation in
saying, however, that the collision was not
unavoidable, and that the fog was not so
thick as to prevent our seeing the City of
Cbester three quarters of a mile off. I8:w
ber when she was that distance from us.
The cliffs on bothsides of the channel were
also discernible. She was several points
to our starboard, running along the shore,
and headed toward Lime Poict.”

A Mother Lost.

In a room at the Russ House completely
prostrated with grief and by their injuries
are two sisters, Miss Emma Prather and
Mrs. E. Christmas, of San Diego. They
were on their way, in cempany with their
mother, to join their father at Rohnerville,
Humboldt county.

When the vessels struck some one at-
tached a rope,which had been thrown from
the Oceanie, to Miss Emma Prather's waist
and fastened the mother and sister to her.
For some reason, probably from lack of
time they were not drawn up immediately,
and when the Chester sank they were
crushed between the two vessels. The
mother and Mrs. Christmas were torn away
and the former is supposed to have been
lost.

Mrs. Christmas floated away for some
seventy-five yards, when she found a line
dangling from the Oceanic and tying it to
her waist was drawn to the steamer. The
other sister was taken on board in an un-
conscious condition.

John Greer’s Fate.

John Greer, who is among the missing,
was a wealthy vineyardist of St. Helena, in
Napa county. His daughter, Miss Lizzie
Greer, was also a passenger on the Chester.
She and her father had got as far as the
bow of the Oceanic, when he returned,
contrary to his daughter’s wish, for some
of his effects which were in their state-
rooms below. This was the last she saw of
himi. A young man said he saw Mr. Greer
in his stateroom immediately before the
vessel went down, and he is certain that
Greer went down with the ship.

C. T. Davis lost his life in trying to save
his sister, Mrs. Birdie Brewer, and her
little gitl Josie. Mrs. Brewer was picked
up by a boat and taken on board the
Oceanic in an exhausted condition. Her
