WHAT CHANGES!

A Veteran From Away Back—What an
Old Man Has Seen.

Levi Reed, of Fairfield, Solano county,
who is in the city on a visitto his daughter,
Mrs. Edward J. Norton, was present at the
meeting of the "Veterans of'4o" last even-
ing, and was introduced by John Rider.
He addressed the ciub at length, and in a
manner surprising to tho3e who had only
conversed with the venerable man, for he
is one of the most retiring, modest and
slow-speakirjg of men, and while highly in-
telligent and of title memory, one would
not think hiru the man to interest a public
meeting—bat he did. Mr. Reed is older
than any member of the Veteran Club.When he was born Washington had beendead but eight years, and the United States
Government was bat twenty years old. Hewas a boy 6 years of age when the second
war with Great Britain was still on ; he
was 10 years old whea the American flag
was adopted, and tne first steamboat
was launched on the great lakes;
he was nearly 12 when Florida was
ceded to the United States by Spain,
and Maine was created a State, being carved
out of Massachusetts. He was 15 when the
Krie Oanal was onened in its first section to
boats, and was a young man of 18 when
oil street-lamps were superseded by gas,
and anthracite coal was introduced for do-
mestic use, the prejudice against it being so
great that the coal had to be given awayand grates furnished free^to secure its trial.
He was 19 when the news of the success of
railroads in England lead to iheir introduc-
tion heie. He was 20 when Webster's Dic-
tionary appeared, and the first trip by a lo-
comotive in America was made. He was 25
when the first reaping machine appeared
in the harvest-field. When he was 28 abo-
lition newspapers were still mobbed and
destroyed in the North. He wa3 a man of
30 years when the one-day brass-movement
clocks were invented, and the oid wooden
"bucket-weigh! grandfather" clocks went to
the wall literally. He was 32 when the
first iron-front building was erected and the
first portrait was taken by the daguerreo-
type process in the United States, aud Gen-
eral Harrison ran for President—and Mr.
Reed voted for him and drank hard cider
in real log cabins with coon skins
in the corner and the iatch-
strings outside. WSat wonderful changes
Mr. Reed has seen, boy End man; the na-
tion rise from swaddling clothes to an em-
pire of wealth and power; the stage coach
supplemented by the niil car and the
sloop by the steamboat; oil by gas and gas
by electricity ; slavery by freedom; intol-
erance by free thought, free speech and free
men ; the hand by the power press; the
sickle by the harvester ; the needle by tlie
sewing machine. And Mr. Reed, hale,
sound and at peace with all the worH, bids
fair to live to seethe most glorious oi ail
the centuries give way to 1900.

Another Free ltridge.

The Chairman read a telegram from the
State Central Committee, announcing that
the Hon. John P. Irish would address the
citizens of Sacramento on Tuesday even-
ing next. He paid a high tribute to the in-
telligence and moral worth of Mr. Irish,
saying he was one of the ablest orators on
the coast, and in all probability would be
the Democratic candidate for Congress from
this district.

THE PLATFORM.

R. O. Cravens. Chairman of the Com-I mittee on Platform and Resolutions, went
upon the platform and read the following

I report, which was frequently applauded.
At the conclusion of its reading it was

I unanimously adopted:
The Democracy of Sacramento county, in

Convention assembled, reaffirms its adherence
to ihe principles of the party as expressed Id
the National and State platforms recently
adopted at the Conventions held at St. Louis
and Los Angeles.

Resolved, That in Grover Cleveland and Allen
G. Thurman, our nominees for President and
Vice-President, we recognize statesmen of trie<!
integrity, pre-eminent ability and exalted pat-
riotism, representatives of the best type oi
American citizenship.

We cordially approve the recent message ot
the President to Congress, urging the adoption
of retaliatory measures toward the British Prov-
inces in Canada to secure protection to our trade
and respect for our national dignity.

We strongly urge our representatives in Con-
gie^ to aid in the speedy enactment ot such
laws as will clothe the President with ample
power to punish Canadian aggression aud secure
lor our citizens engaged in trade with Canada
the same privileges which our country has ex-
tended to the Cauadia : subjects of the British
Empire.

We commend to the approval of the people of
the United States the dignified, firm and patri-
otic position assumed by the President in this
controversy, aud we congratulate them on the
possession of an Administration that has shown
its capacity to uphold the honor of our flag and
to maintain in its fullest dignity the citizenship
of the American Republic.

Itcaolrtd, That we pledge cur candidates for
local offices to an economical administration of
local affairs, to the end that all taxation may be
reduced to a minimum rate.

Jtcsolwd. That we approve of a liberal ex-
penditure for the improvement of public high-
ways, provided that the money coilecled fromany road district shall be expended for the bene-
fit of that district only; and we recommend that
the general road fund be expended in equa
proportion among the Feveral districts and with
out discrimination in favor of any particula
