If it should turn out to be true, as is
now reported, that the Chinese Govern-

ment has rejected the Cleveland-Bayard
treaty, the country will have nothing to
regret. Allthe vitality there was in the
treaty dwelt in the amendments the United
States Senate forced upon the administra-
tion, and in these amendments the Impt^
rial Government is said to find the chief
objections itpresents io the treaty. This
is a hopeful sign, it dean the atrnosf&erc
very much and Ki'o us look in apou the
real policy of the Chinese Government,
It indicates tha! it i^ not nearly so disposed
to obstruct the emigration of its subjects
as we have lx"-n led to believe. 15ut even
with the Senate amendments to the Bttjrard-
Cleveland treaty, so long as there remained
