New York. September 4th.—A special
cable to the World from London says: Six
Englishruen who sail for Zanzibar to-mor-
row will probably be the first to meet Stan
ley, if he is alive, or the first, at any rate,
to send authentic information if he is dead.

The expedition has been kept secret here,
and is not yet known to more than a dozen
people. E:ght hundred hired natives are
waiting for the party at Z:nzibar. It isin
charge of Lieutenant S8wain, an ofiicer of
many years experience in India.

Before Lieutenant Wiesman gels ready
to start from Germany, or other explorers
who talk of going to Africa to look for
Stanley get their plans formed, these men
wiil be on the east coast of Africa, about
620 miles from Stanley’s cbjective point in
the neighborhood of where he will reach
the east coast.

A SERIOU3 MATTER.

Pamis, Septembér 4th.—The report that
two German bankers are about to purchase
the Island of Herm, is creating a sensation
in Paris.
