OFF THE TKACK.

Some of the Seasons for Baggtu-e Ite-
tirement (ruin the Turf.

Xew Yokk, September 6th.—'• Blaet and
"31ue " of theJ/ai/ and Express has tbc fol-
lowing about Mr. Hagcin : " The ill-luck
on the turf of J. B. ilaggin, the Oaiifornia
millionaireand turfman, was never better
illustrated than in the race for the rich
Futurity stakes on Monday. For several
years Haggin has been the largeot nomi-
nator of horses in stakes, Kast and West,
and it is no uncommon thing tc see over
thirty horses nominated fur a single stake
and then to gee them stricken off because
of lack of condition oc failure in speed.
For two years Haggin has been looking for
a champion two-year-old, and it-was hoped
he would possess the prize among the en-
tries of his mares or yearlings, as the con-
ditions might 1«?, in several stakes. This
year Haggin, in spite of bis ill-luck in all
ihe spring events, looked forward with
great confidence to the Oeeisioii of the
Junior Champion *ud Futurity, becausehe
was satisfied that he had irrSalvator the
speediest and ganjest two-year-old in the
country.

"The misfortune that has consistently
followed the Ita&cho Del Paro stables was
a marked feature of the greatest oftwo-year
old races. Haggin had the best colt, but
suddenly the phenomennl gelding Proctor
Knott loomed up from the West and ap-
peared in a blaze of splendor at the Mon-
mouth Junior Ghampi-n anil repeated hia
success in the Futurity. Only a phenome-
nal horse could have beaten Salvator, but
the phenomenon was there. When Haggiu
gets a good thing some one else gets one
that is better, and it is no wonder the mag-
nate of Ilancho del Paso elects to retire
from racing, none of the rich prizes of the
turfseemingly cau be had, no matter what
the merit of his horses is. Itis understood
that Byrne, who has trained Haggin't
horses, will train for Congressman Scott
next seasun, and for the Erie statesman's
sake it is to be hoped that Byrne willhave
more sutcesswith the Pennsylvania stables
than he bad training forKaggin and Pierre
Lorillard.

Itis hardly probable that the Hageins,
father and sou, will remain permanently
oflf. Meu who leave the turf almost in-
variably return. Bel mom retired but is
back with his old love again. The case is
the same with Congressman Scott, and tbesame is true of Milton Young. Haggin,
because of so many year-Hugs in his posses-
sion from his stuck (arm, willalways be
tempted to return."

Xtw Yokk, September Gth. — Fifteen
thousand people swarmed into Madison
Square Garden to see and hear .Tti)ge Thur-
man. Probably 10.000 more were unable
to obtain admittance. Thurcian's recep-
tion -was most flaunting, and was mmle
picJtiretaue by the lavish expenditure of
money for fireworks «ud bunting. Several
bands of mnsic inside and outside kept up
a constant din, at time drowning the voices
o1 the speakers.

Overflow meeting were held outside the
Gardens. Among the Democratic notables
on the platform with Thurman was Gen-
eral Barnum, Senatur Gorman, Patrick

JColjins, G. A.Larpee and Governor Wack.
Vpon asceoding the plattorm Thurman

was greeted with a storm of cheers lasting
several minates. When the noise subsided
Thurman said:

'" It has been said by Republican papers
since Iwas nominated for the Vice-Presi-
dency, that Allen G. Thurman. is an old,
decrepit, broken-down man. I do not
know what I fchould say in reply to this.
although I well know I am iv no condition
to fcpeafc to-night to an immense audience
such as this. However, in spite of my ill-
ness, Iam almost induced to m&ke the at-
tempt. Ibei leave, however, to withdraw
and thank you for your kind receptio7i.'"

IK A FAINTING COSniTIOK.
A hGsh fell upon the assemblage. Colo-

nel liTice and Mr. Flower stepped forward
and assisted Thurman to a seat. He was
almost fainting, and for a few minutes was
too srjk to be removed from the building.
When recovered sufficiently he was escorted
to a carriage and driven to bis hotel.

Lcter it ivas learned that Thurman was
suffering from a sudden aud severe attack
ofcholera morbus, accompanied by vomit-
ing. He had eaten no supper, and" went to
the meeting—against the protests of his
son and a physician—where he was over-
come by the heat and foul air.

At 10:30 o'clock Dr. GoKhwaite issued a
bulletin stating that Thurman had recov-
ered, was sleeping soundly, and would be
all right in tbemoruing.

Tee mass meeting continued, and was
addressed by Governor Hill and others.

Free Trade in Texas.
The iollowing letter was received a few

days 3ince by a gentleman In this city from
a well known citizen of Austin, Texas :

"Your esteemed favor of the 12th in-
stant is before me, and .1 am very highly
pleased to learn that California, Oregon
and Nevada willcertainly go for Harrison,
Morton and protection. Your views coincide
exactly with my own as to the ruinous effect
free trade in wool would have on the wool-
growing industry, and Ifurther believe that,
should the country wet the seal of approval
of tbe policy of the Democratic party and
