Cellarius Pardoned.
Governor Waterman yesterday granted a

pardon to George C. Cellarius, on a peti-
tion signed by Police Judge F. A. Horn-
blower, James F. CoiFee, Prosecuting Attor-
ney .General Salomon and other San Francis-
cans, settine forth that Cellarius is ment-
ally deranged and partially paralyzed. In
a moment of rage and while sutfering ex-
treme mental torture he struck his daughter
over the head with a crutch, inflicting a
slight scalp wound. He was convicted of
battery, in June, I.SBB, and sentenced to 150
days in the House of Correction, and has
already served two-thirds of his sentence.
His wife is said to be lying dangerously ill
in a hospital.

TWO DIFFERENT STORIES.
Harry E. Stanleys Charge Agaiust W. W

Cone.
W. W. Cone, of the United States Detec-

tive Agency, was arrested by officer Carroll
last night on a complaint sworn to by
Harry E. Stanley, charging him with ob-
taining money by false pretenses. Stanley
asserts that on Monday last he received
$47 50 from T. D. Scriver and that Cone
having seen the money paid borrowed $20
from him, stating that he was an officer atthe Pavilion and would return the money
when he received his pay on the following
day. That since then he has been unable
to get his money back and has learned ihat
Cone was not employed at the Pavilion at
all.

Cone tells an entirely different story and
in several important points is fully corrob-
orated by others. He says that one day
early in the week he saw Stanley en Fonrth
street attempting to mount a "three-year-
old colt, but that he was so drunk that his
foot missed the stirrup and he fell in a
heap under the colt's feet. Cone went to
his assistance and says that he saved his
life, as he would have been trampled and
kicked to death if he had not gone to his
rescue. He says he had known Stanley for
three years and thinking it was unsafe for
him to attempt toride the colt, induced him
to take it to Scriver's stable and also
to leave his money there. They went to
the stable, and Stanley left with the fore-
man, M. F. Howland, $47. On the follow-
ing day Cone says he went to the stable
with Stanley, and Rowland gave him his
money. Stanley started in drinking again,
and said that he would not go home, but
was gome to stay in the city and •' have his
time out." Cone then advised him to leave
part of his money with him, as be would
lose it all if he went around drinking.
Stanley gave him $20, and went away. On
the same afternoon Stanley told Cone he
was going home, and went and got the col-
for that purpose. The same night he came
to Cone again, and said that instead of
going home he had gone over to Washingt
ton, where he had got drunk and lost all
his money, and that they had kept his
horse for $10, which they claimed
he owed there. He was still drunk,
and Cone took him to the St.
George building, and paid for
a room for him, and yesterday morning
gave him $2 50 to get his meals, telling him
that when he was ready to go home he
would give him the balance. He saj s that
he saw Stanley again in the afternoon, and
told him the same thing, and consequently
was greatly astonished to learn that he had
sworn to the complaint against him. He
believes that Stanley has been prompted to
make the complaint by some of his ene-
mies.

M. F. Rowland, foreman of Scriver's
stables, corroborates Cone's statement fully
in regard to what he says transpired at the
stable. When Cone brought Stanley to the
stable the latter was very drunk. "On the
following morning he came there and de-
manded the money, but Rowland refused
to pay ituntil Cone should be present to
see that the man received all that he left,
especially as Stanley was not sober, and
was very abusive. Subsequently he came
with Cone and received his money. He
was then sober, and was protnse in his
thanks to both Rowland and Cone for sav-
ing his money for him. What occurred be-
tween Stanley and Cone afterwards Row-
land says he does not know. The whole
matter will be aired in the Police Court
tl.i- morning.

THUNDER AND LIGHTNING.
The First Rain of the Season—The Ec-

markable Storm of Yesterday.
Sergeant Barwick, of the Signal Service,

reports a very fine display of atmospheric
electricity yesterday morning beginning
about 3 o'clock—or in other words a thun-
der and lightning storm. It traveled from
the east southeast to the west northwest.
During its passage the stars were visible in
the southern horizon, showing that the
electrical display, accompanied by heavenly
artillery, was traveling along the mountain
range of the Sierra3. There was no rain
with the display, but the rumbling and
rolling of the thunder was quite distinct,
as also was the display of lightning, which
was both forked and sheet and quite brill-
iant. The lightning continued visible up
to 5 a. m. in the northern horizon and low
down towards the mountains, but the
thunder was not heard longer than 4:25 k.
m., as the storm's distance from the city
precluded the possibility of thunder being
heard, as sound cannot be heard as great a
distance as lightning can be seen.

This is the second display of fine fire-
works in September during the past twelve
years. The one before this was during Sep-
tember, 1887, on the 22d, in which brill-
iant and long flashes of zig-zag or forked
lightning were seen, from 4:22 to 6:30 in
the morning, and came from the southeast
as the same one of yesterday did.

These electrical displays are caused by
excessive heat at cr near the beginning or
ending of the rainy season, when the at-
mosphere of our interior valleys is more
heavily charged with moisture than they
are during the middle and dry portion of
the summer weather.

In the past eleven years there have been
37 thunder and lightning storms, distrib-
uted as follows: Four in 1878, 4in 1879, 3
in 1580,4 in 1881, 4in 1882, 2in 1883, 2 in
1884. 6in 1885, 3 in 1886, 2 in 1887, and 3
in 1888 (one on the 13th of May—two yes-
terday one in the early morning and "one
in the afternoon.

Another thnnder-storm passed over Sac-
ramento a littleafter noon yesterday, being
the lirst time in twelve years that two thun-
der-storms have occurred iDside ot twenty-
four hours or less time.

