Shameful Treatment or Stepchildren by
h Chicago Woman.

Chicago, September 14th.—A case of
cruelty to children that is almost unequalcd
in this city came out in an examination
before a Police Justice yesterday afternoon.
Mr?. Amelia Scbomper, a masculine-look-
ing woman, was charged with ill-treating
her two little stepdaughters. The com-
plainant in the case waa an oflicer of the
IllinoisHumane Society. Kaunie, a pretty
eleven-year-old child, with sad-looking
brown eyes, told how on the slightest pro-
vocation her stepmother would knock her
down with a blow of her hand, and had
frequently whipped her with a large stick
until she was black and blue. The most
horrible treatment took place about thrte
weeks afro, when the woman became angry
at Fannie. Jirs. Schomper grabbed her
around the neck, and thrusting two lingers
into her month, tore out two front teeth,
lacerating the gums in a shocking manner.
The littlevictim showed the Court where
the teeth were missing, and it could be seen
that the flesh had been torn.

Carrie Bchomper, another stepdaughter.
\u25a0ged 15, told an equally shocking story.
She said that she had frequently been
beaten with a strap until her lleih was
bruised, and that her stepmother had
choked her so hard as to leave the itnj
prints of her hands on her throat for a
week. The children both stated that they
frequently ran away from home to escape
the fury of the inhuman woman, and on
their return they were shamefully treated
for not waiting to be chastised with the
dreaded strap.

Several neighbors gave corroborative les-
tiinony. The Court censured the father
and stepmother iv no mild terms, stating
that the case was one of a most inhuman
character. He lined the woman $35, and
said he would have made the amount $100
were ii not for the twin babies the mother
was still nursing. Relatives took charge of
the little girls, and have petitioned the
Courts to ;.e: control of the property to
a considerable amount left them by their
mother out of the control of the inhuman
father and stepmother.
