
JUDGETERRY`SPETITION.
I). H. Terry's petition to the United

States Circuit Court for the revocation of
the ordet committing him to prison for
hix months for contempt of Court has been
denied. The occasion of the commitment
to jailhas been referred to, and the offense
Of which Terry was guilty fully detailed
in these columns.

The application of Judge Terry to he
released is almost as remarkable as the
riginal offense. Tlie petition he tiled

embraced the usual disclaimer that he in-
tended any contempt of Court, hi the
case of a layman such a disclaimer would
have great weight and be accepted as an
evidence of contrkion. But in this case it
very properly counted for little, as Terry
i< an old jurist, and was liound by the
ethics of hi- profession to stricter account-
abilitythan a mere litigant at the bar of a

Court. Moreover, Judge Terry attempted
o justify himself by setting out in hi> pe-

tition that he did not strike the United
States Marshal until the latter "had vio-
lently assaulted his (Terry's) wife." This
was the rock upon which Judge Terry's
petition went to wreck. For it is the testi-
mony of all who were present that the
Court ordered the Marshal to remove the
wife from the Courtroom, and that
Terry heard the order made. He knew
perfectly well that when the Marshal
approached Mrs. Terry he was do-
ing his duty and obeying the order
of the Court, and was not assaulting
Mi*.Terry. The person of a wife who
is an offender is not so sacred that no one
must louch her but her husband. Mrs.
Terry w;l> grossly assailing a tribunal oi
the United States in language of the most
bitter character, and refusing to cease
her tongue-lashing, or be seated when
commanded, the Marshal approached to
remove her as ordered; she was then a

common offender as would have been an

unmarried woman under like circum-
stances, and her husband well knew that
he had no right to intercept the Marshal
and resist him in carrying out the order
of the Court.

The decision of the Circuit Court de-
nying Judge Terry's petition declares —
and no man knows this better than Judge
Terry—that the forcible resistance and
beating of \u25a0 United States Marshal while
executing the order of a Court of the
nation—
•'was the highest possible indignity to the Gov-
ernment. When ihe Bag of tjje country i> fired
upon aud insulteil, it is not the injury to the
bunting, the linen or silk on which the ttars
aud stripes are stamped which Startles anil im-
pressei the country. It is tlie indignity and in-
sult to the emblem of the nation's majesty which
stirs every heart and makes every patriot eager
to resent them. So the forcible resistance t'>
an officer ofthe United States in the execution
ofthe process, orders and judgments of their
Courts f«, iv like manner, an indignity and in-
sult to the power aud authority of the Govern-
ment which can neither be overlooked uor ex-
tenuated"

That is the whole case in a nut shell.
Terry in assaulting the Marshal insulted
the Court representing the majesty of the
Government of the United States, and
outraged the people whose safeguard rind
defense for life, property and liberty that
Courtis. Judge Terry, as the Court s.-ivs.

while asking for :i dispensation of mercy,
manifests no apologetic spirit, for he ex-
presses no regret for his conduct, terms
the viturperative language used by his
wife as '" indiscreet," refers to his deadly
bowie knife as " a small sheath knife,"
and actually defends his conduct in beat-
ing the United Slates Marsha!, by declar-
ing that his wife was unnecessarily as-
saulted.

The Court reviews with tncisivenese all
the facts, points oat that Judge Terry
tame into Court tinned and therein vio-
lated the Law and committed an outrage
upon professional propriety and rendered
himself liable to be disbared. It con-
cludes:

Therefore, considering the enormity of the
offenses committed ana the position the peti-
tioner once held in this State, which aggravates
them to a degree not imputable to the gener-
ality of offenders, tlie Court, with a proper re-
gard to its own dignity, the majesty of the law,
and the necessity ol Impressing upon all men
that forcible resistance to the lawful outers of
the Conn of the I'nited Siates will not go un-
punished, however high the offending parties,
cannot grant the prayer of the petitioner; and
it is accordingly denied.

Terry will have no sympathy from men
who believe that the perpetuity of free
institution:- depends upon respect for and
enforcement of the laws by and upon the
people who make them, and above whom
there is DO superior earthly authority.
He and his wife committed offenses for
which the extension of mercy would be
more than an error —it would well-nigh
amount to an admission by the Court that
its order wa.s indefensible, and the unparal-
elled "'contempt" of such a mild and
ordinary character as to merit but gentle
treatment. It certainly was not con-
sidered by the Court, but it is a fact
the people do not forget, that Mrs. Terry
not long before the disgraceful scene in
Court, assaulted one of its Judges in a
public car, and grossly abused him by
seizing the aged jurist by the hair and
with violence pulling it, while her hus-
band, according to her own statement, ex-

ercised no other restraint than to expostu-
late with her when she announced her in-
tention to assault the aged man. Nor did
her husband have the sense of manly pro-

priety to express to the victim of the as-
sault his humiliation it the scene and the
regret he ought to have felt.

