RURCHARD'S COIBUCT.

Convicted of Ci-tarlilng the Peace of
His Wire.

In the I'olice Court yesterday morning,
WilliamBnrchard was tried on a charge of
disturbing the peace, the complaining wit-
ness being his wife. He was tried in the
same Court on Tuesday for battery, and die
evidence developed that he had pulled her
hair and misused her. The case was taken
under advisement until to-day, and it an-
pcars tbat Burchard went home and con-
tinued his abuse of his wife, for a neighbor
testified yesterday that lie heard him
threaten to iriveher cause for a battery com
plaint. I. S. Brown defended the prisoner
with energy, and City Attorney Church
scored him unmercifully, classing him
among the lowest persons who walk the
streets. Judge Buckley found him guilty
an<: announced that he would pronounce
judgment in both cases to-day.

.lames Leonard pleaded guilty to disturb-
ing the peace of August Saniona, and was
ordered to pay a fine of $20, or go to the
couDty jail for twenty days.

The case of John Darby, charged with
battery, was dismissed for want of prosecu-
tion.

E. 0. Hart appeared as counsel for Lizzie
Marks, Lou. Pierson, Lizzie Thompson.
Maggie Brown, Mary Brown and Dolly
Cooper, charged with vagrancy. He an-
nounced that they had removed from the
locality and moved that the cases be dis-
missed. There was no objection on the
part of the prosecution una it was so or-
dered.

The sentence of Joe Garcia, convicted of
battery and disturbing the peace, was post-
poned u_lilto-morrow.

Joe Peters will receive his sentence for
battery to-day.

Mike Crowley was adjudged not guilty of
petit larceny and discharged.

You Are Not on tho Great Register.

Umitl: _ Criminals With Guns.
Centlemen down from Auburn yesterday

stated that Coroner Stone, of Placer county,
had received a dispatch from Alta that an-
other of the men tbat were being hunted
as the incendiaries at Towle's Mills had
been shot and killed, and desired him to
come and hold an inquest. The dispatch
further stated that the other men who were
wanted as responsible for the many fires in
that vicinity were surrounded by Sheriff
Butler and his posse and could not possibly
escape. It is supposed there are four or
five in the gang, and wheu they are found
no effort will pr.babiv be made to take
them alive. The one killed Monday was
not going to be taken and was shot down.
Prchably the same was true of the one
killed yesterday. They are making desper-
ate defense for their lives.

Nut Irwin Free.
A few weeks ago Nat Irwin, a freight

conductor on the Southern Pacific, stabbed
George B. Anderson at the west end of the
Yolo bridge. Yesterday he was arraigned
before Justice of the Peace Witham, in
Washington. District Attorney Sprague ap-
pearing for the people and E. C. Hart for
the defendant. Anderson, who has recov-
ered from his wound, testified that he knew
of 110 cause for the assault, and Irwin
sfati d that he was intoxicated, and could
give no reason for it. District Attorney
Sprague said that he did not think a con-
viction could be had if Irwin was held to
answer and the Justice discharged him.

COTTONY CUSHION SCALE.

I The Destructive Enemy of Sacramento's
Beautiful Shade and Foliage Trees.

W. G. Klee, State Inspector of Icstct
Pests, has been in the city the pas'. ( W0
days conferring with Mayer Gregory ar.d
others concerning the form and necessity of
the war being inaugurated against the
cottony cushion, or white scale, which has
secured such an unfortunate foothoid here.
The preparations for active work sgaintt
the enemy are being perfected as rapidly as
possible, but the fact must be sqnardy
r-'cognized that to exterminate this pest
ami clear the city of it is a very difficalt
tiskand can only be doDe by persistent,
determined and energetic work, both by the
authorities and ail property owners, where
its dread presence is found.

Mr. Klee issued the following :
To the Protterty- Omagra of Sacramento: A few

weeks ago 1 received a lominuuieatiou from
Hou. K. J Gregory, .Mayor of this city, request-
ing au opinion as to the best means forex-
terminating the cottony cushion scale. Siuce
then Ihave investigated the city with him, and
find the situation much worse thau anticipated.
The pest has already reached as far as Capitol
Park, aud unless prompt action is taken, will
invade and destroy portions of the finest shade
trees here It is only by following the recom-
mendations given below, and whicn are based onexperience iv other places, that you will be
able to keep down aud prevent the further
spread of this insidious foe "toother parts of thecity aud State. Isincerely hope that the people
willrespond to the request of the Slayor and theofficer appointed for the purpose of attending to
this pest. Itwill require thorough co operatiou
of all persons concerned, toaccomplish any per
manaut good. Very respectfully,

TO OET RID OK THE PEST.

Mr. Klee makes the following recom-
mendations as to measures for the suppres-
sion and to prevent the further spread of
the cottony cushion, white or "fluted"'
scale ( Icerya jiurcltasi):

First—Cutting down all worthless trees and
shrubs, and also of certain infested trees very
difficult to clean, such as the acacias, locusts
and pittsporum. Also general clearing up of
ail rubbish, us the insect will lodge here as wellas in weeds.

Secoud—Cutting oil'the tops leaving only thestumps of a few main limbs of all otherkinds of infested deciduous trees and shrubs
such as elms, walnuts, etc., so as to allow thethorough washiug ol the same.

Third—Thinning out now the tops of infesledcy, r.'ieeus, so that every particle of the tree can
be reached with the solutious recomineuded be-
low. In case of failure to extermiuate, cut each
in the spring to a few short limbs. Ifthe tops
of evergreens are entirely cut offat this season
of year it is apt to kill the tree, but they may
be cut oil' in tbe spriug without injury.

FOurth—Bumiug of all trimmings as near as
possible ou the siiot when severed from the
trees. This is necessary to prevent spreading
the pests.

Fifth—Thorough spraying all infected small
trees and shrub-;, deemed worthy of effort to
save, with the fol.owing solution : One pound of
caustic soda (Grcenbauk jiowdered) o* l-_
pounds America concentrated lye, 10pound> of
rosiu. sml 75 gallons of water. Sielt the ros.ii
separately with, say. half gallon of water; dis-
solve the caustic In one gallon of water; when
dissolved, pour the caustic water slowly on themelted rosiu, stirring the same until allisdis
solved, then add the water.

Spray the infected trees freely with this solu-
tion, keeping it warm, say at 10 =, or nearly so.
Use a coarse nozzle (San Jose, with a rubber disk
instead of brass, is good.) Allow three to six
days to pass, according to the weather; the
shoitett time ifdry, the lougest ifmoist. Then
wash off the whole tree, using great force. Ineight days spray again and repeat the same oih
eration; three operations should clear a tree if
well sprayed and not too large.

To guard against reinfection, procure strips of
sheepskin about four Inches wide ; place these
bands with the wool side to the tree ; then smear
the outside with a mixture of piinter s ink and
molasses, or any sticky matter. These bands
must be examined from'tiine to time and dipped
In scaldiDg water, aud the bugs found under
them killed.

In badly infected places lawns shonld be dug
up aud the grounds kept clean under cultivation
for at least a year.

The sboep will cat the gre*n
leave?, on which are the injects nnd their
eggs, and destroy with the feet the dry
leaves rimUarily incumbered. This is tbe
most efficacious rtuieoy for this s-tajon of
the year."
