Both of tiie great
parties have been from time to time rc-
boked for delay in bringing the immigra-
tion of Chinese to an end, but both have
labored in that direction in this State-
and perhaps quite as much progress was
made after all as was to be expected, in
tbe £soe of the misconception of the East.

lieve, However, that the record dis-
closes, as we yesterday set out by detailed
citations, that the Republican party has
been most diligent in the nia'tc-r of secur-
ing needed restrictive legislation.

There tan lie no question that it was the
pioneer in the matter. The earliest legis-
lation and attempted legislation upon the
subject originated with Republicans. The
lirst opposition to anti-Chinese legislation
was Democratic, and the only legislative
steps taken to promote Chinese immigra-
tion wen* also Democratic. The very ear-
liest action in Congress antagonistic to the
coolie invasion waa Republican. Cer-
tainly no Republican Governor of any
Btate advised as did a I>emoeratic Gov-
ernor of this State, promotion and encour-
agement of Chinese immigration. On the
contrary, the lirst Republican Coventor of
California, in his first message, warned the
people against the Chinese influx, and ad-
vised legislation to check it.

But all that is past —in the earlier years
re v.i.-c not cpiick to the evils of the Chi-

nese migration Eastward. We were de-
ceived as to the true character of the
Chinaman, and only after years of bitter
experience did we awake to the truth.
From that time the I'acific coast Congres-
sional delegations have been a unit on this
subject. By their persistence even Mr.
Cleveland, who one time thought that the
Chinaman might "be Christianized and
made a good citizen," has been converted
by the perseverance of the Pacilic coast and
brought to the point of approving a re-
striction bill, though one just as strong,
and in many respects better, was passed by
a Republican Senate in 1886, after being
favorably reported by Ceneral Harrison,
but on being sent to the House it was
smothered by Mr. Belmont, a Democrat
md Chairman of the Foreign Relations

> ommittee.
We must expect that the Democratic

party will do its utmost to make capital
out of the I'resident's approval of the
Scott bill, and will ignore the fact that
whatever credit is to be accorded for
granting tlie petition of the people of the
Pacific section must be equally shared by
the Republican Senate. Yet the Demo-
crats willclaim, do now indeed claim, in
the words of the San Francisco Alia, that
the new law is a " Democratic vietorv '"
Victory over what? Certainly not over
the Republican party; certainly not over
the Republicans of California. Possibly
it is a victory over the Democratic vote in
the Senate to reconsider the vote by which
the billwas passed : possibly it is a victory
over the pioneer Democrats who urged
legislation to promote Chinese immi-
gration.

Allthis cry of l:Democratic victory" is
insincere; it is "whooped up" for cam-
paign purposes; it is intended to obscure
the real issues of the campaign: First—
Whether American industries and Ameri-
can labor shall be protected, or thrown
iuto unequal competition with the cheaply-
conducted industries and the ill-paid, ill-
fed and low-conditioned labor of Europe.
Second—Whether black free men at the
South shall be longer deprived of their
rights at the ballot-box, and the reign of
the slaveocracy in a new cuise lie con-
tinued in the land and the North and its
industries be pat under the old heel.

While tbe people of the coast, irrespec-
tive of party faith and attachment, are
gratified at the final enactment of an ti-

elusion law that it is believed will be
effective, and while to the Republican
Senate that made such •*. law possible and
a Democratic President who signed it, due
credit is given, let it be H memliercd that
this ends the Chinese qnwtioil in its rela-
tion to politics—if any it really had. It
is now out of the campaign. Exclusion is
an accomplished fact so fat* as passing a
law make, it so. The matter drops out of
sight as a political value, and Mr. Cleve-
land and the principles he represents, and
General Harrison aud the faith for which
he nobly stands, are before the coun-
try upon issues clearly defined. It will be
the part of wisdom to retire the first from
office aud install the latter in his stead. It
willbe simply self-protection for the wage
earners of the country to cast their ballots
for the standard-bearer of the Republican
party and against the insidious designs aad
ardent wishes ot foreign powers.

THE CASE OF TRUCKEE.

