SPECIFIC DERIALS.
Supervisors McMullen, Bates and Jack-
son File Their Answels.

Supervisors McMullen, Bates and Jack-
son, charged by £.M. Johnston with col-
jecting unlawful fees for services rendered
as such Supervisors and with drawing sala-
ries of $75 a month each, while the lawful
allowance is alleged to be but $50, filed
separate answers to Johnston’s allegations
vesterday. The answers declare that the
facts set forth in the ¢complaints do not con-
stitute a sufficient cause of action, nor are
they sufficient to entitle said Johnston to
the relief prayed for, viz: $500 or any other
sum. It is denied that the salary of a
Supervisor was $50 a month since the ad-
vent of the defendants into the said office,
or that said salary is $50 now. On the
centrary, it is averred that the salary is $75
a month. It is also denied that it is now
or has ever been the duty of said Super-
visors to collect, safely keep, manage or
disburse any public mioneys whatever, as
alleged in Johnston’s complaint. It is also
denied that it was ever the duty of the ac-
cused to present their or any other claim
against Sacramento county.

Defendanis deny that they or any of
them have ever collected any illegal fees
for services rendered as Snpervisors, or that
they knew their salaries were but$50a
month, but, on the contrary, aver that the
said salaries were and now are $75 a month.

Defendants also deny that they have ever
neglected, refused or failed to perform the
duties of their official position, or to super-
vise the official conduct of all county offi-
cers charged with the collecting, manage-
ment, keeping or disbursement of public
moueys. On the confrary, they each al-
lege that they have faithfully performed
every duty, and they have never failed to
see that no contract or authorization, in vi-
olation of law, was allowed. They deny
that they have ever presented any fraudu-
lent claim, or any claim whatever, for sery-
ices as Supervisors, either for per diem,
mileage or salary in excess of the amount
aliowed by law. The answer is a specific
denial of every allegation of the complaint,
and concludes by asking that the cases be
dismissed and complainant taxed with the
cost of snit.

Clunie Opera House.

One of the largest meetings of the cam-
paign was that held at the Clunie Opera
House last night under the auspices of the
“First Time Republican Club.” They
marched from their headquarters on
Fourth street, headed by the First Artillery
Band, acting as an escort to the Harrison
Veterans. The young men who are to cast

PROVING THEIR YALUE.

False Registrations—The Precinct Regis-
ters—Their Usefulness Developing.

When the Recorp-UxioN took up the
question of precinct registers, and urged
that they be ordered as a necessary adjunct
to the new division of precincts, there were
not wanting those who opposed the idea.
Some, indeed, went sofar as to complain
bitterly of the Recorp-Uxion's course in
the matter. Others sneered at the sugges-
tion, and there was along the whole boss

line a tip-tilting of noses and contemptuous
reference to “ purity in politics” and * fair
show at the ballot-box.” Even in the
sub-official departments of the county ob-
struction was thrown in the way of secur-
ing the desired end. But the law provides
for the registers: good, square common
sense approves them; the experience of
others justify them. To-day, now that the
registers are ordered, the people almost
unanimously approve them. Some of those
who most hotly opposed them have
been square and frank enough to come our
and admit their former error, so on all
gides it is now admitted that they will
enable frauds to be unearthed and illegal
voting stopped that before would have been
well nigh impossible to prevent. Even
some of the bosses as late as yesterday de-
clared that the new registers would pre-
vent Democratic frauds thac they believe
are on foot. To prevent just such and any
frauds was the scle purpose of the REcorp-
Uxniox in proposing and doing battle for

The Republican County Central Com-
mittee is alive to the high value of the reg-
isters and the new Great Register. It has
for scme time been at work upon the lists
and in canvassing the genuineness of every
entry that is not known to be sound. The

commitiee has needed no suggestion
to go to work, for it has been
engaged in the matter for some time.

Chairman White declares tha: he him-
self investigated and fixed upon the Red
Rover saloon swindlers. The names of
Wm. Murphy, Jas. Ryan, Adolph Ludwiz
and Jas. Williams, are registered for 106 K
street, which is the Red Rover saloon. No
men answering to such names sleep there,
nor in the rooms above the saloon. Mr.
White's attention was first called to @
registry for the alley between Sizth and
Seventh, and M and N streeis, back of his
residence, but no ‘“Jonathan Williams”
lives there nor any one else. Some years
ago such a man did sleep in a loft over a
stable in that alley. The saffidavit of
registration of this man is si.ned in
a good business hand, but it is known
that the original Jonathan Williams
could not write. These registrations
were made by Deputy Assessor W. C.
Holt, a Democrat, whom the Assessor ap-
pointed at the solicitation of several prom-
inent Democratic candidates.

In the distiict west of Sixth street and
south of K, there were probably 1,150 gen-
uine voters, but 1,561 names have baen reg-
istered. Allowing for a reasonable increase
in population, the belief entertained by
the committee that there are fully 250
names on the registers of that district that
need looking after, and that are in all prob-
ability fraudulent. lepublicans freely
charge that if there are frauds they are
chargeable to Democratic manipulation.
On the other hand, the Democrats declare
that they favored a new register and pre
cicet registers from the outset, and that
they are a2s anxious as any to expose false
registrations. Both parties being thus by
open declaration in favor of fair play, there
will be no difficulty in unearthing corpses,
dummies and stuffed registrations, and
when illegal voters present themselves at
the polls they will, in all probability, to a
man be marched off to the lock-up. We
at least know that the Republican Com-
mittee will search out every false entry,
that it has “‘nailed” a number of them al-
ready, and that it will be very unhealthy
for any of these thieves of votes to con-
front the committee’s chailengers at the
I)Dlli.
