To be Held In Sacramento on
day, October 31st.

The proposition to enlarge the industrial dis-
play and parade in this city—which was being
arranged for the 26th instant—into & grand Re-
publican rally for the eutire central portion of
the State, or more, has met with popular ap-
proval and promises to made one of the largest
and most enthusiastic demonstrations ever held
upon the coast.

With this in committee from the
County Central Committee went to San Fran-
cisco on Saturaay for th urpose of securing
special rates of transportation, and the running
of special trains. The railroad company prom-
ised to run special trains upon all roads con-
verging upon Sacramento, and to grant the rate
of half fare, if there shall be sufficient patronage
for the occasion to wearrant it. The company
was assured by the committee that there would
be no question &s to numbers who would visit
Sacramento for the grand rally, as has already
been shown by correspondence, and that special
trains would be wanted on all roads when the
time of regular trains would not accommodate
visiting uniformed clubs and others.

Upon return of the committee, a meeting of
the Republican County Central Committee, the
Exccutive Committee for the industrial display
and parade, representatives of the Republican
clubs and other prominent Republicans was
held, at which A. A, Van Voorhies presided and
T, H. Berkey was secretary. At this meeting it
was resolved to make the forthcoming display
and parade one of State importance. To better
accomplish this a motion was unanimously
adopted vo change the date of holding the in-
dustrial display and parade heretofore ar-
ranged for, from the 26tk to Wednesday, Octo-
ber 31st. In addition to the previous arrange-
ment of having merely a demonstration in the
evening, it was also decided to hold meetings
during the day, and thus occupy the day and
evening in speaking and demonstration. A Com-
mittee on Grounds and Stands for Speakers
was appointed, consisting of Mayor Gregory,
Wm. Beckman, Ed. r. Taylor, M. D. Boruck
and Christopher Green.

A committee to procure speakers for the ccca-
sion was appointed, consisting of Clinton L.
White, F. R. Dray, Grove L. Johnson, Newton
Booth and 8. E. Carrington.

It was decided to have representatives of the
Republican organizations of this city go out
upon the several railroads leading to Sacra-
mento and make convenient arrangements con-
cerning trains and transportation for all the
clubs or parties desiring to take partin the grand
rally. This matter was placed in the hands of
Clinton L. White, who 1s to select and procure
the assistance of such persons as needed for
this purpose.

it was the confident belief of all present at
the meeting that not less than 20,000 Republi-
cans will come to Sacramento from abroad to
attend this gathering and demonstration; and
with & view to arranging so that all can hear
the important issues of the campaign discuss:d,
the Committee on Grounds and Stands was di-
rected to have four stands erected where from
six to ten thousand nwersons can hear speakers
from each.

On motion, unanimously adopted, the Com-
mittee on Speakers was instructed to invite
Governor Waterman and ex-Governor Leland
Standford, Newton Booth and George C. Perkins
to preside at the several stands. The commit-
tee was further instructed to invite the four Re-
publican Congressmen, Honorables McKenna,
Morrow, Felton and Vandever, and also the
eight Presidential Electors to be among the
speakers of the occasion.

It is intended to have speaking commence
early in the afternoon, and upwards of twenty
prominent speakers of the State wiil, it is ex-
pected, be present.

It will pe seen by this brief outline of ar-
rangements thus far ;nade that the occasion will
be one of the grandest rallies and demounstra-
tions ever held in the State. The plans and de-
tails will be pushed forward with the utmost
vigor, and everything that can be accomplished
to enable the Republicans of Central and
Northern California to meet 1n & monster gath-
ering and express their faith in the principles
of their party will be done.

A GERMAN ORATOR.

Dr. Schunelder Talks for the Democracy
at s uarper Hall,

Saturday evening Dr. Louis Schneider, of New

York, addressed 2 Demoecratic me eting in
Turner Hall. Owing to the greater attraction,
the Republican street parade, the mec ting w
not well attended until near its close. The
speeker said: The Republicans will tell us
they have wrested liberty from England, have
broken tne shackles of slavery, but what have
thev done for the white slaves? As for protec-
tion, who lm}'-.. lone more than the Democrats?
The Republicans have always opposed tariff’
reforms, and when Democrats have shown the
wisdom of reform the Republicaus have
claimed “we did it ‘The spi r quoted the
tonnage of shipping for the years 1850, 1860 and
1870 to show how in the last-named year it was
smaller than in the first-named, avd that due to
Blaine's idea of legitimate protecti Inl
our exporis were greater than to-day, although,
said Dr. Sehneider, the conutry is twice as
{mopulous now as it was then. Germany has
»een taken as a pattern of the benefits of pro-
tection, and Bismarck is quoted as pointing to
this country as the finest example of the pro-
tective policy. Why did Bismarek sympathize
with this policy? To benefit the working man ?
To foster home industries? We Germans know
bc_t'l.er. He wanted to raise icore funds for his
miiitary schemes which he could not otherwise
obtain from an over-taxed people.

T'aking up the guestion of wages, the doector
endeavored toshow how the amount paid in
different countries and in different parts of this
country are regulated entirely by sapply and
demand, and are independent of protection.
He cited many instances to show that uupro-
tected industries are much better paid in this
country than abroad, and in which protected
industriesare worse paid than abroad. In China
protection is greatest: Russia, France and Ger-
many rank next, and so, according to Blaine,
wages ought to be highest in China of the pro-
tected countries and lowest in free trade Eng-
land. Asa matter of fact, in the latter coun-
try during the last few years wages have risen
0010 1C0 per cent., and in protection blessed
Germany since 1877 men work three days in six.
