The Kxclii»iiin Act SuHtalned by the
13ourl«.

San Fi:.\xcisco, October 13th.— Judge Sawyer,
of the United states Circuit Court, to-day ren-
dered his decision sustaining the constitution-
ality of the Scott Exclusion Act. Judge Hoff-
man concurred. The Court holds that the peti-
tioners for writs of habeas corpus are not enti-
tled to be landed. One of them held a return
ceitilieate, the other claimed to be a prior resi-dent, both contendtd that the new law did not
apply to them, because they were on the hiu'h
seas when itwas passed. The Court holds that the
Act of October l.lSbt!, was intended to exclude
all Chinese laborers from entry from and after
that date, aud to void all certificates then out.
The language is specific and admits olno doubt
as to its meaning, and execpts none, neither
certificate men nor prior residents nor those en
route when the Act passed. Itis noconcern of
the Courts that the law works hardships. The
Courts do not make the law, aud cannot take
out of it its express commands. Congress in-
tended no exceptions to its ordtr, and ittook all
the responsibility. Tlie law is constitutional,
for itdoes not divest any one ofan indefeisable
right gained under the treaties and laws. The
certiticate to return is not a "contract," but
merely an instrument of evidence. A contract
is a meeting ol two minds on t>>e terms of an
agreement, but the certificate-holder was not
consulted in the matter at all. The being here
withihe right to remain, is one thing : the vol-
untary going away with the right to return, is
quite another. Congress has the right to legis-
late so as to control aud repeal the stipulations
of treaties granting the latter class of rights.
ana the Supreme Court so held in Whitney vs.
Robertson (121D. S.. 188-6). The Court points
out that in all its former rulings it has beenright,because Congress had not before so modi-
fied the existing treaties «nd laws as to justify
the conclusion that It intended to wholly ex-
clude Chinese- laborers, i
