The crime was committed in an instant,

< arter ordered the boy to rise, with a i
changed the commaud to " lie down,"' and
while Jeffrey was in n sitting posture, sent
the messenger of death crashing through
his skull. The lad's brains spattered
against the canvas. He died without a
moan or struggle.

Carter mounted his broncho and was
away into the night like the wind. In half
an boor fiftycowboys were on his trail, de-
termined to avenge the unprovoked killing
of their favoriie. Reinforcements joined
the chase at every '.anch, and Carter's cap-
ture and early demise seemed certain. But
tbe murderer had been cunning. He had
sehcled a speedy horse with tested qualities
of endurance, and traveled a route pecu-
liarly adapted to his purpose.

THE EXCITING (11 VSK.
The exciting chase terminated when Car-

le.- sought shelter at the ranch of Tom Sun,
a popular pioneer with prosaic ideas of
justice—a man who dubbed disciples of
Jadge Lynch "strangling cowards," and
who had previously emphasized his sci.ti-
ments on thi'i subject with death-dealing
ballets. As Carter had supposed, Sun, who
was in reality a Deputy Sheriff, ace
him as a prisoner, and threatened to shoot
the first man who attempted to " infringe
on the law," as he put it.

The disappointed cow-boys dispersed in
bad temper. Carter was taken to Rawlins
ar.d. in due time tried. His relatives em-
ployed nb'.e counsel, but the testimony was
conclusive. Carter was adjudged guilty
and sentenced to be hanged August 2tth
last. At earnest solicitation, Governor
Moonlight granted a sixty-day reprieve to
the condemned man. and the case was car-
ried to the Supreme tribunal of the Terri-
tory. The judgment of the lower Court
wa_ affirmed in short order. Not a solitary
palliating circumstance could be urged.
The murder was, Ihe Ciiief Justice said,
premeditated aud unprovoked.

HIS KATE SKTTI.KI'.

His fate settled, Carter, who had previ-
ously been hopeful, became despondent.
lost his appetite and join the Episcopal
Church. He was not an enthusiasticChris*-
tian, but rather a humble follower; not
demonstrative, but a student of the prayer-
book.

Carter was a giant in physique. He
weighed 190 pounds, was an inch over six
feet in bight, and splendidly proportioned.
Born in a range country, Horton county.
Tex., he was a cowboy from early youth and
an adept at the business. Of surly disposi-
tion he was verybellicose when in his cups,
but never before became involved in serious
trouble. He had been in the Territory eight
years and had worked for half a score of

SHERIFF HIGH.

Sheriff WilliamHigh,who hanged Carter,
is quite a character himself. He is a middle-
aged, under-sized individual, whose quiet,
but determined ways and known courage
make him an officer to be respee'ed. It is
said that High is a killer himself, but be
has nothing to say on the subject. It is
certain, however, that he is one of the men
who assisted in lynching the notorious
Jack Slade at Virginia City. Mont. High,
some time since, purchased the rope and
black cap use at Carter's execution. The
former is five-eights iuch cord, fifteen feet
long, and was made by the Chicago manu-
facturer who furnished the Anarchists'
hempen coils. The cap was a long bag
of the glossiest silk.

The Restriction Law Fut Into Force on
the Mexican Border.

El Paso (Tex.), October 20th.—The sud-
denly announced enforcement of the Chi-
nese restriction law at El Paso has cast
great consternation over the Chinese colony
here. Heretofore the Chinese inhabitants
of El Paso have been in the habit of going
across the P.io Grande to Paso De! Norte
aiid all other portions of Chihuahua iv the
most unrestricted manner. In fact some
in the big business have kept separate es-
tablishments ou the Mexican aud Amer-
ican sides of the river. Asudden stop was
put on it to day. The blow, being totally
unexpected, was the more stunning. To-
day all Chinese wanting to cross the Rio
Grande into Mexico were readily allowed
to go, but none were allowed to return to
El Paso.

Amonx the leading Chinese here many
are possessed of ample means and have
quietly consulted eminent legal talent as
to the means ofevading the stringent clauses
of the law, but met with no encourage-
ment from that quarter. Applications to
take out naturalization papers are prompt-
ly rejected by the Clerk ot the Court. John
Chinaman is very unhappy to-day.

