THE GRAND STAND,

Erected for review of the procession in front
of Governor Waterman'’s residencs, at Six-
teenth and H streets, was a marvel of the
carpenter’s and decorator’s handiwork. It
was 30 feet in length by 20 in width, and

was profusely upholstered in the na-
tional bunting, while festoons of
ornamental lanterns traversed the

pretty structure on =all sides. There were
chairs for two bundred invited guests of
the Governcr, and while each chair had its
occupant of lady or gentleman, there were
many who stood during the sixty or more
minutes in which the cheering participants
paraded by the exccutive mansion. Among
the distingunished visitants, who pariook ot
his Excellency’s hospitality, and were seen
on the reviewing stand, were especially no-
ticed: Governor R. W. Waterman, ex-Gov-
ernor Newton Booth, ex-Governor George
C. Perkins, ex-Governor F. F. Low, Hon.
E. V. Spencer, Hon. J. G. Swinneron,
Hon. R. B. Carpenter, Hoen. G. G. Blanch-
ard, Geoeral E. 8. Salomon, Hon. Joseph
McKenna, Hon. Charles A. Garter, Hon.
S. M. Shortridge, Hon. A. G. Booth, Hon.
John F. Swift, Hon, H.V. Morehouse,
Hon. 8. D. Woods, Hon. L. B. Mizner,
Hon. J. M. Fulweiler, Hon. B. Collins, M.
D. Boruck, C. K. McClatchy and a large
number of ladies.
THE GOVERNOR'S RESIDENCE

And vast grounds were as a fairy picture of
bright light and brilliant decorations; flags,
lanterns, transparencies, patriotic mottoes
and waving banners among the trees and
shrubs rendered the premises a scene of
beauty. The balconies were crowded with
fair ladies, who greeted each passing feature
with clapping of hands and waving of
cambric, vieing with their sterner gallants
in their appreciation of the sentiment of
protection that passed in brilliant array or
paused in the march but a moment to
greet the State’s Governor with loud and
hearty recognition. Altogether it was a
spot made memorable by the perfection of
its beautiful appointments for the cceasion
and by the gathering of the State's great
men who there assembled to honor the
Execative and enjoy the pageant

The procession comamenced passing the
grand stand at 7:59 p. M. aud the last part
of it went by at 9:05 o’clock, takinz 1 hour
and 6 minutes to pass a given point, All
the clubs cheered the Governor as they
passed his stand.

At the head of the column was the
Grand Marshal and six mounted aids, fol-
owed by a brass band ard the Auburn
Clab with flambeau torches. They car-
ried small transparencies with pungentaad
appropriate mottoes.

Next came seventy-five mounted aids,
followed by an electric light wagon and
another burning red fire and fireworks.
The next was one of the most pleasing
features of the parade, the Sacramento
Wheelmen’s Club on their bicycles, taste-
‘ully trimmed with the national colors and
a Chinese lantern suspended on either side
from the guiding handle.

The first wagon of the industrial display
was from the railroad shop. It was
canopied, representing a draughtsman's
office with working models and six men at
work. It bore the tollowing: * Free trade
for idle theorists, but not for workmen.”
* Fair wages for a fair day's work. We
know who are our friends.”

Next came the pattern makers with a
similar car, representing that branch of
mechanics, their float bearing sunitable in-
scriptions and transparencies.

Tben followed two floats representing
machine shops with engines at work, steam
up and blowing the whistles. They were
minature shops in full operation by men
who understand their business and uphold
American industries. They were loudly
applauded all along the line. One of the
{ransparencies bore the following: “I
would rather pay a man $5 a day, it he
earned it, than to pay him five shillings. I
don’t want cheap wages.—Leland Stan-
ford.”

Next followed several hundred shop em-
ployes carrying torches and small trans-
parencies, four gnd six abreast.

A float representing a blacksmith shop
aud several smiths welding iron was sar-
mounted by a large transparency, “ With
Harrison as our helper we will weld pro-
tection to American labor.”

Next came a country uniformed club
with seventy-five men, which was followed
by a float representing a number of me-
chanics at work, ‘with the following in-
scription: * Do You Want Protection and
American Wages, or Free Trade and For-
eign Wages? Answer by Your Vote.”
* Free Trade is not a Drawing Card. Haul
it Down, Grover.” - ‘

The boiler-makers’ float was also filled
with a dozen men at work, with the in-
scription, *“ We Tender Our Suppert to
Harrison, Morton and Protection.”

Several other floats from the shops simi-
ler in make up representing the various
departments followed, each drawn by four
horses, and each filled with mechanics at
work. *“ We will Dip the Tide of Free
Trade Dry on the 6th of November,” was
the legend on the float representing the
tin shop. The paint shop float had as its
emblem, “ We'll Paint Her Red, Grover,
but not for You.” * Protection to Ameri-
can Labor and Manufacturers, American
Lead, American Oils, American Colors,
American Tools and American Labor by
Birth or Adoption.”

