In prosecutions of this kind the Coarts have
always 1 the evidence with jealous
care, and in my gment the general charecter
idence here, having in view the cir-
cumstances under which the prosecutrix was
induced to lay this charge against the petitioner,
gives rise to a just suspicion of the good faith
with which the prosecution was instituted, and
aptiy points the language of our Supreme Court
in the case of People vs. Benson (6 Cal. 22). The
defendant had bein convieted of rape on & girl
of vears of age, and in reversing the judg-
ment beciuse of the insufficiency of the egi-
dence it issaid : “ There i8 no class of prosecu-
tions sttended with so much danger, or which
afford so ample an opportuni y for free p'ay of
malice and private vengeance. In such cases
the zecused is almost defenseless, and Courts, in
view ot the tacility with which charges of this
character may be inveated and maintained,
have been strict in laying down the rule which
should govern the jury in their findings.”
