FYSTERIOUS AFFAIR.

A Womap Fatally Shet in Her Home by
a Cuban,

PriLaperpaia, November 5th.—A very
mysterious shooting affair, which will in
all likelihood cause the death of Mrs. Retta
Stockes, occurred to-night. Early in the
evening three shots were beard in her
house, and an officer, upon investigation,
found that a Cuban named Fred Raimos
had shot Mrs. Stockes three times, two of
the bulleis taking effect in her face aad the
third one in one of her lungs. The officer
arrested Raimos, but only succeeded in do-
ing so after the prisoner had fired a shot
and been clubbed into 1nsensibility.

Both Mrs. Stockes and Raimos were
taken to the hospital, where the former is
dying and the latter either feigning or is
actually unconscicus. Not the slightest
clue as to the motive for the crime can be
learned, the woman being unable to talk,
and the prisoner is likewise silent. Mrs.
Stockes has a seven-year-old child and
lived with her husband in the house where
she received her wounds. Her husband,
who rettirned to the bouse shortly after the
affair, can throw no light upon it.

THE COLLIERY HOREROR,

Cause of the Disaster — Heartrending
Scenes at the Mines.

There wss only the fraction
of a second between the explosion of the
kernel mill and those of the other
three. There were only two men in the
mills. Both were fatally hurt.

Revolulion in Telegraphy.

New York, November 5th.—Dr. Harris,
of Washington, has invented a system of
machine telegrapby by which messages are
printed at the farther end, the sending in-
strument operated like a typewriter. It is
claimed the machine is able to send 200
words a minute, and it will revclutionize
telegraphy, making it cheaper to send by
wire than mail.

Nitro-Glycerine Explosion.

PirrssurG, November 5th.—A nitro-giy-
cerine factory and warehouse located near
Shamokin, an oil town on the Pittsburg
and Lake Erie road, fiiteen miles from this
cily, exploded this morning. The shock
was plainly perceptible.

At first it was reportec that three persons
were killed. Later accounts say none.

The Conscience of the XIXth Century.

From Dr. Lyman Abbott’s article on
“The New Reformation,” in the Novem-
ber Century, we quote the following: “ Cer-
tainly the conscience of the American
people, I should rather say of the Anglo-
Saxon people, never has been so sensitive
and never so resolute in dealing with prac-
tical life. If the most trusiworthy expres-
sions of religious feeling are those uttered
in devotional meetings, private journals
and religious biography, it is quite possi-
ble that what the theologians call ¢ convic-
tion of sin’ was more poignant in the last
century than in this; but if the most
trustworthy expressions of religious feel-
ing are those embodied in life, the sense of
sin and the purpose of reformation have
been far more effectively expressed in this
century than in the last. Then millions
of slaves were held in bondage in America
and other millions under the British flag
in its colonies, with only a feeble and
wholly ineffective protest. Drunken-
ness did not lead to social disrepute
either in old or New England. Churches
paid for drinks on occcasions of dedi-
cations and ordinations, and the minister’s
sideboard took on the aspect of a public
bar. The conscience of England abolished
slavery in all English dominions in 1833:
that of the United States, moving more
slowly and having a more onerous task,
accomplished its work thirty years later
and at an awful cost. But the task was
accomplished. Almost on the very spot
where in the first half of this century a
Northern missionary was publicly whipped
on the bare back, not for circul:ting unti-
slavery tracts, but for having cae in his
smssession, now stand the buildings of the
‘isk University, dedicated to the educa-
tion of the emancipated negro. If drink-
ing has not been diminished—upion that
question social statisticians are nit agreed
—drunkenness certainly has decreased,
both in England and in the United States:
and the conscience of the people, s wakened
to the enormity of a social erin - which
costs more in both men and mo..y than
eitber war or pestilence, is seeking to find
a way to bring the destruction of this
enemy to a perpetual end. It has not yet
wund the way, but it has found, or is fast
finding, the will. And where there is a
will there is a way.”

Skio Grafliing.

Skin grafting has been recentiy resorted
to by Dr. Pitkin, of Waterbury, under
somewhat peculiar couditions. The pa-
tient is lidward Marshall, who had one of
his fingers smashed. The member was so
badly injured that under ordinary circum-
stances if wonld bave been deemed neces-
sary to remove the finger below the mid-
dle joint, although the bone remained in-
tact for some little distance above. - Mar-
ghall was naturaliy desirous of saving as
much of the finger as possible, and Dr.
Pitkin sympathizing with him, made up
his mind that he could save the desired
portion by resorting to skin-graiting to
cover the otherwise denuded stump.  Ac-
cordingly the finger was only taken off
between the fivst and second joints. Stim-
ulation of the tissues was then successfally
tried to efiect the granulation necessary to
make skin-grafting practicable. Subse-
quently skin was obtained from the arm of
the patient, while Dr. Pitkin was so much
interested in the case, that he help the
patient out with two are three contribu-
tions of a similar character. The case
proved in every respect successful, and the
patient, in the parlance of the medical
profession, is going to have “a most beauti-
ful stump.”— Republican.

