
THE LATE CAMPAIGN.
The peaceable revolution through which

the American people pass every four years
is again ended. It has l>ee.n one of inten-
sity rather than of acrimony—that is to
say, it has been fought out upon legiti-
mate lines of debate, with less of personal
assault than ÜbUal ; in fact, character has
not been assailed. This is a very gratify-
ing fact, and it encourages us to hope that
in this respect it may serve as a model for
future Presidential campaigns.

While thus devoid of assault upon char-
acter, the late campaign was not free from
littleness and dishonesty as exemplified
by shameless assaults upon the sensibili-
ties and intelligence of the people and a
pandering to prejudices arising oat of law-
lessness. The people wore shocked by
most unwarranted and groundless asser-
tions of what at lt:a.»t one candidate slid—
one unsupported allegation, for inst.-.nce,
being that tiie Republican candidate had
declared that "a dollar a day was enough

!"\u25a0 r any workingman." As against Mr.
< levelaod we do uot uw recall any nsper-
sioßS, nor were there any charges except
eueh a« relate:! to legitimate issues in the
campaign.

There ma a great ik-.u of unfair play
upon both 6ides, and resorts had of which
I'oth parties should be heartily ashamed-
There was dangerous truckling to the
sentiment that underlies anarchism and
lawles.-nens and it encouraged all such, in
the very nature of thing*. The nervous
iinxictyof both great parties to conciliate
element1- that had in the past assumed
lawless attitudes upon questions relative
to nell ; ..-iliuutt, v.^ ;t iiuuiiiiiiiiugtaw.,
and does not tend to command respect for
party methods. Let us look this matter
squarely in the face, ff strikes and resorts
to force to right grievances by any clashes
ofcitixens are to be condoned by political
parties, and campaigns are to be conducted
upon a level with the fear to antagonize
lawlessness, how long will it be before men
willrefuse to stand up for law and order
and against the unlawful seizure or de-
struction of property ? It is a fact, one
that semible and reflecting men, wage-
earners or capitalists, laborers or business
mcD, willagree upon, that nothing in the
career of General Harrison was more to
the credit of hia good citizenship
und his manhood, than his per-
fect readiness and fearlessness to
stand forward in the great strike of 1877
as the friend of order, and for the preven-
tion of lawlessness and to protect life and
property. The position did not involve
antagonism to workingmen's interests; on
t :e contrary he is the best friend of labor
who is firmest in defense of the laws, and
the rights of men and property, and the
orderly and legal adjustment of all diffi-
culties. If it was good reason for voting
against General Harrison that he was in
favor of law and order during the great
6trike, then it follows that it is good reason
fur voting for any candidate who favors
disorder, violence and the usurpation of
legal powers. Carry that doctrine out
its legitimate conclusion, and the result
wiilbe that the men most likely to become
candidates willrefuse to stand for the laws
as against opposing forces, for fear that
exhibitions of manliness and good citizen-
ship will imperil their political prospects.
When conditions reach that level anarchy
and the rule of the mob willbe the law ol
the land. ItL) no offense to workingmen,
no disrespect to their grievances, no hos-
tilityto their just claims, to oppose di.-tor-
der. It willbe a sorry era for republican
institutions wheu Mich discharge of the
obligations of good citizenship shall dis-
qualify men for reception of the suffrages
of .1 free people.

However, the late contest on the whole
vr;t-> in character very much above the
BSOaJ, and had in it less of the objectiou-
«l)lc than many that have preceded it. It
had this positive virtue, that it was
broadly educating. It may be bafely as-
sumed that the Ain?ricun people, as a
whole, are to-rfay immeasurably better in-
formed up«n the question of the tariff than
ever before, and lli.tt they are greatly wiser
cooceniing our commercial relations with
foreign countries.

