al sacremento has increasea largely in popu-
lation in the past four years.

The Democrats snd Republicans both had
hosts of workers at the polls yesterday and the
Prohibit onists and American party also had
men at work in the interest of those two tickets.
The precinct registers worked like a charm and
every one was pleased witn the new depar-
ture and it no doubt prevented illegal voting in
many places in which it hsd hitherto been the
rule and not the exception.

White Mason Ant Work.

The white ants seem to have an insuper-
able objection to being seen, and invaria-
bly work under cover. To accomplish
this end they build covered roads and gal-
leries, extending from their excavations
underneath the ground to the limb of the
tree which they have chosen for their
dwelling. First, a very small opening is
made in the earth close beside the tree,
and the tiny head of a termite emerges
with a pellet of earth in its mouth. This
is placed against the trunk, the head dis-
appears, returns again and another pellet
is laid beside the first, made firm in its
place, and the head is gone. Again this
is repeated, and other ants soon join in the
labor. The pellets are 80 arranged as to
form a half-circle against the side of the
tree, the ants always working from within.
As each grain of earth is brought up and
added to the wall, the termite ejects upon
it from its mouth a sticky saliva, mean-
while turning it over and over till the
whole is thoroughly covered. This acts as
a mortar ; without it, the wall would fall
into utter ruin almost as soon as it was be-
gun; with it it becomes practically inde-
structible. The wetted grain is put upon
the wall, worked to and fro until well
fitted to its place, and then the ant turns
away to fetch another. These tunnels
often attain a length of more than thirty
feet before reaching the spot where the

No Need of Getting Bald.
“You are getting bald.”
“I know it and am doing all I can to
prevent it.”
*What are you doing?”
“1wash my head with soap and water
every morning and have tried a dozen
kinds of restoratives without success.”
The physician who was being consulted
motioned his patient to a chair, and after
examining his thin locks, said: “ You are
drowning ;your hair. If you duck your
head in cold water every morning you will
duck the life out of your hair before vou
are thirty. Soap and water do not clean
the scalp, but rot the hair. This is espe-
cially true with women’s hair on account
of its being long and thick. A better way
is to thoroughly brush and comb the hair
every day without wetting it.
“In the first place, invest in a long,
black comb with two grades of teeth.
Rubber combs are the best. They are
easier for thescalp on account of being
more elastic than metal or horn combs. A
»almwood brush, with wild boar bristles, is
inexpensive, and for real services equals
any brush that is made. Black bristles
conceal the dirt, and white ones are apt to
bleach the hair; but the natural colored
bristles, containing a mixture of gray,
brown and black, are the best.
“ At least 15 minutes twice a day should
be devoted to the hair. The toilet should
be a dry wash, entirely performed with
the comb and brush. First use the comb
thoroughly, racking the scalp gently but
steadily, until the comb passes through
the hair without showing dirt or dandruff,
Wipe the comb on the towel frequently,
and clean it thoroughly after using. After
the combing, brush the hair vigorously,
and, finally, use the comb to dress it.”
“But 15 minutes is 2 long time to comb
the hair.”
“I know it is, but it is the only way to
keep a clean, healthy scalp and get a
glossy, natural dressing on the hair. The
best way is to have a watch or elock in
view, or you will get tired and stop in
cighv or ten minutes. You cannot be too
particular in keeping the brush and comb
clean. Do not soak the brush, but wash
out the bristles occasionally, and when the
brush gets so that it will not reach throngh
to the scalp it is not fit for further use, and
should be thrown away. A person whose
hair is growing thin, and who adopts this
treatment, will not notice the benefit for
some time. The change will be gradual
and the full benefit will not be obtained in
less than three years, If the treatment is
preserved in, however, the result will be
remarkable in every case.”—New York

An Excellent Butter Record.
“Shadeland Boon (No. 8887),” the prop-
erty of Powell Bros., Springboro, Penn.,
may be called the Queen of the Dairy.
She is a Holstein-Friesian cow, and it is
claimed that her record from Juue 6th to
July 6th, inclusive (31 days), shows that
she produced 125 pounds and 12 ounces of
unsalted butter.

As stated to us, this butter was made
from 1,772 pounds of milk, which she gave
during that period. For this remarkable
record it took only 14.09 pounds of milk
for a pound of butter. The average for
the whole time was over four pounds per

day. For seven consecutive days she pro-
duced 31 pounds, 15} ounces, or an average

of 4-pounds, 9} ounces per day; and dur-
ing that week she gave 400} pounds of
milk, and it took only 12,51 pounds of
milk for apound of butter; and for four
consecutive days her milk made 19 pounds,
1 ounce of butter, and it lacked only 3}
ounces per day of making 5 pounds per
day for that time. The 19 pounds, 1 ounce
of butter were made from 219 pounds of
milk, which shows that it took only 11.18
pounds of milk for a pound of butter;
while for two days she lacked only two
ounces of butter per day of averaging 5
pounds for each day.
Last year another cow of the Shadeland
herd is reported to have yielded 113 pounds
and 4 ounces of milk in a single day, and
3,033 poundsin one month. It is stated
that her milk record stands ahead of any
other known, for a cow of her age, taking
her records for each year from two to six
years old.—Prairie Furmer.
