
THE RESULT OF THE ELECTION.

At this writing it appean to admit of
no doubt that the people of the I'nitcd
States hiivedetermincd that the Republican
party Khali be returned to the Best at au-

thority. .Winning tins judgment to have
l>cen arrived at, and believing that it has
it is fitting to look ut General Harrison in
the new attitude he assumes byreason of
his election.

As we said repeatedly daring the late
campaign, we believe that the cleanliness
of his life,his high character as a citizen,
and the calmness :ind wisdon of hU uttered
thoughts, bis personal courage and his line
sense of justice, guarantee an Administra-
tion of the very best order. They assure
us that neither passion, hatred, revenge
nor hot partisanship trill control the Ad-
ministration, and that the .judicial calm-
ness of the true statesman willdominate
at the seat of Oovernment.

Ifthe indications—which appears to u<

to be very near cirtaintie-—prove reality,
and the Republican party is again in-
trusted with the ;idministration of the
affairs of the nation, the party willlje put
U[w3n trial, as it has not been since the
days of 1861 and 1804.

The people of the United States who in-
terpret the constitatibnal guarantee ofa
repulili<xin form of government to mean
something more than formality, will ex-
pect the Administration to so ne its pow-
ers and direct its influence, as to secure to
every man in the land, North or South,
the right to cast his ballot without fear,
let or hindrance, and to have hu Vote
honestly counted. .\ republican form <if
government is not assured to the people
of any State, where any of its citizens are

persistently deprived of the right to ex-

press themselves unrestrainedly at the
ballot-box. The State violates its
compact with the Federal I'nion
of States, to give a repub-
lican form of government to the
people within its own bounds, so long as it
connives at, condones or affirmatively aids
repression of the votes of free citizens.
That in many of the Southern States the
vote cast is not representative of the mass of
the people is a fact, and that it is due to the
most outrageous intimidation of, interfer-
ence with and repression oF the voting right
of the freedman, is a matter too notori-
ously true to Ixj even a debatable question.

The Republican party will lie looked to,
also, to restore crippled civil bervice re-
form to its former estate and to advance
and upliftit to the plane it should occupy.
Upon this very question of the reform of
the civil service the incumbent of the
Presidential office lias !>eeu criticized
most severely for his lack of firmness and
adhr-iiin to voluntary pledges he made.
The reform ol the civil service is a ques-
tion that by a very large proportion of
our people has been treated as of indifler-
eut concern except when it served a pur-
pose in a campaign. They have appar-
ently given it too little thought to per-
ceive the immeasurable good for the
nation that lies within it. Scarcely sec-
ond in importunes to the security of the
citizen in his right to freely vote, and to
have his vote honestly counted, is the ne-
cessity that servants of the < iovernment
shall be taught that their duty is first and
foremost to the people; that they are
given phu-e and invested with trusts by the
the people to be used in promotion of the
public good iilon^ the lines of prescribed
duty, and not to be laid at the feet of
party rulers. Ikws dictators and political
czars as mean- to the accomplishment of
partisan ends.

Upon the tisea.l questions of the day, it
is enough to say that the stormy debate
through which the country has passed
and the result of the election, indicate to
the new administration with sufficient
clearness the policy it willbe expected to
pursue. They do not demand, however,
any radical proceeding, any rushing to ex-
tremes, njr any violent changes in our
commercial system. But they do demand
such procedure as will,by wise tarifl' ad-
jostmeat, place American labor, industry
and production in an attitude to enable
them to fairly compete for their own mar-

ket, and such as will conserve their vigor
and iMghest development.

COURTING VOTES.
It is -charged that in certain,election

district and precincts in tliis State the
election boards excluded from their pris-

ence during the counting of the ballot?,
Tuesday night and yesterday, the com-
mittees appointed by political parties to

\u25a0 watch the count: that they also excluded
citizens who desired to observe the count-
ing ; that they secluded themselves in
close rooms and there counted the ballots
and made up the returns. There is im-
minent danger in iHjjsnitting such proeeeil-
ure. The lawpnveeds upon the theory
that voting shall be free, and the counting
of the ballotH open and Ln the preseuoe of
.the public. But it is.very often defeated
iby selecting «ach cramped places for poll-
ing booths that it is all but impossible Gar
.any others to yet iota the room after the
\u25a0official board is once ipartered in it.
This trick of jamming the polling Ixjoth;.
jd'.o hall-ways and small rear rooms of
sa'.sjns, or insufficiently capacious store-
room*, is bad all througk and the law
should prohibit it. We repeat that tlw
size of the polling buoih ought to be pre-
scribed by statute, and that it should be
in a localityfree from .oonnectiin with any
saloon or drinking har. There are plenty
of places lo be secured in any town or city
room}' enough and not attached to any

drinking talooon. The Jaw concerning
inspection d£ the process of counting prov-
ing in many cases to be ineffective, let the
coming Legislature see to it that political
partie.s are «« fur recognized that they
shall have the right, by proper represen-
tatives, to watch the counting of votes in
ail election?, and that there be no
clo9e<l doors to any polling booth duriog
the process of counting. Penalties sliohU
attach for the violation of such regulations,
so certain and severe an to be beyond i>os»
eibilityof avoidance. We cannot go too

far in guarding the b:illot-box, or in pro-

tecting tlus citizen in the inviolabilityof
his ballot, Ji is the one weapon alone
»ith wim!1 Americans should do battle

against each other, mid in its use nothing
but fair play can be tolerated and our lib-
erties be preserved.

