"Harmless " Adulteration.
We object to ''harmless" in this conneo-

tion. Its use this way tends to belittle
the evils of adulteration. The prime ob-
ject of adulterating food never was to kill
the consumer, but to cheat him, and it is
not therefore a proper treatment of the
subject to talk a* if the main question was
disposed of by stating that most present
adulterations are harmless. The evil of
adulteration at the present time is what
has always been the principal evil ot it
—fraud on the buyer and moral delin-
quency in the seller or compounder. The
man who really opposes adulterations is
opposed to the harmless kind about as
earnestly as if that adjective had never
been used to suggest that there wasn't
much need of worrying now since the
adulterator m no longer in collusion with
the undertaker. The true friend of pure
food sometimes makes il manifest that he
is unfriendly toward the milker of impure
food. lie is not chiefly distinguished for
finding iault with plan's to stop that kind
of fraud and for stating that most of it is
harmless.

There is no harmless adulteration. It
all aims to cheat the consumer, and it is
all indicative of moral unhealtli in the
doer of it. The adulterator should have
no such support as comes from calling his
work harmless, though meant so only iv
one sense of the word. lie is "a thief and
a robber," and lie ought never to be al-
lowed to forget it, and to suppose that any
good citizens think of him in any other
way.—St. Ijouis Grocer.

Justice's country home, Kdgewood, since
her return from Europe, has taken Gen-
eral Palmer's house on Sixteenth street
for the winter.
