His trouble was cavnsed by
overwork, resulting in nervous prostration.

We shingtow’s Inauguration to be Duly

Oommemorared,

NEw York, November S$th.—The Sub-Com-
mittee on plans for the celebrution of the cen-
tenuial of Washington’s ipauguretion, in this
city, en April £0, 1889, recommencied at its meet-
irg te.day thats services of praise and thanks-
giving be held in the different churches, as
they were 109 years before. Tne report recom-
mends speciai services at St. Paul’'s Church,
which Washington attended, and literary exer-
cises on the steps of the Sub-Treasury building,
where the'Federal Hall stood when Washingion
was inaugurated. Other Governments will be
asked to'take part in a naval display.

DOWN GO THE BARS.

Chinamen to be Landed on ths Plea of
Being Merchants.

WASHINGTON, November 8th.—At the instance
of T.'D. Riordan, attorney for the Chinese Mer-
chants’ Association, the Secretary of the Treas-
ury bas instructed the Collector at San Fran-
ciseo that Chinese merchants are not affected by
theexclusion Act: that those resident in the
United sStates and who visit foreign countries
may be admitted on their return upon any evi-
denee of identity satisfactory to the Collector.

THEY MEAN BUSINESS.

The Kind of Merchandise Recently Ship-
ped for Haytl.

New York, November Sth.—Examination of
the clearance papers of the steamer Saginaw,
the supposed blockade-runner, bound to Hayti,
shows that she carried 129 cases of rifles, 35
cases of belts, 3 cases of paper for cartridges, 5
-eases of drums, 43 bars of lead, 702 e¢ases of car-
tridges and 1,100 kegs of gunpowder.

The Sackville Letters.
WasHINGTON, November 8th.—Assistant Sec-
sretary Rives, of the State Department, told your
correspondent to-day that nothing respecting the
Lord Sackville controversy would be given to
the public by that department in advance of
the meeting of Congress. It demauded by reso-
lution ot either House, the conespondence
would be immediately forwarded to Congress.
If not, it would be published in the annual re-
port of the State Department.

Fate of a Brute,

GLEN Fanis (N. Y.), November $th.—John
Glenn, once a famous baseball player, was ar-
rested yesterday afternoon for raping a little
girl at Sandy Hill. A mob gathered, and an of-
ficer drew his pistol to force his passage. The
crowd forced his hand up and the pistol was
discharged, the ball taking effect in Glenn's
neck, inflicting probably a fatal wound. He
had been arrested for a similar offense before.

Death of & Boston Lawyer.

BostoN, November fth.—A private dispa'ch
says: . Edward C. Carrigan, a member of the
Massachusetts State Board of Education and a
well-known lawyer of Boston, died of apoplexy
vesterday afternoon, on the Denver and Kio
Grande passenger train. He was on his way
from Salt Lake City to Colorado E£prings with
Miss Mary Irene Hoyt, for whom, with General
Butler, he was counsel.

A Secret Methodist Council,

BostoN, November Sth.—The Bishops of the
Methodist Episcopal Church began their semi-
annual session this forenoon in this city. The
Episcopal Board is made up of eighteen mem-
bers, sixteen of whom are here. The Bishops
in council represent more than 2,000,000 com-
municants. They will hold their sessions
mornings and afternoons. These councils are
secret,

Illegal Otter-Hunting,

WASHINGTON, November 8th.—The Treasury
Department has instructed the Collector of Cus-
toms at Sitka to complain to the Governor of
Alaska of white hunters shooting otters there
and scaring them out to sea and beyond the
reach of the vatives, as the law only permits
netives to hunt and kill them.

A BElockade Raised,

NEw York, November 8th.—A cable dispatch
received from Bayti states that Jacimel, one of
the insurgent towns of Hayti, has pbeen occu-
pied by a Government force and the blockade
of the port has been raised.

A $10 000 Fire.

MILWAUKEE, November 8th.—This morning, a
building occupied by the wholesale grocery
house of Jacob Wellaner, was gutted by fire.
Loss, $100,000; insured. Three firemen nar-
rowly escaped death by suffocation.

Peath on the Rail,

NEWBERG (N.Y.), November 8th.—A freight
train on the Hud<on River Railroad ran into a
passenger train at Fiskhill Landing, opposite
this city, this morning. Ouve Canadian woman
was killed.

