Irish Republicans Worltim fur a Kepre-
aoutativc Kepubilcan.

Isdianapolis, November —The New»
this morning prints this bit of interesting
golitical gossip: The first suggestion that
has been made to General Hairison since
his election regarding appointments came
from the leaders of the Irish Anti Cleve-
land movement, tour of whom—Dr. Carroll
of Philadelphia and Devoy, Brislin and
Ryan ofXew York—arrived in the city last
Saturday, but re*timed to the East yester-
day. Efforts w-re made to prevent the
public from nine the purpose of their
visit, but they did not hesitate to say they
were here 'in the interest of a representa-
tive American of extraordinary ability
whom the Irish citizens would be pleased
to see honored by the Administration."
The representative American in whose ele-
vation they are interested, it was ascer-
tained, is Wharton Barker, the Philadel-
phia banker.

When Carroll, Devoy and others began
their political missionary work in ; the in-
terest of the Republican candidate they
formed an organization known as the Na-
tional Irish-American Protection Society,
which, as a political movement, was en-
tirely independent of the Republican Na-
tional Committee, and received from it no
pecuniary aid in defraying its necessary ex-
penses. Wharton Barker was their backer,
and Carroll, Devoy and others who were
among the leaders of the movement, are
anxious that he should receive some re-
ward.

They were so kindly received that Devoy
ventured to explain" to General Harrison
that the members of the Irish-American
Protection organization felt that they were
too young in the Republican party to ex-
pect any official recognition, but it would
afford them much gratification if a repre-
sentative American who had been es-
pecially friendly to them, as well as to Gen-
eral Harrison himself, should be honored
by the new Administration.

General Harrison's reply is said to have
been neither encouraging or discouraging.
The vistors expressed a doubt to their
friends here if Barker would be disposed
to accept anything , below' the Treasury
portfolio. Ithas been suggested, however,
that if he should not be called into the
Cabinet, there are strong reasons for the
belief that he would make a good Minuter
to China. '

SOUTHERN HOPES.
