
THE LAST OF THE CENTENNIALS.

The centennial of the inauguration of
Washington as President of the United
States is not now very far distant. New
Yorkwill take the foremost place in the
ceremonies of the day to be observed in
the memory of the event which signalized
the seating of the first President of the
new-born Bepnblic. It will be the last of
the centennial anniversaries, and the great

metropolis is moving to make it one of the
most brilliantofcelebrations.

The Eew government went into opera-
tion March 4, ]775, but the members of
Congress were dilatory and the House did
not secure a quorum until the Ist of April,
and on the tith tin- Senate was able to an-
nounce that it was ready lor business and
the first electoral vote was then opened
and counted and Washington was declared
elected to the Presidency. Yice-I'resident
John Adams entered New York supported
by a body ofcavalry and was received with
loud acclaim and many manifestations of
rejoicing. On the 21st In- took his seat as
the first President of the United Slate-
Senate.

General Washington receive 1 Itis litter
of notification April ] !th at Mount
Yernon, and under date >>r tilt: 16th this
entry appears in his diary "About 10
o'clock I bade adieu to Mount Yernon, to
private life, and to domestic felicity; witli
a mind oppressed with more anxious and
painful sensation* than 1 have words to
express, I set out for New York with the
bed disposition to render service to my
country in obedieno ;•> its call, bat with
lets hope of answering i;~ expectations."
At Alexandria a public dinner was
tendered him, but it was a solemn
aflair, so mournful were the feel-
itr,r< of the participants over the
departure of the brightest orna-
ment of their community. Washing-
ton was deeply aflected and tears mingled
with the parting cups. His progress, says
Irving, was a continual ovation, the roar-
ing ofcannon and the ringing of bells an-

nounced his arrival and departure in
cities and town?, and ffom all sides came
deputations of the people to lovingly
greet him. His entrance into Philadel-
phia was in the midst ofa grand proces-
sion led by the gallant St. Clair and with
Wellington mounted on a superb white
charger. Triumphal arches, the strewing
of flowers, the shouts of the people, the
rattle of drums, the thunder of cannons,
the tramp of thousands ofmilitiamen were
but a few of the manifestations of admira-
tion for Washington. At night there were
displays oflireworks, a civic banquet and
public speaking.

At Trenton, where twelve years before
he crossed the Itelaware in darkness and
storm and midst snow and ice to strike a
decisive blow at an unsubdued enemy, he
received a testimonial welcome that pro-
foundly aflected him, the ladies having
at the mouth of the bridge placed a tri-
umphal arch, with a floral .motto "The
defender of the mothers will be the pro-
tector of the daughters." At this arch the
women ofthe city assembled to do him
reverence and young girls strewed flowers
in his path :is they Bang songs of love and
gratitude.

ll'- desired his entry into New York to
be ijuiet, but on the 23d it took the form of
a national procession ofgaily dressed boats
with bands and glee clubs, and as he
landed artillery thundered a welcome,
ships of war were suddenly dressed with
ling- and a multitude received him with
continued shouts of joy. Many ofhis old
Revolutionary comrades were first to greet
him at the landing, and as he took his car-
riage along civic and military train fol-
lowed through streets hung with garlands
and banners and ornaments emblazoned
with his name.

The inauguration did not take place for
some days, for Congress had to decide upon
the title by which the President should be
addressed. On the 30th of April, between
noon and 1 o'clock, the inauguration took
place with a solemnity of procedure that
more than anything else spoke of the tre-
mendous responsibility the statesmen of
the hour felt in launching the new <It v-
ernmpnt upon the untried waters of an

k iM-ricau republic.
It is this event, of such consequence in

our history, that New York is now making
ready to appropriately commemorate upon
the recurrence ofits hundredth anniversary.
The gTeat city should certainly do it every
honor. The Government of the United
States will take part in the ceremonies,
one of the features of which will be a re-

production, as nearly as mry be, of the
nautical proceesion from Elizabethtown
Point, N. J, to the New York landing.
It is the intention to insist that President
H.irri.-im shall lead that [iHMSsllill iti a

barge similar to that in which the first
President was rowed across the waters, and
that the ('overnor 'if New York, as did
Clinton a hundred years airo, shall receive
him as he steps upon the landinr.

be held. As in 17-' serncea were hold in all
the churches on the morning of iiiaugura-
tion day, so it will be staked that in ISS'..»
the church do.>rs be thrown open and
memorial services held.

exercises. The old church still stands,
and within its walls will he conducted
siiuilar exercises on the centennial anni-
versary of the Government.

Let us hope that New York and the

nation will observe the anniversary in a

manner to rekindle the fires of patriotism
and to make die event fine of impressive
taaching, not only to the youth of
the land but the adult and to the
vast number cf foreign people who have
become of US, who should be indoc-
trinate;! by all proper observances and i

patriotic ceremonials with a deep sense of j
the meaning of free government, and made !
to feel in all fullness what a magnificent'

heritige Washington and the Revolution-
ary fathers won and left to mankind.

PROSPECTS FORLIVELYAGITATION
IN NEW YORK.

