SEW FIRE ENGINE.

Other lire Department Matter* -The
New Fire Alarm : ;,-!« m.

Chief Engineer O'Meara has returned
from San Francisco, where he went in
company with Commissioner Weil to ex-
amine the new Clapp & Jones engine which
has been differed to the department for
$3,500. The Chief was highly pleased with
the engine, and thinks that after the Fire
Commissioners have had it here on trial a
month they will not part with it. It is a
third-class engine, weighing 3,500 pounds,
and throws two streams of water, one iroru
each side. With the engines now in use,
it is necessary to drive so that the same
side of the engine will always be next the
plug. This engine can come up from either
direction and make the connection without
being turned around. It carries twenty
feet of suction pipe, though ii is seldom
that over ten feet will be necessary bent.
The agents will ship the engine to this city
to-morrow for a trial of one mouth, after
which the Fire Commissioners have the
option of buying it at the price named. If
it is not accepted the expense of sending it
here is borne by the present owners.

The new fire-alarm system has been thor-
oughly inspected by three experts, who will
probably make their report to the Fire
Commissioners to morrow evening. Under
the contract the Commissioners were en-
titled to two experts, and the contractor,
Mr. Fisk, to one. The latter chose Mr.
Leonard, of the Sunset Telephone Com-
pany, and the Commissioners selected Mr.
Waving, of the railroad shops, and Mr.
Wright, the electrician ofthe Central Street
Railway Company, who arrived lately from
Philadelphia. Alarms were seat in from
all of the boxes, and came in all right. Just
what the report of the experts will be on
the character of the work is not yet known,
but it is understood that they condemned
one or two poles. Mr. Fisk is already en-
gaged in correcting whatever they criti-
cised.

Yesterday morning the bell commenced
tapping, and kept up all day. Mr. Fisk
had a lively time tracing up the difficulty,
and finally located at box ti, Front and N
streets, and that box was " cut out " for the
night. It ia one of the new Richmond
boxes, and Mr. Fisk pronounced themmis-
ersble failures.
