Chinese from Seattle, via Itrltiah Colum-
bia, to be Admitted.

Washington, November 21st.—Assistant
Secretary Maynard telegraphed to the
Collector of Customs at Sau Francisco to-
day as follows:

•' Referring to the case of the Chinese la-
borers from Seattle, on the American vessel
Queen of the Pacific, via Victoria, B. C,
and your telegram of November 15th, that
the steamship company represent that the
United Statts Couits have decided that
Chinese laborers embarking on an Ameri-
can vessel at an American port, bound tor
another American port, are not prohibited
from landing at the latter port, under the
Chinese Exclusion Act, although the vessel
touches or stops at au iuterveniug foreign
port, if such a decision has been made the
laborers on the (.Jueen of the Pacific may
be permitted to luud, if the Collector is
satisfied that they embarked at Seattle and
did not leave the ship until its arrival at
Sau Francisco; and this decision may be
applied to all similar cases."

The House Appropriations Committee

Already at Work.

WASHiNGTON.November 21st.—The mem-
bers of the Appropriations Committee held
their Jtirst meeting to-day, preliminary to
the assembling of the Fiftieth Congress iv
second sessiou. As Chairman Randall was
not feeling well enough to attend, Con-
gressman Savers presided. The committee
had before them the Treasury estimates for
the District of Columbia, fortifications and
sundry civil bill, submitted by courtesy in
advance of the regular time. The first
budget was referred to a special commit-
tee.

The sub-committee in charge of the for-
tification bill will probably get at it the
last of the week, and it is the expectation
of the committee, no less than their de-
tire, that the District and fortification bills
will be ready to submit to the House at
the beginning of the session.

The sundry bill is quite voluminous and
will require fully three weeks' considera-
tion. The full committee will not meet
again until one of the bills is ready for re-
port by the sub-committee.

ing Life-Savers.
Washington, November 21st. —The Sec-

retary of the Treasury has awarded a gold
medal to Wm. A. Harris, of San Bernar-
dino, Cal., from rescuing Harry Willis from
drowning in the Pacific Ocean, near Santa
Margarita creek, in August, 1886. Also, to
Private James Manning of the Sixth U.S.
Infantry for saving Private Edmonds of
the same regiment from drowning at Grand
Rapids Crossing, U. T., in June, ISH6, a
silver medal, aud likewise to Private John
Coyle of the Twenty-second U. B. Infantry
for saving the lifeof a lady in Yellowstone
Park in August last.

Government Officials Think the Seized
Steamer Will be Released.

Washington, November 21st. —Inquiry
at the State and Navy Departments to-day
develops no further news <rom the troubles
at Hayti and Peru. Commodore Walker,
Chief of Navigation, stated that he believed
thai the llaytian Government would sur-
render the American vessel, Haytian Re-
public, which they had seized and confis-
cated, as soon as they could get it into their
heads that the lTnited States meant busi-
ness, and that Captain Ramsey, commander
of the Boston, would enforce his demand
by force, if necessary. He believed '.hat
the next letter Jrom Captain Ramsey will
convey the information that the vessel has
been given up.

THK KNIGHTS.

The General Agaembly to Investigate
Barrj's Charges.

Isdianapolis. November 2lst.—It was
decided by the General Assembly today to
appoint a committee to investigate and re-
port on the charges against Powderly and
other general officers.

The report of the Committee of Law and
action thereon occupied the remainder of
the forenoon session. It contained noth-
ing of importance.

Mrs. J, M. Barry introducen a resolution
to place the General Assembly on record as
being in favor of compulsory education,
and looking to the adoption of measures
for agitation on the question. She further
desirtd action by the local Assemblies.

Barry is still in the city. He will begin
active operations on the stump for his new
Order with a lecture in this city on Satur-
day night, and will iollow it up by an ad-
dress in Cincinnati on Sunday night. To
au Associated Press correspondent, con-
cerning the late action of the Convention,
he said*:

"By the action of the General Assembly
in conferring npon the General Master
Workman the autocratic powers of the
Czar, the goal of Powderly's ambition has
been reached. It remains to be seen
whether the people who hold membership
in the Knights of Labor will quietly sub-
mil to the action taken by their repre-
sentatives in handing over to the Czar of
their own creation all the rights and privi-
leges oi their own American manhood. It
is no longer an organization of freemen,
but one that invites voluntary servitude on
the p.art of its members."

