A New Use for Sugar.

The French Ministry ofAgriculture has
recently had a number of tests made which
all go to show that meat can be preserved
by sugar in a much more satisfactory man-
ner than by salt. The salt ig somewhat
cheaper, but its effect is to destroy to quite
a degree the nutritive qualities of the
meat with which it is brought into con-
tact ; while ifmeat is packed in powdered
sugar a coating is formed over the outside,
the juices of the meat are retained, and
not the least harm results. When sugar-
preserved meat is to be used, all that is
necessary is the soaking of it in ivater,
which speedily removes whatever tracer

there may be of the preserving substance.
It is thought that the result of this inves-
tigation may lead in time to important
changes in the meat-preserving industry.—
Herchant.S Journal.
