BE CONTESTED.

Congressman Woodbnrn Robbed—
• Two Banks Wrecked —An

Aeronaut's Sad Fate.

A. HAKE OF FIGURES.
Cbief Poluts In the Annual Krport of the

United Btatee Treaourer.
Washington, November 22d. The

Treasurer ofthe United State?, Hon. James
W. Hyatt, has submitted to Secretary Fair-
child his annual report of the operations
of the Treasury Department. The net rev-
enues of the Government for the fiscal
year, ending June 30, 1888, were $379,26tt.-
--074, and the net expenditures $267,924,80 i,
the surplus receipts available for the reduc-
tion of the public debt being $111,341,273,
an increase of $7,870,176 over the year be-
lore. As compared with 1887, the revenues
were $7,862,797 greater, and the \u25a0expendi-
tures $7,378 less. The Treasury balance
was increased during the year from $69,-
--224 370 to $129,804,242, and the total assets,
including certificates of deposit in cash
from $622,,",04,284 to $764,729,535. The net
change of $601,570,803 in the balance was
produced by an increase of $37,526,468 in
the assets and a decrease of $23,053 394 in
the liabilities. The silver balance fell off
more than $27,000,000.

The principal increase of asseis was in
U. 8. notes and deposits in the national
banks. There was a net decrease of $74,-
--788,920 during the fiscal year in the princi-
pal of the interest-bearing debt. The total
purchases of bonds for the sinking fund,
ont of the surplus revenues, were $51,464,-
--300. the net premium made, exclusive of
accrued interest, being $8,270,842. The
gold and silver coin and bullion in the
country, and all kinds of notes and certifi-
cates outstanding June 30. ISS7, amounted
to $1,925,259,882. and on June 30,1888 to
$2,093,562,072. The stock ofgold and silver
increased from $1,007,513,901 to $1,092,391,-
--690, mostly in gold.

The increase in the volume of paper cir-
culation was $>S3 424.400, resulting from an
increase of $110 319,955 in the amount of
certificates, and a falling off of 126,896,554
in the total of notes and fractional cur-
rency.

Pome attention has been given to the
question of the probable loss or destruction
of paper currency, but without any very
definite result. A table is gi*en showing
the course of redemptions of the first issue
of legal tender notes until the notes are
called in by the Government or some other
cause brings them to the Treasury. The
loss froiu destruction must be more or lf-ss
a matter of conjecture. The most caxelul
estimates from data at hand places it at
one per cent., or less, according to their de-
nomination. Certificates of deposits
amounting to $24,110,000 were issued for
United States notes, and $18,465,000 were
redeemed, leaving $14,665,000 outstanding.

The Treasurer attributes the decrease of
the use of these certificates since 18S6 to a
change in the manner of redeeming them,
the holder now receiving the same notes
that were deposited, instead of new notes,
as formerly. The volume of gold certih-
rates outstanding increased $20,536 333,
reaching $142,023,150, the highe; t point yet
noted at tbe end of any fiscal year.

Taking into account the decrease in the
Treasury, the total increase in circulation
was $29,901,143. Tbe coinage of silver
dollars during the year amounted to $32,-
--484.673, making a total coinage of $299,-
--424,790. The increase of the net distribu-
tion was only $39,15»>, owing to the scarcity
of $1 and $2 notes and the demand for the
movement ofcrcps. Nearly $9,000,000 were
drawn, into circulation between May and
November, ISS7, but when notes were again
to be bail the dollars came back to the
Treasury as fast rs they had gone. The
Treasurer is of the opinion that the people
have all these coins tuey want, or willingto
take, and recommends that if purchases of
silver are to continue the bullion will be
put into the form of heavy bars or ingots.
arguing that the present supply of dollars
will be sufficient lor any demand there is
likely to be for them,"and that any in-
crease of certificate circulation could be
based with perfect safety on the uncoined
metal.

The new silver vault in the Treasury
building, having a capacity ot $100,000,000
and said to be the largest treasury vault in
the world, is being filled at the rate of half
a million a day. It will hold the total
coinage of three years, but at the end of
that period still further storage room will
probablj have to be provided, unless coin-
age is suspended.

