
LETTER FROM A '49ER.
Bin Ftrtt View ol California and the Ini-

presdon It BsM«.
Ens. REroßn-UxioN : It was jnst at sun-

set on a beautiful evening iv the month of
August, 1b43, that I stood on. v solitary
rock on the crest ofthe Sierras and looked
oil across that broad expanse of meadows
and plain that stretched out between those
mountains and the sea. What a scene was
before me. Within the lange of my vision
the broad and fertile valley of the Sacra-
mento lay slum*>eriDg in its first deep sleep.
Nature, pure asd unaltered by the band of
man. sat robed in her primeval beauty. It
seemed as ifI were gazing on a world just
from the hand of God. No spiral columns
of blue smol-3 carled up from man's hab-
itation. No glittering spire from town or
hamlet pointed its finger to tbe sky. The
purple rays of ibe setting sun, as they
beimed frtm the western sea, shone with a
splendor that called to mind the wonderful
-scenes ii: fabled Aladdin. Waterfalls of
indescribable grandeur dashed and tumbled
from snow-capped mountains of unpar-
alleled heights. Mammoth trees, waving
their lofty branches 300 feet above the
ground, were dotted along the mount-
ain sides, while seas of waving
flowers of every tint and bu? bedecked and
adorned the lower plains. Gay plumaged
birds warbled and sang irom trees that
fringed the streams, and heaven's purest
atmosphere encircled them all. Imagine
my feelings then, as Istood there on the
crest of the mountain and gazed in wondtr
and admiration on the marvelous works of
God. Beauty and briebtness seemed radi-
ated from every rock and tree and flower,
and, but foi the want ofan Adam and Eve,
one would have taken it fur a veritabiu
Eden. However this may be, while stand-
ing on that grand old mountain-top, I at
least wondered to myself, if all the beauty
and splendor then presented to my gßzs
could possibly be the result of accident—
this outgrowth of a haphazard development
in nature, or was it the especial handiwork
of God.

It is said that there are not wanting men
in the world who believe that the universe
was fashioned bychanoe and eventually will
dissolve again into chac*. But not so with
all, for there are many who never look on
the grand or beautiful without being in-
spired with feelings of—well, never mind.
Such, at least. wa?> the beauty that every-
where met my boyish gaze, as I entered
California in 1549, that 1 sometimes stood
in mingled wonder and awe as from lime
to time I looked upon its lofty mountains,
its grand waterfalls, its towering pines,
deep gorges, fertile plains, asd above all.
the deep blue of iis sky and the purity of
its atmosphere. Uuder auch an influence,
and naturally loving the trand and beauti-
ful, how could I help falling in love wi!h
California.

I would like to tell you something of the
people who came to this coast in '4S>—their
wilcl excitement, their rush for wealth,
their follies and frailties and the reckless
impetuosity that governed ttieir acts,
coupled with a hospitality unparalleled in
the history of the world—but time and
space willnot permit it. Besides, whoever
undertakes the uncertain task of writing
the early history of California will most
Hkely place on record a riddle that willre-
main unsolved by posterity, us it would re-
quire the pen of a genius, with full knowl-
edge of its primary conditions and an
experience known only to the pioneer.

But now, in '68, how changed, or rather
how transposed, are all those elements of
which I have spoken? Where stood the
shanty or tent, now stands the (jalace or
villa. To-day we gather the gulden urain
where flourished once the larkspur and
the poypy. The transposition ruav he
likened to youth and age. The picturesque
beauiy and physical grandeur that won our
youtiiful fancy for the State in those early
days now finds admiration in its splendid
ci'.:i-s, beautiful churches, well-tilled furms
an-1 liome-liKe cottar\u25a0.-.

Wei! do I remember the strange glow of
pleasure experienced when first I stood in
the Valley of the Sacramento. Then life
was buoyant with hope and expectation.
Young aspiration pictured a thousand joys
in st.re, while the Heart looked forward
with eager gaze to their realization. But,
fcla-- ! for all 6uch "castles built in the air."
The enr'ain fell upon our hopes and the
jl-a-urdMe emotions experienced on be-
holding the valley faded away as we looked. in despair, over the seemingly inter-
minable desert and plain that lay oetween
our solitary tent and the dear old home we
lefi in the East. A return trip across the
plains or around the "Horn" was no easy
t>>kin those early days. The necessary
menu- to malK the trip, pven when oppor-
t-.i' ivpresented itself, was not at the dis-
posal ofall. Hence many a desponding
mai.. with loving wife and prattling babe
in hi* far-Basu-iu liorue, went i!owu into
t^ .i«rk river under l!;e weight of a fore-
lm-ii liujsi-. Tbcuaaoda dropped, and were
bu'ied by the wayside, with nothing but
tip- moaning winds to chain their funeral
dirge .Some of these.doubtless to-day lie
uncoiTJned beneath oar streets or out in
(.ur great fields, where''p'-owmen pass un-
c mpcioasly over them. Thus many acher-. hope was blasted ; many a far-away

mother's heart doomed to pine for the boy
she knew not of. And thus the shadows
fell on many a "castle built in the air" by
thflpioneers.

