HOME AFFAIRS.

CHICAGO ANARCHISTS TRAINING
THEIR CHILDREN.

Kuklux Outrages in Tennessee—The
California Indians—O’Connor
Defeats Teemer—Etc.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.|

CALIFORNIA INDIANS.

The Round Valley Trespassers and
their Rapacity—The Mission Tribes.
‘WasHIXGTON, November 25th.—The Com-

missioner of Indian Affairs hasreceived re-

ports from the agents at the Round Valley
and Mission consolidated agencies in Cal-
ifornia. The agent at Round Valley, in his
report, says: “The trespassers are gather-
ing new courage over their success, and
have been, in most cases, more insolent
than before, seeming to think that the res-
ervation belongs.to them. The desperate
efforts which these men put forth to resist
theg Government authorities, both ecivil
and military, and to prevent the re-
covery of these lands from fraudulent
oécupation, call for most severe action.

Their continued occupation of almost the

entire reservation is a disgracg to the United

States Government and should not be tol-

erated. The gross injustice done these

defenseless Indians by the few men contin-
uing to occupy almost the entire reserva-
tion is a shameful return for the hundreds
of thousands of acres of land now owned by
white men, and over which, forty years
2go, the Indians held undisputed control.
Now they are herded up like so many
sheep on less than one-thirtieth of their
lands, while their enemies, the trespassers,
combining under the leadership of one or
two men, are capable of taking all possible
advantage of the leniency of our Govern-
ment, which is also reluctant to resort to
means that might be considered harsh or
unnecessarily severe. These men are
hoardingup their ill-gotten gains and keep-
ing constantly prepared to use any means
in their power to hold ou to the lands so
fraudulently occupied by them. Many
times since I assumed charge of this agency
the Indians have asked me whether or not
they could expect any relief from the Gov-
ernment. It has been a hard question to
answer satisfactorily to them. There are
535 Indians on the reservation.”

THE MISSION TRIBES.

Mr. Preston, agent of the Mission tribes,
says that they have been robbed of their
lands by bad law, or by no law. He con-
tinues: * Every foot of the available land
is bounced, and all risks and chances of the
unscrupulous trader and gambler are taken,
and the lands of the Indian seem to be an
object of Special cupidity. Tracts of land
are settled on and Zare iclaimed, lines
are changed by private surveys, known
lines transgressed, and every art, trick and
device of the unscrupulous land pirate is
resorted toin order to secure lodgement.
This, of course, increases the labor and re-
sponsibility of an agent already onerously
burdened with official work. I havesought
to impress all such that they cannot grab
this land with impunity, but with what
success the records and future will show.
Quite a number of cases are in the immedi-
ate future, and considerable litigation an
departmental support, therefore will bé
needed. Cases should be made at San
Ysabel, San Ysidio, San Fillippi, San Pas-
gul, Pauma, Pala, and at other places.
Additional appropriations for schools, farm-
ing implements and teachers of farming
are requested.”

TRAINING FOR THE GALLOWS,

How the Chicago Aparchists are Educat-
ing Their Children.

Cuicaco, November 25th.—The Execu-
tive Committee of the newly organized
local Anarchist society, known as the Ar-
beiter Bund, has issued a circular calling a
large mass meeting for next Sunday for the
purpose of devising means by which to
found Anarchist schools for children
throughout the city.

The circular was freely distributed to-
day. Itinvitesall Anarchists to investi-
gate the Society Sunday-schools, of which
there are six in Chicago, each located in
the rear of the basement of a saloon.

One of the schools, in the back room of
Rochour Bros.’ saloon at Lincoln avenue
and Halstead street, was found to contain
this afternoon 120 children, ranging from 5
to 14 years of age, seated on long benches
and listening intently to what the teacher
was explaining to them about Johann Most.
The teacher told the children that Spies
and Parsons had been murdered by the
capitalists, and referred to the dead An-
archists as martyrs,

TYPHOID FEVER.,

An Epidemic That is Seeking Its Victims
Among the Upper-Tendom.

