6F APPRENTICESHIP.

The report of the Burean of Labor Sta-
tistics takes ground in favor of the enact-
ment of a new apprentice law in Califor-
nia. What we now haveis pronounced val-
ueless. It provides that minors may, with
the consent of parents or guardians “of
(the minors) own free will and con-
gent,” bind themselves out to learn a trade
or profession. There is a vague intimation
that a parent for lguardian may bind
2 minor, but the “ Act” appears to be
defective chiefly in its failure to provide
for enforcing the terms of an indenture of
apprenticeship, in its failure to properly
guard the interests of both employers and
apprentices, and in its neglect to provide
that the master shall properly instruct the

pprentice in the mysteries of the trade se-
lected. It is gratifying tolearn that several
of the trade-unions favor the enactment
f a new apprenticeship law; thus, the Car-
penters’ Union Nos. 56 and 36, Sacramento
Typographical Union, and the San Jose Ty-

America and the cry goes up, and not with- |

out justification, that the American boy is
“crowded out.” A great ‘deal of blame is
attached for this to masters, who do not give
the apprentice the personal attention that
is his due, and do not make an effort to in-
duct him into the mysteries of the craft.
The boy is put, most generally, at one
thing and kept at it, while all other parts
of his trade remain as sealed books to him-
A great deal of blame attaches also to
parents, who care more to have their boys
earn wages than to learn a trade thor-
oughly and well.

The Bureau reports that its investiga-
tion leads it to believe that in most cases
the apprentice in this State is left to pick
up his trade as best he can, “being used by
Lis employers mainly for the purpose of
profit, and kept to the purely mechan-
ical portion of the trade, instead of be-
ing taught thoroughly the various tech-
nicalities connected with the business,”
and by knowledge of which alone can the
apprentices hope to become competent
workmen.

The failure to learn a trade 1s a fruitful
source of pauperism. In Massachusetts:
for instance, it is ascertained that more
than one-half of the adult paupers have
not learned a trade, or how to make a liv-
ing by any sort of skilled labor. The Sta-
tistical Commissioner of New York reports
that while the supply of skilled workers is
daily augmented by foreign immigration,
the best workers of Europe do not come to
America; nevertheless those who do come
are superior, as a rule, to the native-born
mechanics,

It is not the intention to more than in-
dicate the lines of debate of the subject
now—it is to come before the Legislature of
1889 with authoritative recommendation,
ard the question then and prior to that
time will be considered more deliberately
and with regard to a definite and satis-
factorily constructed law. The public
judgment is that the State should take
some action to encourage greater skill in
the mechanical callings among American
workmen, and to foster and guard a system of
apprenticeship that will give the American
boy full opportunity to learn a trade thor-
eughly. The chief evil of our present
system is that empleyers are continually
-seeking for boys or young men with some
(not complete) knowledge of the trade
they represent, in order that such lads
may be put into places that only really
skilled workmen should fill; that is to say,
greed, or to put it more mildly, the
push and rush for money, the competitive
struggle in business leads employers to
seek for boys with just sufficient working
experience to enable the master not to
teach them to become adepts, but to use
them as means to business ends without
the intervention of true journeymen. This
is the reason the trade unions advance for
their limitation of the number of ap-
prentices, and that it has sufficient force
to command a hearing in the debate of
the question is undeniable.

There are very few trades that are not
now so diverted by the use of machinery,
that a boy may not after brief service
qualify himself to work in some particular
branch. These lads are liable to “stick”
in that groove instead of becoming ac-
quainted with all the parts of the trade, by
which knowledge alone can they hope to
become educated journeymen or propri-
etors. Or, if they do not “stick” in the
groove, but Lreak away and set up for
themselves, their ignorance of all the
parts of the trade but one results in the
turning out of a great deal of “botch
worky;in an era where the demand is for
thoroughly good work. Such mechanics
cannot hope to maintain themselves in
competition with the foreign artisans who
have learned trades thoroughly.

There is strength iz this view of the
unions, but on the other hand, many of

them in antagonizing the system go
to the other and more dangerous
extreme, and by the vigor of their

exclusions shut out the American boy
from opportunities that ought to open for
him to become a competent workman. As
a result foreign mechanics come in to sup-
ply the demand, Between the injustice
to skilled workmen of so many apprentices
as to constantly displace journeymen, and
drive them to vocations to which they
have not been trained, and the evil of
unions excluding or limiting—largely by
alien votes—apprentices to an extent that
forces the American boy to “pick up” a
trade, or to abandon the hgpe of becoming
by instruction a skiiled workmen, lies the
ground that must be taken. Upon this
ground the manual training and the trade
schools are planted, and here the friends
" of technical training take theirstand. It

is this middie gtouad that the (ahlcago, St

Louis, Coggswell and other manual train-
ing schools occupy, their scheme being to
instruct the pupil thoroughly in mechanical
elementary principles, and to give him suf-
ficient practice at least to enable him to ap-
ply them. Governor Stanford is the first to
go further and relate thorough technical
training to a umversity, rendering it possi-
ble for youth to go to the topmost round
of higher education from the workshop or
laboratory, or, if he chooses, to pause at
any one of several complete stages. Other
universities have technical training classes,
but none so completely and broadly cover
the ground embraced in the Stanford Uni-
versity scheme.

