
MERCY TO CRIMINALS.

Our San Francisco contemporary, the
Alt", thinks the < lovernor should commute
the sentence of death passed upon Drager,
one of the Lowell mnrderarg, to imprison-
ment for life, on the ground stated by De-
tective I Fume, that Draper's testimony
gave the first and only clue to the crime,
and led to the convictions secured. The
reason advanced is, that revealing
crime by a conspirator or a participant
should be encouraged at a deterrent agency,

because the fear of betrayal by allies is
great restraint upon the confirmed crimi-
nal. Without discussing the principle in-
volved, and which we do not question, it
should be stated that the Alia reaches its
conclusion from mistaken premises. Drager
did not at any time confess to the murder.
On the contrary, he has strenuously in-
sisted that he did not aid in it, and knew
nothing of it, though it is proven he was
an '' accomplice after the fact." The truth
is, and which Mr. Hume has misappre-
hended, that at no time was any promise
of clemency made to Drager or either of
the other murderers. His testimony, or
statement, like all the others, was varied,
contradictory and unreliable, and was

voluntary. He, as were the others, was

told that any statement he made might be
used apiinst him. Moreover, ;t was be-
yond all question established on the trial
that Drager's statements rrere false in all

'material matter?, and there was ;lso irre-
futable evidence of a conspiracy by the
three; as, for instance, their prior state-
ments before going to the Lowell farm;

and again, the testimony of a wholly dis-
interested witness, that s-cveral hours after
the murder the three men were seen upon
the Lowell premises together, and within
a few feet cf the body of the victim, though
Drager insisted that he was not present,
but after the killing fled aad concealed
himself. If the doctrine contended for is
to be applied to the case in question, then

the man who did the killing and volun-
tarily confessed the crime, ought to be
pardoned. It follows that if the state-
ment of the only man who confesses, and
who says he killed Lowell, has virtue suf-

ficient io make him worthy of Executive
clemency, it ought also'to have sufficient
•weight to secure the discharge of the
other two, whom he declares are innocent.
That is to say, if the criminal's word who
reveals should insure him his life, it would

be a parody upon justice to execute his
confederates, whom in the same breath he
insists did not participate in the killing,
but under his threat aided him in conceal-
ing the body, and shared in the theft that

followed. The Alta will readily see the
illogical character of adopting a policy
such as that, in order to incite men to give
up guilty secrets. In short, the theory oi

the Alta, applied in the Lowell case, would
save from the extreme penalty of the law
all three murderers, and thus encourage

rather than prevent crime.

VICIOUS INSURANCE COMPANIES.

Some time early last March, a fire oc-
curred at the winery of the Margherita
Vineyard, near Fresno, owned in part by
E. B. Rogers, Mechanical Engineer of
Han Francis™. Mr. Rogers has invested
about $100,000 in the development of a

vineyard, connecting therewith the man-

ufacture of wine--. He has brought to bear

upon the enterprise, high intelligence, in-

domitable will, ami most persevering in-
dustry. As already Stated, early in March,
the winery m destroyed by lire. Tli
loss was very heavy as the winery con

lamed nearly tw. > year.-' vintage. Insurance
companies interested in the loss restate
payment, and in search of a defense for
most unwarrantable proceeding employe*
those vultures of si nifty who have kee
instincts for the carrion of ycamlaj, know
as private detectives, to furnish evidence
which would justify resistance. A private
detective possesses- but a single commend-
able trait; he appears to be In-nt i.po.iearn-
ing his money. Whether this is referable

to a spirit of returning an honest equiva-
lent for the fees paid him, or whether it is
attributable to a natural depravity which
gloats over the crimes and failings of men,
is open to question. The detectives made,
or pretended to make startling disclosures.
Tierces of wine had been buried in the
vineyard. Hogsheads had been concealed in
the harness-house of the barn. Barrels and
casks had been carted to the mountains and
concealed in owlish ravines. These sensa-
tional disclosures were spread broadcast
through the land by an enterprising news

gat herini,'association,and,for a time, an hon-
orable and reputable citizen rested under
the shadow ofa great crime. In this way the
insurance companies produced an apparent
alliance between their refusal to pay an

honest loss and the highest good of society;
but the unfortunate vineyardist refused to
submit tamely to the outrage attempted to
be perpetrated, and challenged judicial
inquiry. The case has just been heard by
the Superior Court of Fresno county. The
hiding in the vineyard proved to be a
couple of harmli <s casks, buried in pursu-