The one of yesterday afternoon gave .12
ofaninchof rain, which is the first this
season that has fallen to an appreciable
amount.

The thunder in this storm was quite
distinct and the lightning vivid and zigzig
in shape.

During the storm the temperature fell
from 78° to 74°, but at 3 o'clock it h:id
again risin to $4°.

The iirst appreciable precipitation of
moisture last year was on the Oth of Sep-
tember and amounted to .02 of an inch.
The first this year was yesterday afternoon
,12 of an inch, being .10 of an inch short of
last year to a corresponding date.

The temperature at 5 a. m. yesterday was
62°; 12 m., 75°: .'! p. M , S2°; 5 p. m., 80°, with
southerly winds and fair weather during
the early morning and northerly winds
and fair to cloudy weather during the af-
ternoon. At sp.m. it was from the south-
west and weather cloudy.

The average temperature was 71° being
one warmer than the normal for that day;
the highest and lowest temperature was
84° and 60°.

An Opportunity to Testify Respect for

Manliness.
The following is from last night's San

Francisco Bulletin: "The warrant that
was out for the arrest of John P. Irish for
criminal libel reached him this afternoon,
and his name appears on the City Prison
register as arrested. A bail-bond in the
sum of $2,000 was accepted by Judge Law-
ler, and Mr. Irish was released.'

The public desire is that some one
of the citizen organizations of the city
should take the initiative to that end.

Don't Starve the Fruit Trees.
If any person were to chain an animal

to a stake in the field and leave it to dull
for itself, then to watch this animal until
it rota thin and decrepit from loss of llesli
and strength, it is quite probable that the
Humane Society wouhj be after him with
properly deserved punishment. Yet this
is precisely what thousands of farmers are
doing with their fruit orchards, of comae
barring the difference between the insen-
sate tree and the living animal. Like the
latter the tree is chained to one locality
and cannot go abroad for food, but fortu-
nately it lias iv.) seme of goffering, or at
least none that wo can appreciate. And
yet even for a tree there must be some-
thing akin to pain in the process of slow
starvation—the seeking by exhausted root-
lets of food that cannot be found. It takes
an enormous amount of various manures
to form fruit and seeds. The leafy part of
the tree may mostly come from carbonic
add gas of tLe atmosphere, but the stone
fruits need a great deal of potash. Chapes
and pears require considerable amounts of
phosphate in addition. There is perhaps
no plan on the farm where a good dress-
ing of manure willdo greater good than
in an old apple orchard where the trees
eem to be running wit.—American Culti-

vator.

The Yellow Fever Microbe.
Dr. Sternberg missed tinding Dr. Freire's

microbe, but Dr. Gibier, deputed for the
investigation by the French Government,
reports the creatare lurking in the black
matter of the cadaveric intestines, while
sought in vain throughout the blood and
other natural fluids of the body. The
bacillus, somewhat resembling the' comma
bacillus of cholera, blackens the tubes in
which it is cultivated, and smells like the
black vomit. It kills guinea pigs, and
blackens the intestinal contents like those
yellow fever cases. It is killed by acidity,
and disappears when the intestinal con-
tents have become acid by fermentation
after death. Dr. Gibier lias had oppor-
tunities of examining the bodies of foreign
sailors who have died in the civil hospital
of Havana, and he has been able to dem-
onstrate the presence of the bacillus in
those who had suilered from yellow fever,
and its absence in those who had died from
other diseases. Jlis opinion is that yellow
fever is due to the development of the mi-
crobe in the intestine, the affection being
therefore essentially a local one,—Sanitary
Era.

A Disinfectant of Air.
This throws light on the reported anti-

malarial virtue of the eucalyptus tree.
According to M. Keidyche, who hasjost
published the res-ults of a series of experi-
ments on the air drawn from hospital
wards, air which has been saturated with
eucalyptol will do longer give rise to colo-
nies of bacilli in gelatine. The spores offungi are al>ie to pan unharmed, but as
their action on the higher animals a prob-
ably limited, it is not a matter of muchimportance. If confirmed by independent
observation this valuable quality Benders
the drag worthy of wide-spread employ-
ment, for no other disinfectant is known
which can be relied upon to effect its pur-
pose without rendering the air irrespira-
ble, besides acting very injuriously on fur-
niture, clothes, etc. —Medical Press.

Another Mammoth Canal Project.

Another gigantic engineering scheme is
on foot in the shape of a project for a canal
across Italy, the object of which is to save
the long sea journey around Cape Leuca.
An Italian engineer. Signor Victorßrocca,
has just completed tile survey of the pro-
posed route, which would oegin on the
western side, near Castro, on the Tyrrhen-
ian Sea, and reach the eastern coast at
Fano, on the Adriatic. Its length Would
be about 190 miles, its proposed width 110
yards, and its depth 40 feet. For the pur-
poses of the canal it would necessary to
drain the two lakes, Bobeso and Tlirasi-
mene. The assumed cost of this gigantic
undertaking is set down at 120,000,000.

Inter-terrestial Heat.
A remarkable instance of the increase

of temperature in the earth toward the
center has been presented at Pesth, where
the deepest artesian well hi the world is
that now being bored for the purpose of
supplying the public baths ami other es-
tablishments with hot water. A depth of

\u25a05,140 feet has already been reached, and it
furnishes 170,000 gallons daily at a tem-
perature of 158° F. The municipality
have recently voted a large subvention in
order that one boring may be continued to
a greater depth not only to obtain a larger
volume of water but at a temperature of
17G° F.