Terry and his wife are well punished,
and their appeal for sympathy has in it
nothing whatever to inspire merciful re-
sponse. The "Court, in refusing to remit
the severity of the sentence, has done the
right thing aud taught offenders that who-
ever they may lie they must respect the
nation's tribunals.

A QUESTION OF PROTEST.

The brilliant evening dullness across the
war, remarking upon the Kecord-Ujuon's

suggestion that Sacramento cannot afford
another season of unchecked vice like that
of the last fortnight, charges that during
its prevalence this journal uttered no pro-

test against 'it. The fact in this instance,
as is usually the case with our neighbor, is
that the statement would be correct if re-
versed. Our unreliable contemporary ut
tered no word of protest or rebuke, while
the Record-Union did. Itstated during
the carnival of law-breaking the fact, and
coupled v/ith it tlie protest. Thus, in one
article, it spoke of " the immoral i-

tions in Sacramento, and for which no me
apologizes and every self-respecting man
abhors."

In anotherfit refers to " the shameless
violation of the law" in the matter of
gaming, and in rebuking a San Francisco
journal for an assault upon the women of
Sacramento, the Record-Union spoke of

" the prevalence of gaming and the pres-
ence of a large delegation of thieves, cut-
throats, rounders, blacklegs and the like,
for whose miserable existence Sacramento
—thank God—is in no wise responsible."

The Record-Union- also said, in speak-
ing of the saturnalia of vice:

That other cities of the State should vomit
upon the Capital City during fair weeks, or sm-
other time, the scum or any part of their crimi-
nal or vicious elements, and that they should
command sufficient influence to paralyze thearm of tlie law, is deplorable, unpardonable
and disgraceful. We think this people have
come to that conclusion with an emphasis that
will prevent hereafter the trading of decency
for the dollar, no matter •who attempts it in
their name.

In another article, printed while the
fair was in progress, as were the extracts
above printed, the 880080-TJmOH re-
ferred to the fact that San Francisco
spewed the vicious element upon Sacra-
mento, and said:

There is not a blackleg, a thief, a short-card
gambler, a loafer or cut-tliroiu who has come to
Sacramento in the past ten or twelve 'lays who
was not cast up from the hells and purlieus of
the metropolis.

If the evening sheet during the fair ut-
tered a single word of protest against the
violation of the law, or made any expres-
sion concerning it, except to state locally
that the running of games was unre-
stricted, it has escaped our attention,
and we will do even the paper ov< r
the way the justice to record the fact if it
willpoint it out.

AN IMPORTANTLOCALQUESTION.

In another column appears a second let-
ter from Judge 11. O. Beatty upon the
question of local water supply. The state-
ments made by the correspondent in these
two public communications, are certainly
ofsuch importance and positiveness as to
command inquiry and investigation. He
alleges a well-known fact, when he states
that greater power is required proportion-
ately to force water through small than
through large pipes. Thus, if water is
pushed through a 20-inch pipe on the
level one mile, at the rate of six feet per
second, it requires a pressure equal to a
column thirty-four feet in height But
ifthere is given a 36-inch pipe the demand
is for a pressure equal to a column of
water bat two feet in height to deliver
the slime quantity of water. So it is
known to all that when we pass above
Tenth or Twelfth streets, the city fire
engines can take more water than a
hydrant can supply, because the pressure
is unequal, widely varying between a point
near the Waterworks and one a mile
distant. But with a main equal ti-
the capacity of the pomps the
pressure will be very nearly equal-
ised. It amounts to this, then,
that a reputable correspondent, who knows
of what be treats, alleges that the city does
not need new pumping machinery, since
that it now has is equal to supplying
all the water 00,000 people demand, ifonly
the mains for a proper distance are en-
larged ; that this can be demonstrated
according to well-known hydraulic laws,
and that the demonstration can be easily
made, and to the satifaction of those now
expert in hydraulics as well as to hydraulic-
engineers. Such direct statements, charg-
ing that we are pursuing an uneconomic
method whereby we use undue quantities
offuel and waste the power we now have,
instead of employing it all in delivering
water, ought to have the consideration of
the city officials. They should not be put
aside upon the dictum of anyone, but ought I
to be examined into, and, ifsound, .should
be admitted and action taken accordingly.