The people of Truckee were justly in-
dignant that the lives of their families had
been put in peril by armed Indians firing
guns into crowds of people, and maddened
by liquor and opium sold to them by Chi-
nese, raiding through the country. The
people met and notified the eight China-
men in the place to leave. We cannot
condemn this action when it is recalled
that these aliens had made themselves
outlaws for the pittance tliey receive-, \u25a0\u25a0

from the Indians for strong drink. They
had violated a law of the State in selling
the Bqtoar, and they caused the death of
one wretched savage by their unlawful-
ness and greed. But had the people of
Truckee used force and violence towards !
the Chinese they would have l>een blame- |
worthy, instead, however, they bought
the property of the Chinamen, paid the
full price asked for it, gave the offenders
ampie time to close their business and
leave the town and set guards to protect
them meanwhile from any possible as-
sault. Indeed, one man who attempted lo
lire some Chinese property came very near
being summarily punished for his rash ac-
tion. The Chinese expressed themselves
j-erfectlywillingto leave Truckee if their
property could be sold, and in that wish
they were promptly met by the people
with coin for their shanties. The good ef-
fect of coolness and deliberation in this
matter it is not necessary to dwell upon.
Had the citizens of Truckee mobbed the
Chinese and treated them with violence,
they would have deserved the condemna-
tion that assuredly would have been visited
upon them.

The Republican t-iriil'bill to be •
a? a substitute to the Mills bill, in the
Senate,is ready, but is withheld from official
publicity. It is said to be a .satisfactory
protection measure, while it reduces the
tariff revenue some $65,000,000. We are
told that the bill makes tobacco free from
tax, lifts taxation from spirits where used
in the art?, and frees brandies distilled
from fruits. This if true will settle the
free whisky howl which has distended
Democratic throats for so many weeks. Of
course until the bill is given out no com-
ment upon it can be made with proper in-
telligence. It looks now as ifelection day
will find Congress still engaged with its
details. Politically, it is said, it is deemed
unwise to dispose of the bill before the
election. That may be true, but there are
duties the demands of which rise superior
to any possible claims of party.

The Outlook for New York.
A. H. Hart, representing the prominent

firm ofCheeney Bros., silk manufacturers.
Xew York, is in the city. Having just
arrived from the East and with exceptional
opportunily to understand the political
drift of the campaign, he was asked by a
Record-Union representative as to his
judgment concerning tbe result of tbe
present i«sues in the Empire State, to
which he replied:

The Harrison and Morion ticket, with
Protection to American industries, grows
stronger every day in the State ot Xew
York. And although the Democracy will
undoubtedly carry New York city, it will
be with a largely reduced majority. The
d saflection amongst the masses of the
Democracy is increasing daily, and there
will be thousands of votes cast for the
Republican ticket that have heretofore gone
to 'he opposite side.

Since that time tha "Xnbie Old
Roman" has been very little beard from.

The Miifw.mp element in Xew York
and Brooklyn, mostly composed of men
who-could not or would not vote lor Blame
four years ago, and many of whom, out of
sheer spite, voted for St. John, eav now,
almost without exception, that they will
go for Harrison. The Prohibition 'move-
inei-t at tbe Earst is now rightly character-
ized as "The Democratic Aid Society."

You can rest assured that New York will
go Republican. The fightiug-ground is now
Indiana. "Barrels of money" are being
emptied on her soil and people, and there
is no doubt but the "mule-purdiasing"
power of campaign funds is again being
fully lestecT,