OUR SISTER TERRITORY.

Governor Zulick'a Report on the Condi-
tion of Arizona.

WabhuTOTOH, October 20th.—C. W. /.ii-
lick. Governor of Arizona, in his annual
report to the Secretary of the Interior,
states that there has been during the year
steady progress in the growth aud develop-
ment of the Territory. The population
has largely increased ; the Indian depreda-
tions are a thing of the past; lifeand prop-
erty are now safe, and law and order are
supreme.

During the year 295.811 acres of public
laud were entered by settlers; 200 miles of
canal for irrigation are in operation and 100
miles additional will be built during the
present year.

The importance of Congress authorizing
a hydrographic survey of the Territory to
demonstrate the feasibility of artesian
wells and water storage reservoirs is dwelt
upon at great length.

The yield of gold aud silver last year
was $5,771,555.

The Governor renews tbe recommenda-
tion of last year for the necessary appoint-
ments for the survey of public lands in the
Territory, and urges the settlement of
private land grants and opposes the propo-
sition before Congress to transfer these
claims to a special Court created for that
purpose.

A TRUST IN TROUBLE.

Members of the Jute Bagging Combina-
tion Indicted.

Memphis, October 26th.—The Grand
Jury has returned indic'ments against Ben-
jamin Gralz, Anderson Gratz, L. W. Jones,
Joel Wood and Mr. Warren, members of
the firm of Warren, Jones <fe Gratz, of St.
Louis, manipulators of the bagging trust.
The indictments charge them with unlaw-
fully agreeing and conspiring to buy all the
bagging in the market, and the outputs of
the mills for several months, and advance
the prices double what they were before.

Requisition papers will be applied for at
once, and the indicted individuals brought
here for trial. The Attorney-General will
prosecute tbe case with vigor, and tbiuks
tbe indicted parties have clearly violated
the law.

WHAT GRATZ HAYS.

St. Louis, October 20th.—Referring to a
dispatch from Memphis, Term., with ref-
erence to the indictment of members of the
jute bagging combination, Benjamin Gratz
said he did not know nor care anything
about it. The firm of Warren, Gratz &
Jones were only manufacturers and did
not own a yard ofbagging.

OVERLAND FREIGHT?.

The Interstate Commission and the New
Transcontinental Tariff*.

Washington, October 26th.—The Inter-
state Commerce Commission has made
public the result of its examination of the
new transcontinental tarills which were
put in effect September 1, 1888. It is held
that discriminations are made and undue
advantages are given by the special com-
modity tariffs which caused the complaints.
The opinion further states that these con-
clusions were made known October 16'h to
representatives of the transcontinental lines
at an interview arranged for that purpose,
and were at once acceded to. The modified
arrangement suggested by the Commission
for west-bound business having gone into
effect October 23d, the details of the opin-
ion are substantially the same as furnished
by Chairmen Leeds and Midgely, and re-
ported in these dispatches some days ago.

NO HARM INTENDED.

Striking Carmen on Trial For Uelng Dy-
namite Bombs.

Chicago, October 26th.—.Julius Kaseburg,
Peter Thompson, Thomas Nicholson and
John Magee were on trial to-day, charged
with placing dynamite bombs on the tracks
of the North Chicago Street Railway, dur-
ing the recent strike of conductors and
drivers. The policeman who arrested the
prisoners testified and gave the statements
made by defendants. These were, in effect,
that the bombs were ordinary railway tor-
pedoes, incapable of doing any damage, and
that there was no intention of harming
anyone, the object being merely to scare
the new men.

THE RAHWAV MYSTERY.
A Kay of Eight Thrown Fpon a Loog

Hidden Crime.
New York, October 38th.—About one

year ago Sophie Jansou, a young and pre*
pjssessing woman, 25 years of age, left
Sweden to visit her sister iv Brooklyn. She
arrived at Castle Garden, which she left for
Schmidt's Hotel in this city. Since then
all trace of her has been lost. Her married
sister, whom she had come to visit, has also
disappeared.