Next came really the finest feature in the
procession, the car ** Protection,” repre-
senting the car department of the Southern
Pacific Company. It was a passenger car
in miniatare, thir:]y feet long, complete in
every respect,and drawn by four gray
steeds. On its side, in beautiful letters,
was the word Protection. Above the win-
dows the letters H. and M. R. R. On the
top was the following: ** Harrison’s Presi-
dential Car. It will arrive at the White
House promptly on March 4, 1888.”" * Gen-
eral Harrison's Car. Good for a trip be-
tween Indianapolis and Washington with-
out change.”

The upholsterers’ car was very hand-
some, and tastefully decorated: “We Will
Attend to the Finishing Touches in the
Barial of Free Trade.” “We Will Furnish
pno Votes for Free Trade.”

Another float, representing a car in
course of construction, carpenters at work,
was labeled : “We Tender Our Sapport to
the Party Which Has Protected Home In-
dustries.” “This Train Will Not Jump
the Track to Run on Grover's Free-Trade
Road to Poverty Gulch.”

THE SECOND DIVISION

Was headed by Colonel Guthrie, and after
him came the Sixth Infantry Band from
Stockton, a set of good musicians, well
drilled.

The Stockton Harrisen and Morton Club
followed in magnificent array, and at their
beads were two large elephants, labeled
‘“Protection,” while just behind the hnge
beasts moped a diminutive donkey, with
lock of injured innocence, flapping his
long ears as if he realized that he cerried
around his ribs a banner with “Free Trade”
as its device.

The Hoosier Club, with Dr. B. F. Pen-
dery, the club Marshal, was led by J. W.
Wilson, President, and the Marshal and
six horsemen, wearing fine silken secarfs,
prepared by the Marshal's wife for the
occasion. Then came a prairie schooner
drawn by four horses, with bowbell chimes.
On the “schooner” were eighteen members
of the club with torches. A buggy with a
committee delegation and a float with
a log cabin surrounded by eight club mem-
bers, followed. In frontof the cabin were
a drummer and a fifer, and at the rear an
old-time * fiddler.” At one side of the
cabin lay a fox, at one end stood a barrel of
hard cider, above the peak was a coon-skin
banuer, and from the low eaves hung a
long-handled gourd. The mottoes of the
ciub were:

“This Hoosier schooner is not a2 pal-
ace coach ; but, by gosh! it was not made
by convicts, as were Cleveland’s army
wagons.,”

* What's the matter with Indiana?
she’s all right.”

* Go West, Sackville (G.) Cleveland.”

“ The Hoosiers solid for Harrison.”

¢ West-ward Democracy takes its way.”

* When our Ben is President he will not
buy American soldiers their blankets in
Euogland.”

‘* Indiana will do her duty.”

The club’'s unique turnout drew a great
deal of attention, and was a novel and n-
teresting addition to the line. Coming
down K street. when the parade was half
over, the ‘ schooner” slipped a tire and
had to retire from the line, much to the
chggrin of the enthusiastic Indianans.

A transparency. as did many others, hore
the sentence, *‘Protection to American In-
dustries.”

A wagon of wool came next and said, by
its big-lettered banner, “High Tariff on
Weol Must be Restored.”

The Republican Club from Routier's
Station, in this county, next succeeded, and
in black letiers anncunced, “We Honor
All and Fear None.”

The Dixon, Solano county, Club marched
in strong numbers with *Protection to
American Fruit and Wine,” to indicate
that they lived in & country that is rich in
those products. They also had on their
ensign, “Joe McKenna Our Boy for Con-
gress.”

The Drum Corps was next in line with
its never-ceasiag rattle and roll of marching
time.

Davisville was here, represented by quite
a body of protectionists, and they an-
nounced it in bold characters, as seen on a
transparency in the words, * Free Trade
and Starvation,” and then becoming face-
tious, they had ** Doliars and Sense vs.
Mills.”

A unique and picturesque feature was a
log cabin, with backwood attachments and
a live coon on the roof, while the animal
was kept in terror by the constant fire of
roman candles through the mimic chimney,
handled by some one on the inside.

Three wagons loaded with hops, one of
Mebius & Co., attracted much attention,

Then W. H. Dixon, the wool-raiser of
the Cosumnes, had three wagons loaded
with wool, one of them hauled by six
horses. From one of them Billy an-
nounced, ** One Englishman for Harrison.”
And again was read, * California to the
Front.”

The Pioneer Flour Mills had a huge sack
of flour to indicate its following. They
announced to the spectators, “ No Free
Trade in Ouars.”