A HOLLOW PRETENSE.

Shown to He Still the Friend
of England.

New York, November 6th.—a. M —
George W. Smalley cables the Tribune from
London that it is a fact that the negotia-
tions between Salisbury and Cleveland were
amicable throughout. He says that Salis-
bury, when Sackville's interference in the
American election was first brought to his
no'ice, offered that he should ecme home
on leave of absence. It isa fact thatthe
American Government was at first dis-

posed to grant the proposal, and
that when Cleveland, eeting his own

words under party pressure, determined to
give Sackville his passport, he ascertained
that this could be Aone without provoking
retaliation. It is a fact that there had
been, trom first to last, a good understand-
ing between Cleveland and Salishury. He
asserts that be had information to dispel
the pretense that Cleveland has been as-
suming an attitude hostile to his English
friends.

Lord Salisbury explained to the Ameri-
can Government that if he were to recall
Lord Sackviile it must end or seriously in-
jure his dipiomatic career, ** whereas,” he
added, in substance, “if you send him
home it wi!i :ave no such effect.”

Upon this Lint Cleveland acted. If Mr.
Cleveland is elected he will not forget Salis-
bury, who, to his great credit, lent no ear
to the worse than foolish suggestion that he
should take vengeance on Minister Phelps.

Every-
thing turns to his advantage. His daugh-
ter's wedding has added to his presiige.
Boulanger now poses on more than equal
terms with the Compte de Paris and Prince
Victor.

The Gaulvissays: “It is the duty of all
Frenchmen to throw themselves heart and
soul into the Boulauger movement.”’

The Jowrnal des Debats says: *“We are
sorry for it, but we are obliged to record
that Boulanger is now the man of the fu-
ture;” while the 7emps adds, “Boulanger
now completely overshadows the Compte de
Paris and Prince Victor.” The imperialist,
La Patrie, remarks, **At the moment when
the priest passed to the left of the altar dur-
ing the wedding ceremony to read the first
passage from the gospel, Boulanger bowed
his head and made the sign of the cross.
This fact assures him 50,000 votes.”

All the radical papers, the Cri du People
and the L' Intransiguent continue to praise
the Generel, and regard him as their idol.
The Fieninent says Boulanger has now
signed his concordant with the church, and
his daughter’'s wedding has become a sort
of poiitical Te Deum.

PLOITING POLANDERS.

Discovery of a New Conspiracy Against
Russla’s Czar.

Loxpoxn, November 5th.—The St. Peters-
burg correspondent of the Daily Telegraph
says: General Gorouko has sent a telegram
to the Minister of the Interior announcing
that he discovered the existence of a revo-
lationary society in Poland, with numerous
branches. Many members have been ar-
rested, including 2 number of students, a
magistrate and scveral Government ofii-
cials, all of whom are in prison at Warsaw.

The society has issued a manifesto re-
aretting the failure of the recent attempt
on the life of the Czar at Kutais, and threat-
ening a repetition of the attempt.

Why? Because the iniquities of English
free trade—not the wisdom of God, as Lord
Carlicle said—have converted Ireland into
“the fruitful mother of flocks and herds,”
because English frce trade has killed ont
our Irish manufactures, and because Ire-
land has no power to put on a protective
tariff to give them a fresh start and to
nurture them.

Three years ago Mr. Parnell declared
that the home-rule bill, then about to be
formulated for Ireland, should give to Ire-
land the right to protect Irish manufact-
ures—at least for a limited period—but so
great was the alarm aroused among the
English “shopkeepers” and the Liberal
Cobden Club free traders that he has not
dared since to say one word on the subject.

Between the struggle in Ireland and
that in which Mr. Hurd and his brother
free traders are engaged there is not one
particle of similarity. In Ireland my
countryinen are struggling for protection
for Trish labor, protection for Irish manu-
factures and commerce, protection for Irish
homes; while Irish landlords, English
monopolists, and Mr. Hurd’s friends, the
Cobden Club theorists, want free trade in
Irish eviction, free trade in Irish laud,
free tradein Irish labor, and a free market
for Irish manufactures in Ireland.— Ertract