The campaign, therefore, has not been
profitless. It is customary, at the conclu-
sion of these contests, to moralize upon
tfceir " baneful" influence. Saving aud
excepting the humiliating tendency re-
ferred to, we are not disposed to join in the
chorus. To a certain extent the Presi-
dential election periods divert attention
from business and check its course some-
whit. To a certain extent there is an
output of energy that is wasted. But it is
also true that to several branches of trade
n caiupaign is stimulant, and there are no
sufficient reasons for Lelieving thai any
very serious, certainly no lasting, injury
results from fairlv-miuinfted campaigns
t;> carefully conducted and well-grouuded
bii^iness. So long as the American people
cvnduct their campaigns upon lines of de-
bate that involve only the policy of gov-
ernment, and the fitucas of the candidate*,
there need be no fear eutertained of retro-
gression. In fact, the genius of the Amer-
ican system is peculiaily exemplified by
the capacity of the people to wrestle with
each other in political areuas, and to sub-'
Btit with grace and content to the expres-
sion of the willof the majority.

PUT WOMEN ON THE BOARD.

in Swxamento the echoes of the Na-
tional contest willhave scarcely died wnj

before, we will find ourselves engaged in a
brief campaign for an election to deter-
mine the local management of our seliowl
M-leiu. It ought not to involve any citi-
zens as partisans. The questions at stake
are purely economic and educational, and
can have ne relation whatever to party
politic*. Ifpartisanship is drawn into this
election it willnot he to the betterment of
\u25a0die schools. We ought to select our ed-
poatiozial legislators on a plane above and

wholly unrelated to party. The conduct

of the public schools has nothing whatever

to do-with party politics or partisans, or

fa; rcwar-1 of political servitors. Where-

e^ra legislature attempts to reflect party

in it tch&i legislation, it invariably does

i; to the Injury of the school iystem.

n aa assault irf made upon the iu-

tegrity of the educational system it is time
enough for a political party to champion
the scheme of coruino;! schools.

As the s; !!:;ol system is a part of the so-
cial plan and is as interwoven with it
as is the home itself, why should
not the mothers of th<? land have a direct
voice in the governinpnt of the schools it
provides? If it was a wise thing t<> elect
women upon the School Board in San
Francisco, it willbe as wise to do so here.
Lei us follow the example of the metrop-
olis and make baJf "iirnominations for the
Board of Education from among the women
of Sacramento. This will place but two
on the Hoard this year; next year let US
elect two more, and thus divide the Board
equally among men and women. Ifthe
partisanship of the managers of the po-
litical parties in this city is so intense that
they cannot consent to eliminate politics
from the school election now, at leant let
them agree upon this proposition con-
cerning female Directors, which they can
do without yielding a littleof their po-
litical predjodioes. The lK*ses on lioth
aides may be expected to object—but we
may do them injustice; they may be f:ir-
beeinj enough to perceive that the p:\rt
of wisdom is uot to resist the inevitable,
for sooner of later the rights of women to
a voice in the management of the common
schools willbe recognized.

Pins, Twelve Dollars a Paper.

From an article entitled "Hard Times
in the Confederacy" in the September
Century we quote the following: -'In Au-
gust, 1864, a private citizen's coat and vest,
made of five yards of coarse homespun
cloth, cost $230 exclusive of the price r>:iid
for the making. The trimmings consisted
of old cravata; and for the cutting and
putting together, a country tailor charged
$50. It is safe to say that the private citi-
zen looked a veritable guy iv his new suit,
in spite of its heavy drain u|>on his pocket-
book. In January, 1865, the material for
a lady's dress, which before the war would
have cost $10, could not be bought for less
than $500. The masculine mind is un-
equal to the tasks of guessing how great n
sum might have been had for bonnets,
'brought through the lints;' for in
spite of patient self -sacrifice and un-
faltering devotion at the bedside of the
wounded in the hospitals, or in
ministering to needs of relatives
and dependents at home, the Southern
women of those days are credited with :ih
keen an interest in the fashions as women
everywhere in civilized lands are apt to be
iv times of i>eaee. It was natural that
they should be so interested, even though
that interest could in the main not reach
beyond theory. Without it they often
would have had a charm the less and a
pang the more. Any ft-miuine garment in
the sha[>e of cloak or bonnet or dress
which chanced to come from the North
was readily awarded its meed of praise,
and reproduced l>y sharp-eyed observers,
so far as the scarcity of materials would
admit. But fashion's rules were necessa-
rily much relaxed in the Southern Con-
federacy so far as practice went, when even
such articles us pins, brought through the
blockade, sold for $12 a [taper, and needles
for $10, with not enough of either."