CONGRESS.

Assuming the present showing! to l>e
authentic, and not liable to any material
modification, the next Congress will be
lU-puUican. This will give the adminLs-
trati'Mi of public aflairs over wholly to the
Republican party, and there will be no
division of responsibility. As there is
always danger in such a position, the out-
l<vjk is for a deaiand of wisdom by the Re-
publican party of the highest order, and
for discretion that will permit of no
blonderinx. Of one thing the country
ought to feel assured, that the claims of
North ami South Dakota, Wyoming
Montana and Washington Territory will
now be considered, and that all, or such
part of these as are entitled, willbe ad-
mitted to Statehood. At lea^t three of
those iHmwfl have population far in excess
of that of Georgia or Alabama and one

exceeds < California, and though in all other
requisites they have proved themselves to
be duly (jiialiticl.they have been kept out
of the UniOO of sovereign States for purely
political reasons. The carving ol States
out of Territories should not be involved
with party politics. It should proceed
upon considerations above and beyond
party claims and advantages. The new
Congress will have cast upon it the re-
sponsibility of admitting or refusing these
Territories upon purely economic grounds
and upon the justice of the claims pre-
ferred. We are confident that when the
Fifty-tirst Congress is assembled, the Ter-
ritories that are clearly qualified to he-
come States, willnot lie kept knocking at
the duor, do niutu-r what their political
complexion.

Washes for Fruit Trees.
I>. W. <Vw[uillet of Los Angeles on

washes for fruit trees Kays: While the
spraying oftrees fur the deetru lion i,fscale
insects lias not proved as satisfactory as
oonld be wished, yet when properly done,
and an elective wash has been used, it has
had the effect of greatly lessening the num-
ber of these pests upon the trets thus
sprayed, and while there is every reason
for believing that the gas treatment willin
the main supersede ppraying, _wt there
will always be cases v.!:. iv it will be desir-

• le to \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 by.. I. ..:' some kind, :ich as
upou jiiani* or vines trained against a
wall, or otherwise bo situated that it would
be impossible to cover them with a tent
prior to fumigating them.

One of the best washes I have used for
the destruction of scale insects consists of
caustic soda, resin and water, in tlu-follow-
ing proportions: Caustic soda, one pound;
resin, ten pounds; water, to make forty
gallons. The caustic soda is lirst dissolved
by boiling in one and a half gallons of
water, and when dissolved one-half the
solution is taken out, and the resin added
to that remaining in the kettle. Ifthis
precaution is not taken, and the resin is
added to the whole of the soda solution,
the latter is very liable to "boil over."
After all of the" resin is dissolved, add
slowly the balance of the soda solution,
and boil until the mixture will£«similatu
with water ; this can be ascertained by oc-
casionally dipping out a small quantity of
the mixture and adding water to it, as
when properly cooked it will assimilate
with water, like milk, but if it has not been
boiled sufficiently it willform a ropy mass
in the bottom of the vessel. During the
boiling process the solution should be fre-
quently stirred, and if it shows signs of
boiling over, a small quantity of water
Khould be added, but not too much, or the
cooking of the mixture willbe delayed.
While the mixture is boiling a foam "will
be formed upon the surface, usually equal-
ing in hight the depth of the mixture in
the vessel, being composed of very small
bubbles. On one -occasion, when" 1 was
superintending the boiling of some of this
mixture, the latter did not form such a
foam upou its surface, but in its stead pro-
duced bubbles; this doubtless resulted from
the fact that the mixture did not contain a
sufficient i;uar.tity of the caustic soda Bolu-
tion to properly soponify theresin.; accord-
ingly 1 added more of the- soda solution,
and in \u25a0 short time the mixture produced
the usual foam in small bubbles upou its
surface. When sufficiently cooked that it
willassimilate with water like milk, which
it resembles, it should be measured and
poured into a barrel or vessel, and auili-
cient water added to make forty gallons ;
the water should !>c added very slowly, the
mixture in the mean time being thoroughly
stirred.

Possibly this may have been
so. _ But we most remember that the Phoe-
nicians were the main founders and work-
ers for the mighty King Solomon, who
remunerated them; that as the tabernacle
owed modi lo Kgypti.inurts, so the temple
owed tuiK-h to Pluvnician merchandise.
Itmay be doubted whether the bronze
wonders of the temple were not a good
deal more foreign than home-made.
Jerusalem became the focus of the
world's industries, localise its king was
the master of the world's intellect. "Bat
Solomon built him an bouse" is only a
graphic way of saying that he used his in-
tellect and his influence for the combining
in one storehouse all the glories of his
profoundly artistic age.