WASHINGTON, November 8th.—The Secretary
of the Treasury this afternoon accepted 44 per
cent. registered bonds amounting ¢o 31,259,459 at

The Hudson River Tunnel,

This tunnei under the Hudson river,
-which was started several years ago by
California capitalists, seems to have re-
cently passed largely under English con-
trol, and its new projectors are working
hard to get their bonds on the home
market, and are paying for columm adver-
tisements in the London papers calling at-
tention to the desirability of the.invest-
ment. Just now the issue onsale is termed
a first mortgage, five per cent. goldsecur-
ity, and amounts to but $1,560,000. Pay-
ment is to be made in installments up to
January Ist next, at the rate of £180 for
4$1,000. Interestis gunaranteed up to Jan-
uary. 1, 1893. It ic incidentally mentioned
that $8 500,000 more of the first mortgage
chonds are to be issued upon the tunnel be-
fore its completioe. The advertisements
state that the charge for passengers through
 the tunnel will be five cents per head, and
estimating on a basis of 30 per ceat. «f the
passengers and five per cent. of the freight
now crossing the Nerth river as the busi-
-ness of the tunnel, ité projectors figure.out
a pet profit of more than three times the
ameunt required {0 pay the intereet.on
the avhole £0,000,008<f bonds proposed to
be.issued. Tl:e¢ permanent terminus of the
tunnel, it is stated, wiltbe at Broadway, 16
feet below th> surface,.on the New York
side, and at Fifteenth street, Jersey City.
It is proposed, however, 40 begin carrying
rassengers as €oon as the part of the tun-
nel under the river is eompleted, using
temporary terminals until the permanent
ones are ready.

What did you do

¥he Year’s Astronowmical Progress,

Professor John R. Rees, Director of the
Columbia College Observatory, last even-
ing read a very interesting paper before the
New York Academy of Sciences on “Astro-
nomical Frogress and Phenomena for the
Year October 1, 1887, to October 1, 1888.”
His paper covered the whole field of
astronomical research. Of comets he said
five had appeared during the past year.
Among them was “Encke’s Comet,” which
made its twenty-fifth known reappearance.
This comet is supposed to be gradually
approaching the sun, into which it will
finally fall.

The last comet seen this year was that
discovered by Professor E. E. Barnard, of
the Lick Observatory, on September 2d.
Professor Barnard and Professor Brooks, of
Rochester, are the two most indefatigable
searchers for comets now living. During
the last seven years each has discovered
ten comets. They have received during
this period $2,700 in prizes.

As an illustration as to how during the
past fifty years searching for comets has
increased, Professor Rees stated that be-
tween the years 1827 and 1836 fourteen
comets were discovered, while between
1877 and 188§ there were forty-nine of
these wanderers through space found.

The Professor said one of the chief
things now needed by astronomers was a
clock so arranged that it would keep the
crifice of the telescope during a period of
an hour or more pointed exactly at the
same part of the heavens, turning the
telescope automatically as the earth turned
on its axis. Professor Bees also spoke of
the aid that photegraphy was now bring-
ing to astronomy, allowing the observer to
take exact pictures of stars, from which
afterward could be deduced most valuable
measurements and conclusions.

In speaking of the asteroids he men-
tioned the discovery and rediscovery dur-
ing the past year of several of these inter-
esting little planets, the whole volume of
seventy of the largest of which equals only
1-7800 part of the volume of the earth.
Altogether they number hundreds of all
cizes. The Professor further stated that
one of the mostrecently discovered of these
planets kad just been named in honor of
the daughter of a well-known scientist.—
N. Y. Sun.

Machine Poetry,

We note that some of our trade papers
are dropping into “poetry” occasionaily on
themes not unconnected with industrial
pursuits. If they would thoroughly dis-
courage every man who writes machine
poetry, the world would gain sometning.
Verses and rhymes are not poetry; usually
they are far from it, and one called “Saw-
dust” 1s a case in point. Here is a sample
verse: :

The mill-saw with its teeth of steel
Bites through the log upon the tram

And drops the dust like golden meal
Into the stream below the dam,

Well, what of it? This is a prosaic fact,
not at all poetic, and the versifier has not
clothed it with a poetic thought; it is
merely a rhymed statement of an obvious
occurrence. Any one can write this sort
of thing with a running pen. Applying it
to our own trade, we say:

The steam from out the 'scape pipe floats
Into the ambient air,

And takes the form of billy-goats,
Which jump, and buck, and “rare.”’

[N. B.—'‘Rear” is the proper word, but will
not rhyme. ]

If persons who are determined to write
machine poetry would only reflect several
times before publishing oace, we are sure
that they would avoid mortification in the
future.—Zhe Engineer.