The New York journals are busily dis-
cussing the defeat of Warner Miller, Re-
publican nominee for Governor of that
State. The <)tiestion is, was it a fair test of
Republican strength in the Empire State,
and was it a test of the liquor-restriction
strength ? The resjwnse must cc in the
negative,-because the State went for Gen-
eral Ilarrison as against all other candi-
dates. But a combination was made to
defeat Mr. Miller by the liquor-dealers of
the State, which organization swept into
its arms a very large number of Republi-
cans who were rallied by a plea of loyally
to their business interest, but who will not
remain true to the new alliance. This
combination of a business class, which con-
tributed a very large Him of money, and
had a secret alliance that worked with an
energy amounting to declaration, was sup-
plemented liv the aid of the Prohibition-
ists. The situation was a peculiar one.
Mr. Miller stood forward a- the champion
of regulation of the liquor traffic by the
interposition of high license. For this
reason the liquor interests, great and small,
united for the sole purpose of defeating
him and re-electing Mr. Hill, because of
the bold advocacy by the former of meas-
ures to regulate and circumscribe the
liquor traffic, and became of the open ani-
mosity of Governor Hill to any regulation
whatever. The Prohlbiticnists labored
against Mr. Miller, but for a, widely difier-
ent reason—because his party would not
put absolute prohibition into its platform.
Tiius two apparently opposite interests la-
bored to the same end, and both drew off
Republican votes. If the Prohibitionists
can get any comfort out of the result, we
fail to divine the source, or in what the
satisfaction consists. If the Prohibitionists
can stand defeat of their cause, the people
of New York will manage to get through
another term with Mr. Hillat the head ot
aliairs, and the Republican party in New
York can indulge in feelings of pride over
the gallant tight made by Mr. Miller
against a secret combination to defeat him
t!.at extended to every village and oraas-
r :u!s tavern in the great State, and was
backed by unlimited funds and a system of
operations, though secret, known to be
powerful.

It becomes now a very interesting matter

for observation as to what will be the fu-
ture of the Democratic party in New
York. While by solidity of the liquor
men it elected Governor Hill, it was una-
ble to save to itself the Assembly of the
Legislature. It cannot, therefore, claim
that Hill's election was a pro-liquor
triumph that can be relied upon. It has
also to face this possibility, that the unity
of the liquor interests may bring about
unity of all opposed, and thus make
alignments in which the popular strength
will shift places. Unquestionably the di-
vision of the local Democracy had some-
thing to do with Mr. Cleveland's defeat in
New York, but it was not the only factor
and alone would not have accomplished it
the evidence of this fact being the Legig.
lative result. It will, therefore, be, as we
have said, a most interesting matter for
observation when the Legislature and the
Governor again lock horns. If the Demo-
cratic party then concludes that its alliance
with a business interest for one specific
object, defeat of regulation, gives itstrength
sufficient to defy the future, there will
develop an issue before which the New
York Democracy, united or not, willcer-
t.iinly go down, and three years hence a
Republican Governor will as certainly be
elected as that the sun rises, and next year
a still stronger Republican Legislature
willbe chosen.

The Republican party in New York had
the courage in this year to take position
with the Regulationists. The recent result
will not discourage it. On the contrary,
the liquor alliance is certain to strengthen
the opposition. No one in New York,
with the recent gains in the lower house of
the Legislature in mind, looks for any-
thing else than a renewal of the high
license agitation, and that will be carried
into the legislative election of 1889, when
both a new Assembly and a new Senate
are to be chosen. Governor Hill is pledged
by his election to veto all regulative meas-
ures the Legislature may pass. If his rap-
port is wise, and releases him from that
pledge so far as to permit of some restric-
tive measures being adopted, and the Leg-
islature yields that much, the Democratic
chances of holding the executive office
will be considerably improved. But the
Hill interest on the one side, and the re-
strictionists in the Legislature on the
other, can be trusted to prevent any such
adjustment. We may, therefore, look to
New York State this winter and the next
for the liveliest local political excitement
of which the country has yet been wit-
ness ; an agitation that will extend over a
period of three years, up to and including
the next gubernatorial election. The for-
tunate thing will be that the tight willbe
over before another Presidential election
comes on.

El Paso, November 18th.—A suit has
been instituted by the wholesale grocery
firm ol W. Roberts & Co. against the
Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe, in which
the Interstate Commerce Commission may
take a hand. The firm recently had a lo"t
"! : toda sent from Chicago over the Santa
Ke Kail way consigned to A. Martinez. Mex-
ico, in care of Roberts A: Co , El Paso, Tex.
When the goods arrived here at the'joint
warehouse for Mexican transfer the tim;
claim they they tendered the proportionate
freight expensed based on the Mexico tariff.

Tbeager.t of the joint warehouse, iv pur-
suance uf positive instructions, refused todeliver the ROOda except upon payment ot
the Mexican rate, or the fuil local rate. The
firm then tendered the local rate, amount-
ing to $005, under protest. This the corn-
pan jrefused to receive unless the protest
was withdrawn. After detaining the uoods
Dine days, the company delivered them on
the tirm's terms, namely, the full rate un-
der protest. The existing law calls for
damages equal to the full amount of lreiaht
for each days illegal detention. The claim
put l>y the tirm amounts to over $3,000.

All the merchants ot El Paso take a great
deal of interest in the case, and think the
decision of the Courts must ultimately be
in favor of the firm, which has any amount
of backing to uphold the positio-i assumed
in the matter.

OUITE A FIRE.