A MISSING HEIR.

Leslie C. Baker Wanted to Claim His
Share of Fortune.

New York, November 21st. —A year ago
last July Andrew J. Baker, a "wealthy
banker ofTacoma, W. T., called on Joseph

left as heirs two sons and a married daugh-
ter. One son, Leslie C. Baker, was last
seen or heard of by the family in Detroit
eight years ago, where he was a barkeener.

Uniform Kule.s.
Chicago, November 21st—It is shown by

the official report of the conference be-
tween the representatives ofthe Transcon-
tinental, Central Traffic and Trunk Lines
at St. Louis that the representatives of
Eastern lines desired to remedy existing
evils on the Pacific Coast, and a committee
on Pacific Coast Trafficwas appointed. The
committee reported that the conditions
which unavoidably aflected revenues from
tbe eastbound pas'.enaer trafficfrom the
Pacific Coast was attributable to the fact
that representatives on the Coast impro-
perly received and disbursed funds for the
purpose of securing business, and recom-
mended that all lines adopt such restrictions
as would secure uniform action, and that
each Association take up the subject and
consider it separately in the hope that some
uniform action may lv leached in the near
future and that an Association agreeing
upon uniform rules should receive the co-
operation of all the ahe.-.-s.

A BKVTE AT BAY.

Sensational Murder by v Drunken Giant
In Illinois

Danville (111). November 21st.—John
Armstrong, 0 feet ti inches in bight, and of
corresponding herculean build, is hiding
in a coal mine near here, having committed
a cold blooded murder f.n Monday night.
He was engineer for the Grape Creek Coal
Company, and also kept boarders.

Monday night he had a drunken quarrel
with his wife, who attempted to prevent
him from whipping one of the boarders.
He threw the woman to the floor and was
about to beat her. when Joseph H. Glas-
gow, his patticular chum, interfered to
save Mrs. Armstrong. The drunken giant
at once shot him dead, and Eoing outside
started for the mine, exchanging shotj
with the officers who tried to arrest him.

Two miles south he told a miner what
he had done, and said he would also kill
two others whom be named. He then de-
scended a shaft with which he is well ac-
quainted, and no one has so far dared to
venture down to capture him.

LONDON'S FIEND.

Another Whltecbape) Woman's Story of
an Attempted Alurder.

London, November 21st.—Another White-
chapel murder was attempted at 9 o'clock
thi morning in (Jeorge street, near the
scene of the last murder. A man and
woman had passed the night in the room
of the latter. This morning the man as-
sailed the woman with a sharp knife and
badly gashed her throat. She shrieked
and struggled, and the man tied without
completing the murder. It is reported
that he was seen and pursued by three
men and was observed to be short and
stout, with a light mustache.

The woman was able to tell the story.
She says the man was aged about 30 years,
tall, fair and well dressed, and evidently
thoroughly acquainted with W'hitechapel
and the residents ot the section. The usual
excitement is intensified. The supposed
murderer escaped.

Scotland Yard discredits the story of the
attempted murder. The woman who tells
the story is in the bands of the police and
willbe questioned when she is sober.

Later.—After an investigation the police
are ot the opinion that the attempted mur-
der in Whitechapel this morning was not
by tbe man who committed the previous
murders in that vicinity recently. No
arrest has followed. The excitement con-
tinues.

MYSTERIOUSLY ABSENT.

Supposed Murder of an Eccentric Amer-
ican Millionaire.

Paris, November 21st.— -V report is re-
oeived here that Livingston, the million-
aire, a native of Frankfort, but a resident
ofCalifornia in the early day?, where he
was known as Lebenstein, is missing from
home at Floreuce. The river Arno has
been dredged, and detectives are employed
on the case.

navy. This last sum is independent of the
large naval grant which is expected.

The ltuibjtt estimates the expenditures at
949.000,000 marks, of which 906,500,000 is
for ordinary outlay.