The amount of fractional silver coin in
the Treasury has not changed much since
tbe first accumulation after the resumption
ofspecie payment?. The Treasurer states
that the gold in the Treasury is in good
condition, with the exception of a small
portion. Many of the silver half-dollars
are much worn, some being quite smooth,
and it has been impossible to recoin these
because the loss would have been too
great in proportion to the new coinage,
mostly dimes, which it was necessary to
produce. The decrease in the amount of
reductions, on account of mutilations, from
the face valueof currency redeemed, adding
the number of counterfeit notes and coins
rejected, shows a gratifyinc improvement
in the condition of the circulation in this
respect. At the close of the year the
Treasurer held $178,312,650 in United 3tates
bonds to secure the National Bank circula-
tion.and $56,128,000 to secure public moneys
htld in the depository banks. There was a
decrease during the year of $13,654,050 iv
the amount ofthe former, and a decrease of
$29,642,500 in the amount of the latter.
There was $58,712,511 ofpublic money held
by the banks, an increase of $35,395,633.
The semi-annual duty collected from the
National Banks amounted to $1,616,127,
making an aggregate of $136,233,803 since
1863. The net proceeds on Natiojal Bank
notes redeemed during the year was $98,-
--246.723. The redemptions were $11,000,000
greater than those of the preceding year, in
the face of a reduction of $56 500,000 in two
years in the amount outstanding, and
greater in proportion to the circulation
than those of any year, save two. since
1879.

CABINET GOSSIP. \

Mlaine Prefers the Senatnrshlp — Sher-
man, .Miller and Platt.

Washington, November 22d.—The busi-
ness of Cabinet-making proceeds at thesame merry gait here as on the day which
followed the positive news of Harrison's
election. There are a few kernels of corn
among the husks that are being scattered
in every direction to befog and color the
real facts of the case. During the cam-
paign itwas positively asserted that in the
event of Harrisons election James G.
Blame would be Secreiary of State. In-
formation from authentic sources received
by yonr correspondent indicates now that
Mr. Blame will not be a member of Presi-
dent Harrison's Cabinet.

Daring Sir. Blame's trip in the West in
October he informed several of his personal
friends in Ohiu that hecould not be a mem-
ber ofGeneral Harrison's Cabinet, should
the Indianian defeat Cleveland. His princi-
pal reason for making this statement was
that, having been the defeated candidate of
the Republican party in 1884, it would be
unseemly on his part to accept a place in
the Cabinet of the victorious nominee in
1888. He also spoke of being physically
unable to assume the duties oJf managing
the foreign relations of the Ifovernment.

Among Blaino'a misfortunes in public
life has been the unwillingness of his
friends and admirers to concede that his
ambition is without bounds. Mr. Blame
has one ambition, and that is to return to
public lifeas a United States Senator, and
the promotion of Senator Frye to a Cabinet
position, which would open the door to the
election ofBlame as a Senator from Maine.

Senator John Sherman, of Ohio, seems
now the most likely to be made Secretary
of State. He has achieved all the distinc-
tion possible for him to gain iD the Stnaie.
Should he fill his present position for an-
other quarter of a century he could not
gain higher political honors than he now
enjoys. His term as Senator will expire in
189.", when Harrison will quit the Wnite
House, unless he is re-elected. As Secre-
tary of the Treasury under Hayes. Sher-
man, by his refunding operations gained a
reputation as a financier that no aJaiiuis- I

tratior of the ficancts erf the Republic cv «
before enjoyed. As Secretary of State by
could gain celebrity abroad" that would
round out the full measurp-of bis ambition.
Should he survive his term of four years,
and a Democrat succeed Harrison in the
White House, Sherman could? easily defeat
any rival for the Senatorship from Ohio.

Talk about T. C. Plati being enosen Sec-
retary of the Treasury under the new Ad-
ministration, in preference to Warner
MillerofNew York, is not acceptet? here as
well-founded. Miller and Harrison are
warm personal friends. Miller's threat tocarry a majority of the New York delega-
tion at the last National Convention for
Sherman was made because he thought
Platt intended to sbove his followers into
line for Blame. Millersaid that the entiredelegation would vote for Harrison's- nom-
ination ifhe would bring his followers-into
line. Miller hates Blame, and in the Con-
vention at Chicago be, controlling 44 »f tbe
72 delegates of New York, notified Platt
that ifan attempt was made to divide the
delegation and give the minority to Elaine,
Sherman would be nominated "on the nextballot. The result was that Harrison re-
ceived New York's vote. Mr. Platt is
President of the United States Express
Company, which has contracts with the
Treasury for the shipment of U. S. coin
and bullion. Section 243 of the Revised
Statutes provides that no person shall be
appointed Secretary of the Treasury who is
interested in trade or commerce, or who
takes or applies to his own use any emolu-
ment or gain for negotiating or transacting
any business in the Treasury Department
other tban what shall be allowed bylaw.
Unless Mr. Platt should resign his pres-
ent position and dispose of his stock in the
Express Company, it would seem that he
is disqualified from filling the position of
Secretary oftbe Treasury.