EVIL OF OVERCROWDING.
What the Superintenfiuut of the S.ockton

lIIMI'CAsjllllllS.HVH About It.
The Superintendent of the Stockton In-

sane Asylum in his biennial report says:
The number of patients in the Stockton

A<-\ turn at the close of the fiscal year was
1 647 At present writing (September 12th i

\u25a0 - 1,670. The asylum will property as-
tnod&te 1,150 —"O0 males and 050 fe-

ma!<>s —calculating on a basis of fifly sur-
face feet to each inmate. So largely has it
ou'g-own its capacity, that the expected
removal of ISO patients to Aenevr Asylum
En December will relieve us only to a
scarcely appreciable extetr.

In the task of taking care of 500 more
patien's than the asylum is designed to
hold, the endeavor has been to place the
bunii :i where it would be the least felt.
While the wards containing the chronic
and harmless patients have felt the brunt
of the pressure, it has been found irupoesi
ble to avoid hampering by surplusage to
some extent the section devoted to acu'e
ana curable cases. Happily our climate is
Bach that there is hardly a day when the
most crowded wards cannot be almost en-
tirely emptied of their occup.mts and
thrown open for purification; a fortunate
circumstance when, besides the bedrooms
ami dormitories, the floors of halls, corri-
dors, and doorways are nightlj used as
sleeping apartments.

To overcrowd the insane is to impair tte
usefulness of the asylum and subvert good
management. It interferes with tbe proper
moral and hygienic treatment of tbe pati-
ents and lessens their chance of restora-
tion. I'reacts upon their physical health,
as well as upon their mental progress. No
class of people are more readily influenced
by their surroundings; close contact makes
them uneasy and irritable, and is provoca-
tive of quarreling.

The magnitude this evil is assuming, and
the seeming remoteness and inadequacy of
the measures hitherto taken for its redress,
have given me serious thought, not un-
mixed with a sense of discouragement.
Tbe failure of this great State to fulfillits
duty toward its hapless wards, the insane,
cannot be viewed without concern. 1 trust
that our lawmakers willrealize how nearly
ibis matter touches tbe honor and good
name of the State, and will take vigorous
steps that such a state of things be not per-
mitted to exist.

THE PROSPECTS OK BELIEF.

To provide for the accumulating increase
is the problem before the people of this
State. The Hospital for Chronic Insane at
Agnew is expected to receive patients in
December, to the number of 360, 180 from
each State asylum. A second block of
wards is now in progress of construction
tnere, which will be ready for occupancy
in a year or two, and which will accommo-
date 240 patients, or 120 from each asylum.
The removal, therefore, of 180 patients
this year, and 120 in 1890, or 300 in all, is
the 'utmost in the way of relief that
this asylum can look for. under present
arrangements. How far will this go
toward reducing our numbers to the proper
limit? At the rate this asylum has been
increasing in the last four years, with
1 (!75 in September, ISSB, we should have
1,850 in September, 1890. Deducting 300
which is all Agnew can be expected to re-
lieve us ofby that time, there will still be
1,550 inmate's here two years hence, or 400
more than the institution has room for.

This fact must be held prominently in
view : that one hundred are added yearly
to the number ofinsane the State has per-
manently to take care of. Our insane pop-

ulation being 3,115 this year, it willbe 3.215
next year and 3.315 the year after. This
vast Aggregate is now cro» d-rd into two asy-
lums, when it ought to be contained in at

least four.

A MESMERIC EXHIBITION.

Tlie next thai Cs&e aloßg was
asked what wj> going (in ii}> st:iirs, and
upipii i.ems: inierviewed by the reporter, he
whis]>ereU almost inatuliulv: "Kennedy,
the iiie-«iit>r:-t, i-, soiii;; to give an exhibi-
tion to the medical profcwion." The re-
portcx rnitde up liis mind to l>c present,
walked up Mair*and was admitted without
objection.