New York, November 25th.—Typhoid
fever is almost epidemic in this city and
Brooklyn. It seems to be confined to well-
known and wealthy people. The death of
Lasker H. Marvin,a prominent broker, oc-
cured ten days aﬁo from this disease, and
was soon followed by the deaths of Miss
Martha Watson, a young society belle, and
Mrs. Alma Stafford, a young bride of sey-
enteen years. Coleman D, Drayton, son-in-
law of William Astor, is dangerously ill, as
also is Harry Alexander, the rich Cuban
steamship man. Ex-Minister to Holland
Isaac Bell is ill with typhoid fever at New-
port, and Mrs. Augustus Whiting, & promi-
nent society matron, died there on Satur-
day from the same disease.

SOME OF THE BREED LEFT.

Outrages Committed by Keatucky Ku-
Klux in Tennessee,

CHATTANOOGA, November 25th.—Reports
come from Smith and Clay counties that
much excitement exists over the depreda-
tions of a band of Ku-Klux having its
headquarters at Tompkinsville, Ky. The
operations of the ganiare confined mainly
to colored 'people. Notices to leave the
county have been chalked on many doors,
and several colored people severely
whipped. One man was tarred and feath-
ered, and another tied to a tree, tortured by
fire, and then driven from his home.

IN TWO COUNTIES,

A Prize Fight that Spread Over a Large
Area of Kansas Soil.

Kaxsas Oty (Mo.), November 25th.—
Dan Agan, the ** Montana Kid.” and Billy
Hennesey of Kansas City, fought thirty-two
desperate rounds with skin-tight gloves in
Leavenworth county, Kan., this afternoon.
The fight began in Johunson coanty, near
the Wyandotte county line, but the princi-
pals and spectators were driven off by the
Sheriffs ot the two counties, and the fight
was finished in Leavenworth county. The
fight was given to Hennesey. Both men
were badiy punished.

A BEATEN CHAMPION.

©O’Connor, the Canadian, Easily Defeats
Oarsmen Teemer.

WasHINGTON, November 25th.—About
20,000 people lined the shores of the
Potomac river yesterday to see William J.
0'Connor, of Canada, win from William
Teemer, of Pennsylvania, the champion-
ship. of America as a single sculler and
$2,500 besides.

After a delay of over an hour, during
which the spectators shivered and stamped
and swore, the referee's boat summoned
the men to start. No provision had been
made to give the press facilities for report-
ing the race, and correspondents had to
hustle for themselves. O'Connor’s colors
were blue and white, and Teemer’s red
and black. The latter won the choice of
position, and took the Virginia side of the
river, There was considerable delay, but
no false starting of the men, and at 4:30
the word wss given.

O’Connor’s boat jumped as he drove his
blades in the water, and gained an advant-
age of several feet at the start. Both men
were pulling a thirty-six stroke, and the
time of the first guarter of a mile was
rather slow. O’Connor maintained a slight
lead to the half-mile, when Teemer spurted
and came up with him. For the next
quarter #{ a mile they were on even terms
At the mile O'Connor had gained a lead of
one length. Approaching tbe stake-boat,
he put on a tremendous spurt, and rounded
very cleverly three lengths ahead of his op-
ponent, and squared away for home.

Teemer made an indifferent turn and
fouled the flag with an oar. He seemed to
bave lost his head, and pulled at times an
uneven stroke. From the turn to home it
was a procession. Teemer could not re-
cover his lost ground, and O’Connor with-
out exertion gained steadily. When within
fifty yards of the finish he stopped rowing
for a moment, and then with a spurt
crossed the line twelve lengths ahead of
Teemer. Time, 22:29. Teemer crossed ten
seconds later. .

Queensberry gave the signal to start
the contestants.

A GREAT STORM VISITS THE NEW
ENGLAND STATES.

Fierce Gales and Piles of Snow—
An Awfual Night Off the Coast
—Vessels Wrecked.

Bostox, November 25th.—A violent snow-
storm prevails throughout New England.

All but one of the crew were drowned.

THE STORM IN NEW YORK.