Such new legislation regarding appren-
ticeship as may be attempted must take
into account all these things, and primar-
ily and constantly keep in view the right
of the American boy to be made a skilled
workman before recognition of the privi-
lege of the foreign artisan to seek employ-
ment in this country, and to decide by his
vote whether the American boy shall or
shall not come into competition with him.

THE speech of Senator Stanford at the
recent banquet in San Francisco is pre-
sented in full in this issue. It ought to
be read by all citizens, because it is a clear-
cut and concise definition of Republican-
ism. It might well be entitled, “Why I
am a Republican.” It is marked by sober-
ness of expression and a to.al absence of
fulsome party laudation; in other words,
it is the deliberate, the studied and heart-
felt expression of a thinking man, who has
neither fears nor indulges in idolatry
of party. Itis a compact interpretation
of the aims and purposes of the polstical
organization to which Governor Stan-
ford’s conviction and calm judgment at-
tich him. The address is also distin-
guished by expression of the speaker’s
views of civilization in America and the
intellectual and material opportunities
that open out before men under free insti-
tutions,and under the beneficent influences
of the rich heritage of a country such as
this.

BLACK BART.

The Po-8 at His Old Tricks on the Public
Highway.

Between July. 1875, and November 4,
1883, Black Burt robbed twenty-eightstages
in this State. For a time he made his
headquarters in this city. He was arrested,
convicted and sentenced to a term in the
State Prison, from which he was released
on the 23d of last January. He went by
the name of C. E. Boles, alias C. E. Bolton,
alias Black Bart, the Po-8. J. B. Hume,
the special officer of Wells, Fargo & Co.,
who was interviewed by a reporter, says:
* During the time that C. E. Boles was en-
Eaged in robbing Wells, Fargo & Co., ex-
tending over a period of eight years, he
lived in San Francisco at a respectable
lodging-house, and reported or gave people
to understand that he was engaged in min-
ing--owned a mine in fact. His brief ab-
sences from the city,iwhen he would rob a
stage, were supposed to be necessary to
visit his mine, and his daily associates
never dreamed of his true character. His
habits, his appearance, his tastes and intel-
ligence were all foreign to the generally
accepted idea of a stage robber and thief.
It is quite probable that he has adopted or
still continues the same modes of life, and
in any community where he may be a resi-
dent is doubtless regarded as an honest and
law-abiding citizen. Dauring his incarcer-
ation in San Quentin he was seen and
noted by nearly every Sheriff then offici-
ating in the State, and could hardly fail to
be recognized by any one of them in the
event of a chance meeting. He would be
known by all convicts who were in the
Penitentiary during the time of his im-
prisonment, and all these facts lead to the
conclusion that it is highly improbable that
he has chosen this S:ate as a place of resi-
dence. He is an accomplishad stage-robber,
and pursued his business so long and suc-
cessfully that we have no reason to believe
that he would be willing to earn his living
by actual, honest work, and the recent
numerous one-man stage robberies ocecur-
ring in this State bear so many character-
istics of the Po-8's artistic§handiwork that
we are fully convinced that he has resumed
his former mining operations and is again
prospecting for bullion in our treasure
boxes
*He is too subtle and keen to risk sus-
picion by selecting any small town as a
plece of residence, for the reason that his
trequent absences would be noted and dis-
cussed, and he would naturally desire to
avoid particulars in regard to his trips, his
mine, etc, and as it is a well known fuct
this is much more difficult to accomplish
in a small town than in a city where one
scarcely knows the name of bis next-door
neighbor, much less his business, habits or
pursuits. For these »eagons: we believe
that he has selected some such city outside
of the State of California, as Denver, Kan-
sas City, Omaba, Salt Lake, Tucson, or
even Chicago or St Lonis, and, without
creating surprise or suspicion, makes these
periodical trips for the purpose of ‘clean-
tog up’ bis mine and replenishing his ex-
chequer, and then returns to lead the same
apparently innocent, blameiess life which
he pursued in San Francisco.