ance of suggestions made by the Professor
ofAgriculture of the State University, in
the direction of ripening the wine. The
jKinderous secretion of hogsheads in the

harness house proved to l>e a few barrels
•which were outside of the wine cellar at
the time of the fire, and were rolled into

the harness house, .since there remained
no other means of protecting them from
the weather. The- storage of hogsheads
in secret ravines of distant mountains
turns out to be a' complete myth, and
under the calcium light of judicial in-
quiry a jury of twelve men returned in
five minutes with a verdict for the plain-
tifffor the value of the amount of the in-
surance policy, with interest. Thus the
highest ends of justice are subserved in
the financial aspect of the case, and at the
same time the reputation of an honorable
man is saved from obloquy. Properly con*

ducted insurance against loss by fire is a

great public beneficence, but in the hands
of mean and contemptible men, willing to
disgrace every patron who may be so un-
fortunate as to incur a fire loss, and to

employ the services of those scandal scav-
engers known as private detectives, the
whole business will become disreputable,
and all moral distinction between grand
larceny and fire insurance will be ob-
scured, ifit does not wholly disappear.

THE HOPE OF MURDERERS.

In declining to commute the death
6tntence of certain murderers convicted
very recently, Governor Waterman ha;

taken occasion to administer a rebuke
to a custom —it is quite entitled to tin
designation—that has grown up of saying
to prisoners, on being sentenced to death
that the only hope remaining to them i-
dependent upon the Executive of th
State. Sometimes it is an indiscreet or tot
sympathetic Judge who speaks thus to th
condemned, sometimes it is the press
which, perhaps, fancies there is news (jus

ity in the expression. In either case it L

indefensible, since it implies that there L

«i
hope, and that there is a reason fo

ifit be nothing more than a sym

etic one. Whenever a Court so faj
forgets itself as to cast a doubt upon th

wisdom and justice ofthe result readied a

its own bar, by suggesting to the con
deraned, without specific and strong rea

son, that the 'judgment of the tribunal <

the law may be undone by the interpos
tion of the Kxecutive, and that there is i
that direction hope for the criminal, i
does that which deserves far more sever
rebuke than that ju>t administered. Jt

not the oflice of a Judge to intimate tha
the lifeofthe criminal he has sentence*
ought to be spared. If he has reason t

think so, lie should at once and withoi
suggestion communicate the reason to th

officer empowered to pardon. There is n

possibility of shining responsibility from
judicial to executive shoulders in capita
cases, except where there is discovery, aftt
legal exhaustion, of reliable new and ma

terial testimony raising a serious doubt a

to guilt. But the suggestion to the con
detuned to apply for pardon is never neces

sary. He and his friends know of h
right of petition and are not slow to avai
of it. To add to it the judicial suggestio
is gratuitous interference with a jury's ye

diet and the Executive** prerogative, un

called for under any circumstances, md
feasible and either a sign of judicial lim
ness that does discredit to the bench, or

uttered thoughtlessly and because othe
have used the formula to soften the jvc
cial rigor of sentence. The Governor h
very properly entered his protest again
the Judiciary indulging in the privile
of thus addressing the condemned. It
very difficult already to secure co

victions, stillmore so to make punishmen
certain, without unnecessarily exciting t
hope of the guilty that in the Executi
of the State he may find that which a jur
of his countrymen, upon their oaths (

dared he was not entitled to.

The dispatches from Paris yesterd
were dramatically sensational. The stor
runs that Premier Floquet had arrang
for the arrest of General Boulanger a
his friends un Sunday, on the occasion
the demonstration at the grave of Baud
The rumor went to the extent of givi
wings to the canard that even the cells i
the anticipated prisoners had been ]>r

pared, but the alleged fact becomi
known, the Minister was obliged to aba
don the scheme. There is probably n

one word of truth in the story. It is mo
than likely that Boulanger's frienc
evolved the thing from their fancy for t

express purpose of giving new and sens
tional importrnce to Boulanger. T
j«>mpous man lives upon his nerves; if lit
is not posing before the public and quiver-
ing upon the edge of sensationalism, he if
unhappy. There was danger of Fran..;
forgetting him, and of his settling down
into the groove of an ordinary, and very
ordinary, Deputy. Something had to be
done to renew public interest in him,
hence the absurd fiction concerning iii-
proposed arrest. Floquot is no fool; he is
a far-seeing, shrewd and able pulitician,
and a statesman of experience and discre-
tion. He does not plot for the arrest oi
mm for offenses not yet committed ; nor is
he a tyrant, or possessed of the power oi
one, even if he desired to lie tyran nou«.
He has a strong majority in the Chambers,
and has no reason whatever to fear any
political or other assault from the direction
of thp T»nnl:inrr<'risM.