The I'nited Slates Senate yesterday re-
fused by a vote of 20 to 21 to reconsider
the vote by which the new Chinese restric-
tion billwas passed, and it now goes to the
President for his approval. He cannot'
certainly clap one of his accustomed vetoes
upon it, for it is understood to have been
an administration measure. Yet it is
known that since the billwent to the Sen-
ate the administration influence has bei n
cast in favor of burying it by reference to
a standing committee, a process to which
it was not subjected in the House, for cam-
paign reasons. 1;' he should refuse to sign
it, it will intensify the anti-Chinese senti-
ment and make the campaign awkward for|
the Democracy. He will, therefore, sign
the bill and thus put an effectual end to
any further treating with China concern-
ing immigration, except upon a basis sim-
ilar to that in the bill. Yet we are told
in the dispatches this morning that the
treaty lately made has not been rejected.
It follows that the administration nego-
tiated a treaty, and, while it awaited ratifi-
cation by the foreign power, pushed
through legislation oflensive to the treaty.
This may be statesmanship, but it is of an
order new and dangerous.

PRECINCTREGISTERS.
!Tho Supervisors Order Them—Opinion of

the Attorney-General.
The Board of Supervisors were in session

all day yesterday, and discussed at length
the question of having precinct registers
for use at the coming election. The result
was that the County Clerk was ordered to
go on and prepare the precinct registers in
accordance with the order of the Board
passed several weeks ago. County Clerk
Hamilton had asked the Attorney-*.enera 1
for an opinion on the subject, and yester-
day received the following reply, which
was placed before tbe Board of Supervisors
before tney took action :

B. Hamilton. /></., Clerk nf the Hoard ofSupervisors, Sacramento— Df.ak s'ik : t'nderstand-
ing from you that the Board of Supervisors of
Sacramento county desire my opinion in refer-ence to the matters named herein, I have to
say that your Board may by order provide for
the preparation and distribution of either town-
ship registers or precinct registers for each
township, as they may determine best ; and if
they determine to have such precinct registers,
it must be borne in mind that Uu-v should be
for each township, so tliHt the order may work
generally in respect to all the townships. This
is obviously the meaning ofSection 1113, Politi-
cal Code. Ihe language is. each township, not
any township. But it a township has not more
than 350 qualified electors of the county resi-
dent therein, it is not necessary to precinct it.
The township, in such a case may constitute a
precinct. Section 1110 determines that not
less than a specified number of registers

|rshal! be printed—that is to say, whether
there be such precinct registers or not.
111 Section 1116 only subdivisions first, third aud
fourth, apply to Sacramento county. As these
subdivisions, however, embody a general law
applicable to all counties of the first class, I
think the words of the section, "such copies of
the Great Register or ward or township regis-
ter." include the precinct registers for each
township mentioned in Section 1113.

Icome now to tlie next section o! the I'olitical
Code bearing upon your inquiry, Section 1119.
This section is in respect toposting the regis-
ters, ami the language used is "copies of the
Great Register of the county as last printed."
There does not appear anywhere any veryplain
direction that the precinct registers for each
township shall be posted, except in subdivisionone of bection 1116, which requires the posting
ofone copy in some public piace in the Court-
house, but they are required to be distributed
and so many delivered to each Board of Elec-
tion in the county. Ot course, this matter of
posting was entirely with the Legislature to de-termine, and the proper construction ofSection
1149 as to posting presents the greatest difficulty
n the case.

1 The question then occurs, what is meant by
the language of Section 114'J as to posting "not
less than four printed copies ot the Great Regis-
ter of the county as last printed?" It may be
cleiied that precii.t registers foreach township
would not do forposting on account of the con-cluding words of the section : "Kxcept in the
City and comity of Sau l-'raucisco. wherein not
less than four printed copies of the register of
the ward shall be so posted," aud thai this ex-press exception nullities the idea that precinct
registers tor each township would do for posting
in Sacramento county. Hut it must be remem-bered that precinct registers, formerly ward reg-
isters, are required by law for Si-.n Francisco,whiie precinct registers lor each township, in-Ftead of copies of the Great Register orInstead oftownship registers, may or may notbe required, ss the Board ofSupervisors ofSbc-
ramento county may determine. I Uiink th*c-lore. the words In Se< Hon 1149 "Before openlig