SACRAMENTO AND VICINITY.
Another Letter From Amador Concern-

ing Early Days in Sacramento, Etc.
A retrospection ot the great changes that

have taken place both in Sacramento and
Brighton recalls to my memory the transi-
tory nature of all sublunary things. Most
of the old pioneers in Brighton and vicinity
have passed away in the last thirty years,
since we left Brighton. Of those who are
now living I can only recall the names of
Joseph Hull, Grant, John Roonev, Thomas
Perkins, Dr. Manlove and R. H. Pettit,
who is now a resident of your city. The
names on the death-roll far exceed in num-
ber the living,and en-brace those of Colonel
King, Colonel Patterson. Buck Whitesides,
Abraham Hawkins, J. Bay, Judge Baker,
Bowles, Milligau, Dette*uiu_-, Dr. Cook,
Gibson, Williams, and Mrs. Hopper. When
1 visit Sacramento and vicinity I feel that
I am almost a stranger, surrounded by
new objects and new scenes in new streets,
which have been opened, on wnich now
stand solid blocks of buildings unfamiliar
to my gaze, The surrounding country
presents the same unfamiliar scenes and
scenery in the improved and beautified
landscapes, with its farms and neat, white
dwellings embowered among orange groves.
In place of the naked plain we see a lovely
panorama of rural felicity. But this great
change brings to us no wish tbht it should
he otherwise, but only pleasure, that by
men's industry tbe barren plain has been
changed into fruitful garden, blooming
with vigorous life and crowned by the
beauty of perennial spring. A generation
has passed away since we resided in the
vicinity ofSacramento. Thirty years since
there was but very little improvement in
the city east of Twelfth street, and outside
the city limits eastward was Oak Hill, on
which were located the ranches of Mr.
Williams and widow Hopper. What was
once Joseph Hull's ranch is now converted
into a large vegetable garden.

But around Brighton the changes and
improv. ments are no greater than' in the
city. The business in the city has kept
pacv with the increase in population and
tho rapid extension of commercial facili-
ties, so that it is now placed on a firm basis,
with a grand future, which no prophetic
vision can foresee, or even the Canadian seer
foretell. When we think of the destruction
Of property by fire and Hood, and the loss
which her pioneer citizens, have sustained
by these causes I believe the growth of the
city is greater thau could be expected, and
its commercial business more extensive
than could be thought possible by her early
pioneers.

The question is often asked, Will the
city continue to grow and its business pros-
per under the guiding hand of the Native
Sons and Daughters of the pioneers? I
wish it to be distinctly understood that I
am not one of those who believe there is
no virtue or vigor in our native sons and
daughters, but on tbe contrary, think
they are worthy offspring of their
illustrious sires. Many of the sonsare now actively engaged in business ar.d
aiding to extend the commercial interest of
tbe city. They can be relied upon to take
the place of their fathers wheu they lay
down life's burdens and that in their hands
the future prosperity of the city is assured.

DIED FROM EXPOSURE.
A Sacramento Man Dies a Lonely Death

in tho Mountains.
The Grass Valley Tidings of yesterday

says :
Last March a man small in stature, prob-

ably 30 years of age, and aciing as though
aberrated, appeared at Cisco, in Placer
county, and on tbe line cf the Central Pa-
cific. His strange actions excited attention,
and a gentleman who thought him suffer-
ing from delirium tremens gave him some
whisky and locked him up. He escaped
and was recaptured. When placed on a
train to be taken to Auburn, he again es-
caped, and dashed off' into the woods out-
footing his pursuers.

During the next few weeks he was seenby woodmen and hunters, but on being ap-
proached he would run away with the
speed of a deer. Some time iv April was
the last that was seen of him. Last week
the dead body of a man was found on theedge of a stream some miles from Cisco
and in Nevada county. Coroner Powell
was summoned and responded, and from
that gentleman, who has returned, we get
these facts.

The body was in a remarkable state of
preservation, being laved by the waters of
the creek, and it was also evident that ithad been covered with snow until re-
cently. Residents of Cisco identified tbe
remains as those of the crazy stranger whohad escaped them last March. There was
nothing on or about the body, nor in a
hole in the cliff evidently hollowed out by
the unfortunate and used by him as a
habitation, to give clew to his name or an-
tecedents.

At the inquest it was developed that
while confined at Cisco the maniac had
given his name as Smith, Riley and Fill-
more, and that from his mutterings it had
been gleaned that he was a resident of Sac-
ramento, where he bad a wife whom be
had deserted because of dissensions of some
nature or other. Whether or not the un-
fortunate's gibberish revealed the secret of
his malady remains to be determined. He
probably died shortly after being last seen.

The inquisition resulted in a verdict in
accordance with tbe foregoing. The re-
mains were interred at Cisco.

Coroner Powell will communicate with
the Sacrameuto officials in relation to the
case.