The mysterious disappearance of Miss
Janson was not made known until a few
days ago, when Mrs. Sandborg, residing at
Erastina, Staten Island, returned from a
visit to Sweden, where she met the young
woman's parents, and learned that tbey had
heard nothing of their daughter since she
arrived in this country. Miss Janson, when
she left home, had about $3,000, and wore
considerable jewelry.

As the disappearance of the young
woman occurred about the same time as
the discovery of the murder of the young
woman at Rahway, N. J., Mrs. Sandborg
is inclined to believe that the murdered
woman is Miss Janson. She will go to
Rahway to-morrow, and, ii possible,
identify the clothing^ of the young mur-
dered woman, which is in the possession of
Rah way's authorities.

AMERICAN-BORN MARINES.

Admiral Porter Explains the Good Fea-
tures of the Apprentice Sjstom.

Washington*, October 20th.—Admiral
Porter, in his annual report to the Secre-
tary of the Navy, says in regard to the ap-
prentice system, that it Is one of the beat
features of the navy, and in that connec-
tion the report runs'lhus : " The crews of
our ships are generally made up of sailors
fiom every part of the world, but mostly
of the Scandinavian race—good reliable
men in tiuie of peaoe, who littlecare under
what dag they sail. They have no senti-
ment for our flag or nationality, and possi-
bly if it came to an action with a ship of
their own cr a neighboring nation, they
would haul down Ihe American colors and
hoist their own. This is a contingency
against which we shr.uid provide, and we
have the means of doing so through the
vast number of American bays who are
roaming the streets at will, and who would
cocsider Government employment a boon.

New York, October 26th.—HaH McAl-
lister, of Sau Francisco, who has just been
brought back from Europe in a critical
condition of health, and who. it is believed,
is suffering from a serious meats] aifeciiou,
is being cared for in the lamiiy of his son-
in-law, J. E. Newiands, at the latter's resi-
dence, No. 13 Gramerey park, in ihis
city. The family and friends of McAllister
are very reticent, and (heir unwillingness
to speak about him is the maiu reason for
believing tbat his menial condition is seri-
ous. It is known positively that McAllis-
ter's physical health is extremely bad.
His trip to Europe, wbich was undertaken
expressly for the purpose of recupera'irjg
him by change of scene and withdrawal
from all business cares in San Francisco,
lias had exactly the ODposite effect. In-
stead of being benefited by the trip, he is
in a much feebler condition than he was
some months ago. It is doubtful whether
the journey from New York to SanFra-
ncisco with him can be continued at once,
as was intended.

McAllister is now in his 62J year, and
long illness has made him seem much
older. When your correspondent called
at Newiands' residence this evening he was
not permitted to see McAllister. Newiands
made no statement of his father-in-law's
condition. He only said that McAllister
was not so critically ill as reporled. It is
understood, however, that since McAllister's
arrival the Newiands have not received
company.

The invalid is a brother to Ward Mc-
Allister, the well-known society man of
this city, who gained considerable notoriety
by the statement in an interview that the
eitei of New York consisted of only tour
hundred.'

Ward McAllister was seen at his resi-
dence, but was not inclined to give much
definite information. "Mybrother is very
weak.' he said, "but the sensational re-
ports of his immediate collapse, or the
danger ol it. aie exaggerated. I understand
that he will be taken to Sau Fiancisco in a
day or two—at least iv a few days. He is
testing here. The members of his family,
who accompanied him to Europe, are with
him, and will return to San Francisco
when he does."

I would uot allow an article to
land that we can manufacture ourselves. I
would not allow any workmen to come over
and take the places of our own workmen. I
am a protectionist, and in many respects differ
from those who are preaching protection iv this
campaign. Were it not for the labor orgar-
Izations there would b-_ no protection for meu
who work. These things are facts, acd yet 1
am accused of partiality for the liemocratic
party. lam ueuiral in this campaign, and in-
tend to remain so until election day.

TOO HOT FOR HIM.

A Relief That Minister West Would
Rather be lv Russia.

Washington, October 20th.—No new de-
velopments are expected in relation t.?