The display of W. R. Strong & Co.,
wholesale fruit shippers and nurserymen,
was very attractive and made quite a pro-
cession in itself. The three members of
the firm occupied a carriage properly
decorated; following this a heavy truck
drawn by four large horses was hand-
somely fitted up. The following mottoes
were prominently displayed on the cover
and sides of the truck: *‘ American
Labor, First, Last and All the Time.”
“The Fruit Industry of California De-
mands Protective Tariff,” the inside of
the truck being brilliantly illuminated
gave the whole the appearance of a large
transparency. Following this, the em-
ployes of the house, to the number of 35
men, marched with military precision,
under the marshalship of one of thair num-
ber, C. B. Strong. The men were all dressed
uniformly in black clothes, with an appro-
priate sash, and bore a number of trans-
parencies, among which the following
legends were conspicuous : '* What is the
matter with Strong & Co? We're all
right.” On the reverse of this was the
inscription: “ We'R Strong for Harrison
and Morton.” * Elevate Labor and Im-
prove Society.” ‘ Labor is Honorable, not
Degrading.” Next was the delivery wagon
of the firm, bearing an immense log-cabin,
constructed in 2 unique manner, the logs
being covered with large highly-colored
apples and other fruit, and the interior be-
ing brilliantly illuminated, showed off the
cabin to good effect. After this, the nur-
sery department c¢f the house was repre-
sented by a large float, handsomely deco-
rated and well filled with a large assort-
ment of evergreen and other nursery stock,
trees, plants and flowers. In all, the firm
had 43 men in the procession, all of whom
were directly connected with the house.

The Union Brewery had a couple of
wagons, and annouznced itself in favor of
“ Home Industry.”

Gregory Brothers made a fine display of
their produce house. -

Friend & Terry’s laumber yard had a
couple of wagons in line.

Blue's carriage factory carried on their
business in grand and noisy style, as they
hamiaered their way over the pavement.

Baker & Hamilton had their large manu-
facluring industries represented by plows
and reapers and mons{rous mowers.-

Van Voorhies & Co. had one section of
their harness-house and half their hands
employed in horse-eollar making and saddle
finishing. The boys, as they passed, langh-
ingly pointed to the expression above their
toy shop, ** Brush the flies off West; he has
let the cat out of the bag.”

The Scott Manufacturing Company was
next in line, with a fine display.

The Union Iron Works had as its watch-
word : “ No Free Trade for Us.”

J. H. Moon, architect and builder, had a
display wagon in line.

The Bell Conservatory had two wagons
of plants and exotics, to perfume the at-
mosphere on the route of march.

A load of hops bore the inscription :
*“ Let the Democrats take their Cleve-land;
I take Harrison and good hop land.”

The “Cyclone” Wind Mill Company had
two of their mills in the march.

Holbrook, Merrill & Stetson put in an
appearance with complete outfit and appro-
priate mottoes.

Henry Fisher’s candy factory was repre-
sented in two light wagons by the young
lady clerks of that house.

THIRD DIVISION.

The Third Division was commanded by
L. L. Lewis and headed by the First Ar-
tillery Band. Then followed a cavalcade
of aids, who led the Resolutes in their
handsomest uniforms. In front of the club
was a carriage containing twelve or fifteen
young ledies. On the sides of the vehicle
were banners bearing the following, *“These
young ladies made our uniforms.” The
carriage was greeted with applause all
along the line of march, as were also the
Resolutes.

The Folsom Club followed with some
seventy-five members, bearing different
mottoes and devices. Next followed a Re-
publican club wearing white capes.

When the drummers came along they
were loudly cheered. They were dressed
in black suits, with silk hats, carried a
strapand grip, and 2 cane. When they
cheered the Governor he gracefully ac-
knowledged the compliment and said,
* Boys, I've been there myself.” They
carried & transparency on a very high pole,
which read, ** It's Wonderful how Business
Keeps Up.”

The Brighton club, some sixty in num-
ber, came next. They have handsome
uniforms, and their torches bore battle-
axes. They were enthusiastic, full of hur-
rahs, and were applauded everywhere.
Their banner was, ** As Brighton Goes so
Goes the State. She’s Solid for Harrison.”

The Army and Navy League came next,
headed by a fife and dram corps, They
were out in large numbers, and when they
cheered passing the reviewing stand it was
an army vell.

One of the best festures in the industrial
display was that of Waterhouse & Lester.
On one wagon was an immense wheel
which revolved as the wagon rolled along,
the rim of which bore the inscription *“Pro-
tection.” Their banner was: ‘‘Grover uses
convict-made wagons to deliver English
blankets.” “Grover, what's the matter
with our wagons, they're all right.”

Many of the wagons, and some of the
best features, bure no banuer indicating to
whom they belonged.

The latter was soon
caught and the gallant horseman in saddle
as proud as if it did not hurt to ride after
the hard seat he had lately experienced.

On H street, between Eieventh and
Twelfth streets, a wagon bearing a minia-
ture planing machine, and from the rail-
road shops, broke an axle and completely
collapsed, rendering it useless for the rest
of the long journey.

On K street a vehicle, with representa-
tion of a box car in course of construction,
“took a tumble” and had to be removed as
totally disabled. It was the result of com-
ing in contact with the street car tracks.