Toys Made of Old Corks.
Carious toys may l>e made of cork. (>!ie

of these is the well-known little tumbler, ;
i-iich as is generally constructed of pith; ,
but cork, especially if it be hollowed, will 'answer the purpose. Make the puppet of 'three or four corks, shape and paint it as |
skilfully as you can, ami glue to the feet, t

or under them, a hemisphere of lead. 'When thrown into any position, the figure \
of course rights iu-elf, and, like a cat,
always falls on its feet. It is
quite possible to make a cat also ,
of pith or cork, which will indeed always
foil uj>on its feet. Another toy in a duck
of cork, which i» always ballasted with
lead, and which can outride any storm. \
Thow; are made by gluing small pieces of
cork together, and then shaving the whole i

into sha|>e with a sharp knife. These 'ducks would meet with a re:idy sale at the
water-side in any place where sumnv.-r vis-
itors congregate. A duck or swan of cork, 'containing a pie<« of iron, can be placed '
on a sheet of paper,etc., and made to move
by a magnet concealed beneath the paper.
A more difficult toy i«, the "walking man."
A puppet is made from cork, the legs be-
ing movable at the hips, yet so con- \u25a0

structed thnt the body does not fall back-
ward or forward. The soles of the figure
are shoJ or plated with iron. A hone-
shoe magnet is then moved under a tam-
bourine or other frame covered with paper
or parchment, and as the soles follow the
poles of the magnet, the figure, of coure,
may be made to walk over it—Charlrt G.
htiaskd in St. KieJtolat.

A Mammoth Fig Tree.
Oue of the natural curivrftie^ of Talln-

hasseo, and at the ?ame time n standing il-
lustration of the wonderful productiveness
of the soil of the Tallahassa country, says
the Floridion. is an immense purple fig
tree in the yard of E. W. Clark, at his
residence on Duval street. It is 22 feet in
hight and has a spread of 38 feet. The
tree branches from the root, one trunk
growing toward the north, the other south.
The north branch measures six feet from
the ground, 82 inches in circumference,
three feet from the ground, 38 inches ; six
inches from the ground, 46 inches. The
south branch measures five feet from the
ground, 31 inches in circumference; three
feet from the ground, 36 inches; six inches
from the ground, 45 inches.

Warm Water for Stock.
Just at the commencement of last winter

there came into use a contrivance by which
water can be cheaply warmed for" stock.
It is understood that there is not a patent
on it, and that it is so cheap of construc-
tion, and requiring so little fuel to run it,
that it should lie in more general use. It
is known that the average amount of
water drank daily by a cow or seer is
about sixty ponnda. To mi.se the teuij»er-
ature of this amount of water in the ani-
mal from thirty-two degree* to eighty or
ninety would require a l;irge amount of
food to contain carbon enough for that
purjwse. We have not at hand the re-
sults ol careful exi»eriments to determine
just what amount of corn it would take to
produce the result named. But the saving
must be considerable, especially to the
milch cow, as she in very susceptible to the
influence of cold, outward or inward.
With the machine named, which has been
80 highly recommended by Mr. Shermat»l
and Mr. Ciabrielson, of this State, there*
can lw no doubt about the economy of
every stock-raiser providing in time for a
thorough trial of it this winter. It costs

\u25a00 little, if it should prove a failure, no j
man willbo seriously crippled. But if it
should prove as good as recommended it I
willnot only be a large saving of food, but
a very large increase in milk,flesh and fat.

We are not advised to just what temper-
ature It Ls recommended to raise the water,
but it is presumed that it should be nearly
the temperature of the blood, for whatever
it is below this it willhave to be raised to
that degree by food. ISo while warming is
being done, it might :is well be brought
near the temperature nature requires, from
95 to 100. It is staled that there is no
difficultyin getting cattle to drink warm
water. They boon learn to love it, and
refuse to drink cold water. Those who
have tried the experiment, especially with
the cheap machine we have named,'unan-
imously approve and recommend it. And
this is in the right direction. It gives good
pay for more mark. And as we have re-
peatedly stated lately, the time for more
intensive farming had arrived, and this is
one of the avenues to success. Warm the
water and make it a regular and positive
practice.— luwa Register.