AGAINST FRAUD.

The Republicans to Contest the Electoral
Vot« of Virginia.

Washington, November 22d.—As a re-sult of the conference between General
Mahone and Senator Quay, recently held
in this city, it is announcer! that proceed-
ings will be begun in the Virginia State
Courts and the United States District Court
of Virginia, attacking the right ofthe Dem-
ocratic Electors of that State to cast their
votes forPresident in the Electoral College.
Certificates of election will not be issued
until after the meeting of the State Board
ofCanvassers in Richmond next Monday,
and the contemplated proceedings will be
then immediately instituted.

THK BASIS OF THE COHTKST.
Washington, November 22d.—As a basis

for the report already telegraphed1 of a
contest over the Electoral vote of Virginia,
it is said that when Senator Quay was con-
vinced, through statements of General Ma-
hone, that the Republicans had carried the
State on an honest <;rmi>t ot the ballots, be
cautiously sent Colonel Par=on?, ofNatural
Bridge, Va., to make a personal inspection
of the charges and report to the headquar-
ters in New York. On receiving Parsons'
report, confirmatory of Mahone's state-
ments, Quay came this city. Here he was
met by Mahone, and a conference ensued,
with Generals Butler and Henderson as
legal advisers.

It was feared by Quay at this time that
the Democrats would attempt to organize
the House through the unlawful issuance
ofcertificates of election to defeated Demo-
cratic candidates in Virginia and other
Southern States. At this first meeting the
pressing question was, therefore, how to
restrain, by Federal or State authority, the
Canvassing Boards from the sction appre-
hended by the Republicans. It was finally
doubted, however, whether any restraining
order of the Courts would sufficiently re-
strain any ostensible majority of certified
members from oreanizing under the pre-
vailing rules of that body. The Republi-
can majority began to loom up also, and
finally the Congressional part of the con-
templated proceedings was given up, and
in its stead an arraignment of the Presi-
dential Electors agreed upon.

Quay, in one of his earliest dispatches
from New York, used words to Mahone
about as follows : " Give us your exact sit-
uation in Virginia. We don't need your
vote, but want the facts ofyour election."

They do not ignore, however, the impor-
tance to the Republican party of develop-
ing and provingelectionfraudsattheSouth,
and if they failed in their present efforts
looking to the Courts, will arouse Congress,
they say, to the necessity of enacting suita-
ble laws for the protection ofthe ballot.

THE BALL-DRIVERS.
Conclusion of the Business of the Base-

ball Conventiou In New York.
New York. November 22.1.—At to-day's

session of the Baseball Convention the
Committee on Revision of Rules submitted
a report which was adopted. Among the
amendments was one relating to the salary
limit. It reads:

The compensation for all League play-
er?, for services as Leagne players, shall be
regulated and determined by the classifica-
tion or grade to which such players may be
assigned by the Secretary of the League,
after the termination of the championship
season, as follows: Class A, compensation
$2,500; B, $2,250; C, $2,000; D, $1,7.10: E,
maximum compensation. Batting, field-
ing, base-running, battery-work, earnest
team-work, and exemplary conduct on and
off the field will be the basis for classifica-
tion.

The committee also reported rules for the
government of the League and American
Association next season, which were
amended and adopted. It also decided to
retain the error column in the scores.

The constitution is amended so that any
club failing to play scheduled games may
be fined $300. Several minor details were
settled, and after fixing the spring meeting
to be held in Washington, and the next
annual meeting in New York, the Conven-
tion adjourned.

THE PLAYISG RULES.
The principal changes to the playing

rules are: Relative to substitutes, the ru!<*
requires that " one player, whose name
shall be printed on the score-card as an
extra player, may be substituted at the end
of any completed inning by either club, but
the player retired shall not hereafter par-
ticipate in the game."