Mr. Kennedy introducei! his four sub-
jects, placed them on chain, and went
through the Urinal iorm, such as asking
thi-m t.i tin' k-ft wrist with the right
hand, and then making WTenl*paßßes on
the forehead and bridge of the nose. In
less time than it can lie described the sub-
jecta were hypnotized, one Msbjeet wai
placed m a perfectly rifrid state, his head
placed on the back of a chair and his
heels on the back of another chair. Then
Alexander B.ullam was asked to sit astride
on the body, which he did, his weight, 210
pounds, not atlecting the subject in tin-
least. Another subject was then paralyzed j
on one-half of his body, the medicos stick-
ing needles through his tongue, ear, and
almost any Tital part of his body. While
this was being done the subject sang some
comical song*, not being in the least dis-
comtited by the needles being poked into
him. Another subject drank a potion con-
taining thirty grains ofipecac, the highest
dose given as \u25a0 powerful emetic, without
any elfect whatever. One subject ate a
boxful ofenpaiva capsules for gum drops,
\u25a0ad seemed, judging by his facial expres-
sion, to relish them, and alter linishing
asked for more. There lieiog no more Mr.
Kennedy gave him the box, which he ate
with the same gusto. Many more experi-
ments of this kir.d were made, the most
deadly poisons being given without any
effect.

One subject while under the influence
and singing was treated to shocks from a
powerful battery, but continued his nag-
ing a-; ifnothing were going on. The same
subject held the electrodes in his h:uil-
and laid them down quietly upon the table
when told to do so—a feat which it would
be impossible to perform were the subject
not in a hypnotic state.

One of the features of the exhibition was
an aoderstandins between Mr. Kennedy
and Dr. Martin Kegensburger that the
former instruct his subject to murder the
ductor while sitting with his back tame
at iiis desk, IV.r gone money which he had
concealed in his vest pocket. Mr. Ken-
nedy produced a pisto), the subject stole
up slowly behind the doctor's back, pulled
the trigger live times, the doctor dropped
on the floor, the murderer pounced upon
his victim, tore his watchchain to pieces,
ripped open his vest and would have done
further damage had not the mesmerist in-
terposed. It manM thrilling scene,
which made the blood of the spectators
run cold.

Gentlemen present then volunteered as
subjects, and George C. Perkins, Alexan-
der Kadiam, D. K. Williams, Dr. Ferrer,
Fulton Berry and others were placed under
mftmeric influence, creating great merri-
ment among the assemblage, performing
wonderful feats Dot to be mentioned to the
public. Mr. Kennedy fully satisfied these
gentlemen that his performance was genu-
ine, and that hi.- skill was of the most
wonderful kind.

The Sentence of Jesus.
A correspondent olSbUtand Quiritt ex-

tracts from the Ketnieehe ZutM.no what is
c.illed '"a correct transcript of the - n-
teiice of deatli pronounced against Jesus
Christ." The followinc is a oopv of the
most memoruil judicial s?nten::e which has
ever been pronounced in the annals of the
world—namely, that of death against the
Savior, with the remarks that the .journal
I*JJroil has collected, the knowledge of
which must be interesting in the highest
degree to every Christian. Until vow we
are not aware that it has ever Keen made
public in the (German pp.prrs. The sen-
tence is word for word as follows:

Sentence passed by Pontius Pilate, In-
tendant ofthe Province of Lower Galilee,
that Jesus of Nazareth shall suffer death
by the cross. In the seventeenth year of
the reign of the Emperor Tiberius, and on
the 25th of the month of March, in the
most holy city of Jerusalem, during the
Pontificate of Annaa and Caiaphaa, Pontius
Pilate, Intendant of the Province ofLower
Galilee, sitting in judgment in the Preri-
(ientialjseat of the Prjetora, aenteaces Jesas
Christ of Nazareth to death on a cross be-
tween two robbers, as the numerous and
notorious testimonials of the people prove:
1. Jesus Christ is a misleader. 2. lie has
excited the people ,to sedition. .'!. He is
an enemy to the laws. 4. He calls him-
self the Son of God. 5. He calls himself
falsely the King of Israel. G. He went
into the teniple followed by a multitude
carrying palms in their hands. Orders:
The First Centurion, (^uintus Cornelius, to
bring him to the place of execution, for-
bids all persons, rich or poor, to prevent
the execution of Jesus. The witnesses
who have signed the execution against
Je.-us are: 1. Daniel Robani, Pharisee;
-. John Zorababel; 3. Kaphael Bobani;
4. Caput. Jesus to be taken out of Jerusa-
lem through the gate of Tournea.