NeEw York, November 25th.—The first
snow-storm of winter, which has been
raging in this city and along the seaboard
of New England and the Middle States to-
day, has been of blizzard vigor. In the
harbor several ships dragged their anchors
under the force of the storm, and were
towed to safe anchorage with great diffi-
cualty.

A BARK WRECKED.

Lewes (Del), November 25th.—The
American bark Moro Castle, bound from
Philadelphia for San Francisco with 610
tons of coal, arrived at the Delaware Break-
water last night shortly before midnight.

WasHiNGTON, November 25th, —Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue Miller has sub-
mitted his annual report for the fiscal year
to the Secretary of the Treasury. The
revenues from internal taxation during the
current fiscal year are estimated at §125.-
000,000, The revenues for the year 1888
amounted to $124326,475 32, as follows:
Spirits, $69,306,166 41, tobacco $30,662 431 52,
fermented liquors $23,324 218 48, oleomar-

erine $864,139 88, banks $4,202 55, miscel-
Faneous $165,316 48.

The agpregate of collections made in the
First California District was $1,892.647, and
in the Fourth California District $306,-
767 33. The total collections made for the
first three months or the current fiscal year
amonnt to $31,214,718 54. The cost of col-
lecting internal revenue taxes the last fiscal
year was $3,978,283 39. During the year
1,074 violations of the law have been re-
ported by Revenue Agents, 781 persons ar-
rested, and property of the value of $132 -
744 35 reported for seizure. The estimated
expenses of the Bureau for the next fiscal
year are $4,135,280.

During the last fiscal year there were
manufactured in California 137,293,535
cigars and 4,840,930 cigarettes. There were
29,617 persons in Californifa and Nevada
who paid special license taxes last year,
and there were}246 fruit distilleries in oper-
ation in California last year.

In reference to the proposition to abolish
the tax on brandy distilled from fruit, the
Commissioner says: ‘It appears to be
probable that the relief of this article from
taxation would lead to the utilization of a
large number of different fruits for the
distillation of spirits, which might reason-
able be expected to have an appreciable
effect upon the tax paid on grain and mo-
lasses spirits, with which it would come
in competition. Under the present law,
which practically confines brandy products
to ttr use of ap‘flea, peaches or grapes, and
despite the endeavor to exercise as close
supervision as it has been found practicable
to apply to a business carried on by so
many indi'idna}s, and scattered over so
h’f an area, it is supposed that a consid-
erable percentage of the product escapes

mischief to the revenue and th» increased
difficulties in the enforcement of the law
in regard to grain and molasses spirits
would be cut of all proportion to the
amount of tax surrendered.”

The quantity of spirits produced and de-
posited in the distillery warehouses during
the fiscal year 1888 was 70.279.406 galions,
less than the production of 1877 by 7,552 993
gallons. Of grape brandy there remained
in the special bonded warehouses in Cali-
fornia at the end of the fiscal year, 845061
gallons. Of the 864,704 gallons of grape
brandy bonded during the fiscal year,
535,583 gallons were produced in the First
District of Californisa, 318,616 gallons in the
Fourth District of California, 10,089 gallons
in the Tenth District of Ohio, and 416 gal-
lons in the Fifth of New Jersey. The total
product bonded was 191,094 gallons more
than in the previous year. The amount re-
moved (tax paid) was 60,735 gallons more,
and the loss resuliing from regauge, under
the Act of May 28, 1880, was 5,813 gallons
more than in 1877.

It appears from the report that the aver-
age monthly production of olemargarine
during the fiscal year was 2,860,460 pounds,
and that the average monthly production
for the twenty months during which the
law was in operation, was 2,801,007 pounds.

Chicego street urchins at a Thankgiving
dinner this afterncon. The subject of his
address was to be his experience wiith the
Indians. The result was amusing to all
but the noted Indian fighter. Almcst be-
fore he knew it the General hed
a very bad case of stage fright.
The little street savages received him
with such paralyzing yells and other like
manifestations of deviltry that the subduer
of redskins lost his voice completely, and
was obliged to retire to his seat, looking as
fatigugg as though he had just came back
from a six days’ fight with the Indians.
Nevertheless the dinner was the greatest
success of the kind that ever took place in
Chieago.