*““About 11 A. m., Thursday, November
8, 1888, the stage from Downieville, in
Sierra county, Cal , to Nevada City, Nevada
county, was robbed by one man armed
with a Winchester rifle, at a point three
miles west of ‘ Nigger Tent’ and about five
miles east of Camptonville. He robbed
the United States mail, taking the contents
of three mail bags. From Wells, Fargo &
Co.’s box he secured $19 40 in coin and a
gold bar valued at $2,200, described as fol-
lows: Weight, 127.77 ounces; size, 63
inches by 29-16 inches, and aboat 1 inch
thick, stamped on the bottom, * H. Scam-
mon ' across each corner and in the center.
The gold assays 880 fine.”

On the 20th instant he robbed the stage
from Eureka, Humboldt county, to Ukiah,
Mendocino county, getting $684 74 from
the express box and probably $1,000 from
the mail.

THE REPUBLICAN PARTY.

What Are Its Aims snd What Its Benefi-
cent Standard.

In the course of the admirable speech of

Sepator Stanford, made at the banquet

given in his honor at San Francisco last

Saturday evening, he made the following

reference to the Republican party:

The aim of the Republican party may be
briefly stated to be the advancement of civ-
ilization. Among its means of accom-
plishing this end are—Free schools, free-
dom of thouI%ht and toleration of all opin-
ious. The Republican party was founded
on principles of liberty and a sense of the
inalienable rights of man to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness, together with
a full recognition that governments are in-
stituted among men io secure these inalien-
able rights.

In its earnest recognition of the possible
advance in civilization the Republican
party favors temperance, industry, and the
equal political rights of every citizen. In
its efforts to foster education ‘it is rapidly
developing and elevating mankind to a po-
sition where he can appreciate and realize
the possibilities of humanity.

Civilization makes of society and the
State one great, co-operative organization.
Through a general intelligence, the genius
of the few permeates the whole and inures
to the benefit of all. Thus every discovery
in art, science or mechanics becomes com-
mon property, and in this manner man’s
productive capacity has gone on, year by
yesr increasing, until to-day the comforts
of life are within the reach of the hum-
blest laborer in our country, to an extent
not deemed possible 100 years ago.

The Crestor's heritage to man is inex-
haustible to supply every reasonable want.
The physical wants of one person do not
differ materially from those of another,
and inasmuch as by production these phy-
sical wants can be more than satisfied, it
wonld seem that the demand for labor
might be readily cver-supplied. But the
intelleciual wants of man are as Loundless
as is his capacity to conceive, and it is the
supply of these wauts that gives the prin-
cipal occupation to labor.

The sources whence are derived wealth
and the comforts and elegancies of life are
inexnaustible. The earth can supply all
our needs, and it is only a question of the
application of intelligence to labor for
every industrious and able-bodied person
to_enjoy measurably the benefits that
might be derived from the possession of an
Aladdin’s lamp. :

I rejoice at the success of the Republican
party because I think it embraces the hon-
est, intelligent American people, whose
birthright is a practical knowledge of the
exercise of civil liberty. That our friends
of the other party desire the welfare of the
country I do not question, but I think that
as a body they do not possess the advanced
thouzht and aims of the party that may be
styled more purely the American party—
the party of progress, free schools and 1ol-
erant religion—the Republican party !

COLONEL C. F. CROCKER.
His Return from the Fast, and Future
Prowminence in Railroad Affuire,

[S. F. Chronicle, November 27th.]

Charles F. Crocker, ot the Southern Pa
cific Company, will arrive in this city from
New York this morning His Eastern
visit is reported to have been entirely suc-
cessfal. He went to New York to consult
with C. P. Huntington on the projects of
the company, and to confer with him re-
garding the future financial policy of the
corporation. It js stated that one result of
the meeting was & decision to extend the
Southern Pacific Branch Railway to El-
wood without the absorption of. the Pacific
Coast Railroad, the route of which would
take the Southern Pacific line too far in-
land to make a good connection.,

Mr. Crocker returns here in the ccea-
pancy of a higher position 1n the directory
of his company than when hedeparted. He
comes back Second Vice-President. While
he has of late years held a position of great
importance in the directory, and much of
the executive work has falien upon him, it
is now well understood that he is to take
even more responsibility and . authority
than he has had before.” Mr. Huntineton
is almost entirely wrapped up in his East-
ern railroad enterprises, and has many in-
dependent interests in which his Southern
Pacific colleagues do not share. He is
thus, so far as active management goes,
alienated from the local interests of the
company. President Stanford is more de-
voted to his political career and to his out-
side interests, among them the university,
than he is to railroad management. The
field is thus left almost entirely to Mr.
Crocker and his able co-workers, Messrs.
Townpe and Hopkins. Mr. Crocker is even
now regarded by some railroad men as not
only the coming great railroad magnate of
this coast, but of America, for without
doubt, another year or two wiil place the
magnitude of the business of his company
abead of that of any other in the United
States. Itis now exceeded. judged by the
gross earnings, only by one o her company,
that of the Pennsylvania Ruilway.