MYERS' LAST DAY.

Hl!| EXECUTION TO TAKE PLACE I
IN PLACERVILLE TO-DAY.

He Sticks to His Story that He Shot
John Liowell Accidentally—

Drager and Olsen.

John Henry Myers, one of the men convicted
of the murder of John Lowell, lit his much in
El Dorado county, on the 24th of March last,
will be executed at 1 oclcck this afternoon in
the yard ol the Court-house at Plaeerville. Up

to Wednesday it was supposed that John Olsen

and William Drager, the other two men convicted
with Myers, would be executed at the same
time, and everything had been arranged for a
triple hanging. On that day, however, the fol-
lowinguotioe was tiled in the Superior Court of
El Dorado county:

He has
made another statement, which is substantial
the same as that made by him immediate,
after his conviction, and which is as follows:

We spent the most of the time on the
way hunting, and Olsen went to Folsom and
soM siiuii' hares to Mr. Yager* We atlarrived
at the Ijowell ranch, 1 think, on Friday, March
J2d. We got there about 7 o'clock in the even-
ing,and Lowell was not at home. 1 told Olren
and Drager that if he did not come by next day
we would go back to Sacramento. LoweO came
that night, said he was glad to Me US, and went
to bed. After breakfast next moruing we all
started out to look at the wood.

"Dsager and me took our guns, and Is.iid to

will shoot some bans.'

"lie said* that his gun was broke, and that
Drager and my gun were enough. We looked
at the wood and '.old LoweU we would take the
job.

Lowell in the back of the neck. He fell down
and Miid something 1 could not understand.

"OUen and Drager ran away. Lowell was on
the ground nearly deaa. Idid not know what
to do. 1 took tbegna and struck him overthc
bead to end his mLsery. 1 pulled him alone in-
to the cabin and then"went to the barn, got an
old tent and put him in there.

"Iclosed the door and went out to see w>here
Drager and Olsen went to. I found Olaen in
the chicken house and lirn^ -r between the
house and the river. Iasked them if they
would be so kind as to help me conceal the
body, as I did not like to give myself up lo the
police. It was sbout dinner time and 1 told
Drager and Olsen that we could riot come back
there after what had happened.

"1 said that the best thing we could do was to'
take two or three bones, s.'il them ami got
money to get out of the country. They helped
me to hide the body and got the horses, and
when we got through it was about Bo'clock in
the evening- We only wanted three horses, but
when we opened the gate three more horses
came out and I said: 'Letithein come along.'

"We rode to the Grant 'hut night, and on Sun-
day morni. ft we went to Sacramento and took
the horse aud wagon back lo Steen's. He askedme where Olsen and Drager were, and I told
him they were in camp and that we had some
horses. He asked me how we got them and I

Ilimwe stole them m> in the mountains.
Then Steen said to me: 'You keep quiet aud
don't tell anybody. 1 will go out with you tosec them."

"Steen and me went out that same Sunday.
Steen took some beer, whisky and bread toDragcr and Olsen. When we were near thecamp Steen said to me: 'Well, I'llbe damned
U thai is not old Lowell's buggy.'

"Idid not say much to him alxmt it. Wewere in. camp about twenty minutts, wht-n
Steen and me took the black mare and black
colt to Steen's place. When we came to the
saloon kept by P. Nelson, near Twelfth street,
Steen told Nelson the horses belonged to him
and he had had them out to pasture.

1 Steen usked me about twenty times wherewe got the horses, and if we got Into any troubleabout them. He said: 'You could nut steal
them unless you done something.'

"1 said: 'We done something which I neverdone yet in all my lifetime.'
"Steen asked me what it was, but Iwould not•ay anything more. Steen said he knew we

Dad committed a crime, but we would be allright. Steen said that we had better sell thehorses and get away from Sacramento, and that
when he found out about the matter around
town ami through the p ,ners that he would let
us know right away."

Myers then tells of disposing of the horses, and
concludes:

"This is all Ihave to say. all I can remember,
and my last word. The prisoners advised me to
put the blirre on Olseu and Drager, they being
single and me having a family.

"Iam vury sorry about the" lies I have told,
and did wrong to them. They never knew about
this crime before, and Drager and Olseu took nopart in the killingwhateret, i am now to my
grave, and to die. and 1 will take mv death with
pleasure. So I say my last farewell" to all. This
is my last true statement for God, forever.
Good by. forever."