The only change in the definition of
•'dead-ball" is that the umpire must he
standing on the foul ground if the ball
strikes any part of his person or clothing.

A "foul tip" is defined as follows: "A
foul hit. not risiDg above the batsman's
head, and caught by the catcher, playing
within ten feet of the home-base, shall be
termed a foul tip."

The new rule entitling the batter to a
base is as follows : " If,upon a fair hit, the
ball strikes the person or clothing of the
umpire on fairground."

Pertaining to bases: An amendment
permits the runner to return to his base
after the umpire has declared a foul, with-
out any regard to touching the bases-. Tbe
runner shall return to his base if the per-
son or clothing of the umpire is struck Dy
a ball thrown by the catcher to intercept
the base-runner.

In defining the powers of the umpire to
impose fines ot not less than $5 nor more
tban $25. for abusive, threatening or im-
proper language to tbe umpire, an amend-
ment was made as follows : "A repetition
of the offense shall subject such player to
removal from tbe game and the immediate
substitution ofanother player then in uni-
form."

An additional base-hit isprovided*'when
the batted ball hits the person or clothing of
the umpire standing on fair ground." It
is provided that in the fourth column of
the tabulated score "shall be placed the
sacrifice hits, -which shall be credited to
tbe player who shall advance a runner to a
base on a hit other than a base-hit."

KNIGHTS OF LABOR.
Powderly's Ke-Election Certain—Consid-

erable Business Done.
Indianapolis, November 22d.—The ques-

tion of elections still agitates the minds of
the delecates of the Knights of Labor Gen-
eral Assembly. Kvery one now acknowl-
edges tne certainty of Powderly's election
and bis choice for other positions will be
the chocie of the Convention. Hayes,
present General Secretary, is said to be
Powderly's choice for tbe General Secretary-
Treasurer. Mrs. Barry will undoubtedly
be re-elected to her position in charge of
the woman's work, and if he wishes it
Richard Grirhn, of Chicago, may continue
to serve as General Worthy Foreman.

expenditure af nioner, and that under
such a plan tstav money would now be in
the jTreasury.

Thsy made no suggestion of
any crookedness, Suiting all the accounts
perfectly correct, aad .the report states that
the reductions already .decided upon by the
consolidation and reduction of officers
would foct up $15,099. The salaries will
remain the same as heseto/ore.

Power is *h'en to the (Jeiieral Secretary
and Treasurer to throw ont excessive items
from expenditures. By a vote of 8^ Jo 57
it was decided to contiane the salary of
$5,000 to tbe General Mbster Workman,
and the Secretary and Trsasurer will be
paid $2,000. Members of She ExecutiTe
Board willreceive $4 a day and expenses.

The report of the committee was adopt-
ed, and these matters as to salary came up
immediately afterwards.

A SOUND SLEEPER.

Congressman Woodburn of Nevada
Robbed While Slumbering.

Washington, November 22d.—Congress-
man Woodburn, of Nevada, was robbed at
his boarding-house in this city last night.
When he prepared to retire he took off his
vest, containing his pocket-book with a
$100 and a $50 bill, two round-trip railroad
tickets to Nevada, some papers, and his
book of telegraph franks. He folded it up
and put it under hia pillow. About 1
o'clock this morning Frank Curtis, a 19-
--year-old yellow crook, went to the base-
nipnt door of Mrs. O'HaTa's house, which
was unlocked, opened it, went quietly up-
stairs into the sleeping Congressman's
room and took his vest out from under his
hnad, rirled the pockets and went away
without the Congressman having awak-
ened.

The thief got to his home about 2 o'clock
and got up again at 7 and bought some
clothoj and other things, spending some
$40 before 11 o'clock. Meanwhile me rob-
bery had been reported to the detective
office. Curtis was suspected and arrested.
About $-115 was recovered.

BEEF SHIPMENTS.

A Charge Against the Southern Pacific
Company Refuted.

St. Louis, November 22d.—At tbe Senate

ern Pacific road refused to supply cars for
carrying dressed beef to Los Angeles on
account of having a contract with Chicago
parties compelling them to exclude P^l
Paso.

Richard Gray, of the Southern Pacific
Company was examined, at his own re-
quest, and make a denial of the statements
of Hillyard and others in reference to a
refusal to furnish refrigerator cars to El
Paso.