The sentence is engraved on a plate of
brass in the Hebrew language, and on its
sides are the following words : " A similar
plate has lieen sent to each tribe." It was
discovered in the year 1230 in the city of
Ac|uill (Aquilla) in the Kingdom of
Naples, by a search made for the discov-
ery of Koman antiqti'ties, and remained
there until it was found by ihe Commis-
saries of Art in the French army of Italy.
I p to the time of the campaign in South-
ern Italy it was reserved in the sarristv of
the Carthusians, near Naples, where it
was kept in a box of ebony. Since then
the relic has been kept in the chapel of
Caserta. The Carthu-i:ins obtained it by
their petitions that the pbte might be
kept by them, which was an acknowledg-
ment of the sacrifice which they marie for
the French army. The French translation
was made literally by metu!>ers of the
Commission of Arts. Deoon had a fac-
simile of the plate engraved, which was
bought by Lord Howard on the sale of his
cabinet for '2,SW francs. There seems to
be uo historical doubt as to the authentic-
cacy of this. The reasons of the sentence
eoi respond exactly with those of the
gospel.— lumioa TifMft.

GOSLINGS AS FISH BAIT.
Keiuarkablp Kxpirl.i.re of a St. Louis

Sportamau—How to Catch I. ;*\u25a0-.

A letter from I St. Louis gentli man,
who lias been fft- some time up at Green
Lake, Wisconsin, lias just been received
here, anil it contains the account of a fish-
ing exploit that is remarkable. " I went
out early tho other evening," writes the
ireiitleman, "in the boma vi" encounterin<;
some of the famous pickerel of this resort
when they were just coming up from their
mossy beils after a morsel of breakfast. 1
I trolled for half a mile without a strike.
was passing a farm-house, in front of
which were an old goose and a lot of gos-
lings a month or so old. They were swim-
ming around, dipping down under the
water, and chattering away in high glee.
.In. t as I was opposite to them there WU :i

splash, and one of the goslingsdiaapMared.
Almost instantly another one went in the
same way, tho mother goose never seeming
to heed their absence, i thought itstrange,
and palled over toward the Mock, but be-
fore I reached it three more were pulled
under the water. I stopped rowing
di * to the spot where the fowls
had disappeared, and walched from
close range to see ii I could discover
what agent was at work doitinjinji,
the farmer's goslings. One of the little
fellows was sep-iraUii from the other
three, for that's all that were left. 1 was
close to tho single gosling, watching him,
when I saw a monstrous black ban shoot
through the water, grab the bird 1 had my
eye on and give the water a Ilivtwith his
tail as lie disappeared with his breakfast.
Before the surface had become calm or my
astonishment had been overcome, the re-
maining three of the gosling brood were
in the capacious maws of the hungry bast,

"l!y this time the old goose, who had
been tranquilly swimming aoont, began to
think that something was wrong, and when
no little ones came at her call she became
frantic. I stood right there for some time,
expecting that some audacious bass would
walk ofi with the old goose, but they
didn't.

"Iwent up to the farm-house, told the
fate ofthe goslings and was met with no
expressions ofsurprise.

'"That's no uncommon thing,' said the
farmer. 'I'll bet I've- lost \u25a0 thousand
young geese just in that way. I thought
those were too big for bass bait. I keep
my young geese in a i>ond back of the
MOMuntil they get big enough to take
care of themselves, as I thought the ones
you saw gobbled up were.'

"An idea struck me, and I bargained
with the farmer for three goslings from the
pond back of the house. I would fool the
bass. He soon came in with three nice,
downy little fellows, and I took one, tied
my line around the cantor ofhis body, and
fastened a gang of hooks under the gos-
ling's breast so they hung down about
three inches. Then I took a long rod
from the boat, attached the line and gently
d nipped the swimming bait into the water.
Tlif little gosling swam around lor about
half a minute, when there was a rush, a
tag at the line, and I had my hnngry fish
safely hooked. Itwas a whopper, and it
took me twenty minutes to bring him up
to the boat. Tiie bass had struck the
hooks, as I intended, before he reached the
gosling, and I succeeded in landing thirty
one big bass with my three before they
were used up. They were the bigpest bass
1 ever saw before, averaging a trifleover
six pounds apiece, one of them weighing
nine aud a quarter jiounds. When Igo
after bass now you may be sure I go with
goslings forbait."—Si.Louin Globe Democrat.