Progress of the Work of the Transconti-
nental Association.

A meeting of the Passenger
Agents resulted in the establishment of
passenger rates from the eastern terminals
of the lines to Pacific coast points. The
St. Paul, the Manitoba and Canadian Pa-
cifie, via Winnipeg, are allowed differentials
of $10 on a firct-class limited and $5 on
second-class from St. Paul and Chicago to
Puget Sound points, Portland, Sacramento,
Stockion, Lathrop and San'Francisco.

Around the World by Rail.

Several years ago a newspaper Bohemian
named Kent, who is now editing the Lar-
amie Boormerang, the paper established by
Bill Nye, the humorist, evolved the idea
of an all-rail route around the world, or at
least practically so. His plan was well
thought of by some of the best railroaders
in the country, among them high officials
of the Union Pacific. Kent being at that
time employed on an Omaha paper, and in
daily communication with the Union Pa-
cific headquarters, laid his plans before the
officers of that company, and preliminary
steps were taken to consummate the mat-
ter. It was first necessary to enlist the
co-operation of the Russian Government,
and Kent actually had personal corre-
spondence with the Czar on the subject.
A commission was appointed by the Rus-
sian Government to take further steps in
the matter, when by the duplicity of some
one connected with the Russian side of the
arrangement, and the subsequent refusal of
the Czar to subsidize the American com-

any by terms similar to those which the

Jnited States granted to the Union Pacific
Company, the matter fell through, and
has since rested in abeyance,

The idea was to run a railway from the
United States along the Pacific coast of
British America and Alaska to Behring’s
strait, tunnel the strait, and continue on,
overland, to St. Petersburg, connecting
there with European railway systems
through Germany and other countries to
the English channel, and of course con-
necting with other systems en route, lead-
ing through Austria. and the Latin coun-
tries of Europe. It was a great idea,
though not so colossal at the time com-
paratively, as was the transcontinental
road in the United States at the time it
was first projected ; and it will yet be car-
ried out. Thus the tide of travel to Eu-
rope will be turned westward. People
will, instead of risking the dangers of an
Atlantic trip, and the horrors of mal de
mar, as well as for the purpose of saving
time, leave New York for London via
Portland and St. Petersburg, and thus
will be exemplified raore fully the great
speech of Senator Benton, when, in point-
ing from Washington toward the Pacific,
he exclaimed : “There lies the East; there

Boulanger Makes a Speech—Span-

SUNDAY IN FRANCE,

De Roulde and General Boulanger Ad-
dress the Patriotic Leagne.

Parts, November 25th.—M. De Roulde
made a speech at the meeting of the
Patriotic League io-day. He spoke in
terms of warm praise of General Bou-
langer. Referring to the recent accident to
the Russian Imperial train, he expressed
sympathy with the Czar and rejoiced over
his escape from harm. The speech was
greatly applauded, and especially the ref-
erence to General Boulanger,

The meeting was held in a restaurant.
Access to outsiders was barred by police,
who prevented the proposed public recep-
tion. A few arrests were made, but the
proceedings were in the main orderly.

At the conclusion of the banquet Gen-
eral Boulanger made a speech, in which he
said: I am more a patriot than a soldier.
I ardently desire peace—not a peace which
is demanded, hut a peace imposed by a
firm and dignified attitude. That is the
only peace acceptable to French hearts.”

He inveighed against a policy which di-
vided the forces of the country, causing
misleading appearances of weakness—mis-
leading, because the least appeal to the
country would cause all internal dizsension
to vanish like a bad dream. He strongly
denounced Ferry for wasting the country’s
resources in Tomquin.

We have over
220 men at Carachipampa, four leagues
from -Potosi, awaiting the advance of the
revolutionists. Troops have arrived at
La Paz from Huanchaca, while all suspects
are to receive orders to leave La Paz on the
evening of Sunday, October 8th. The revo-
lutionary mcvement in La Paz was the
cause of numerous fatalities. Flori, who
headed the mutiny at Fiarilo, is not ex-
pected to recover fom his wouund.”
